Geetlkmjm.la reply to certain organizations of citizens
of tbo Tweuty flret and Elgbteeuth wards, the Superin¬
tendent or Sanitary Inspection, mh mas N. Carr, Esq., has
tcade a report, which I herewith iranamit.

I would beg leave to call your attention to some or the
more important points in the report, as containing facts
which noither you nor I am at liberty to overlook.
The report states that $113,000 are annually paid for

salaries, and $20,000 for contingencies, which latter is
purely an election fraud; and further, that $00,000 taken
from this $1.33,000 would be all sufficient to give full etll
clenoy to the labors of this department.
The report also stales tbat the city still continues to

pay for work (that need not hare cost it one ceut) the
sum or forty to fifty thousand dollars aunually. In addi¬
tion to this there are clerks in this department
who receive from $600 to $2,000 a year who have never
performed an hour's work.

I trust tbat proper Investigation Into such a state of
things will be promptly made, to the end that this sys¬
tem or leeching the public and the taxpayers may be
summarily abolished.
The press, t annual cost of the Sanitary Department,

ae stated, Is $683,000 the report says other estimates on
a liberal scale would be for sanitary purposes, salaries
and contingencies Included; street cleaning. $60,000,
allowing for increase of pay to m»n oince the completion of
my estimate. $250,000.total. $310,000 Difference in favor
or the city, $373,000, or $63,000 m re tbau sufficient to
carry on ail the legitimate operations of this depart¬
ment.
A resolution passed by the Common Council a few

days before the present City Inspector came into office
conferred upon tbat iucumlient the doable power to
receive,and disburse public m neys. Such powers were
never beforo granted to any department of the city gov¬
ernment. These power, as tt Is believed, practically "ignorethe exlsiehce of the Comptroller's Department. 1 do uot
hesitate to say tbat these ore most extraordinary powers,auch aa no honest man ought to desire to exercise. 1
respectfully recommend the repeal of Raid resolution

Therp are many valuable recommendations and sugges¬tions contained in tho report, which iu my judgment are

eminently practical, and therefore worthy or your onruest
consideration.

atteodlng tbe passage of tbe Hackley contract by
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lV*!?Ttn_r;ktal communication to the Com¬
mon Council of recent date, shows tnat he la expending
from live hundred and fifty to alx hundred thoueAod doi-
rare a year to classing the streets. Tws weeks longer
work upon tbe stroeta, when City Inspector Delavan was
removed, would bsv# been all-sufficient to have
thoroughly freod It of Me large eooummulation of filth
left by contractor Hackley. After Me aooompltshment
of tbat result tbe work would have been done at about
one-half of what be was than expending; and it was Ma
knowledge of this tact that caused bis removal.

I give hers the amount which if would havs cost tho
city for cleaning tbe streets under Col. Delavan had ba
bean permitted to retain bla place. The data were pro-
cured by me from the several street inspectors attached
to tbla bureau. The total number of atreet sweepers and
cartmen required was three hundred nnd twenty two. Cp
to the 1st of tbe present month, under the administra¬
tion of the present Incumbent, we nave bad from six hun¬
dred and fifty to eight hundred, and other expenditure#
in proportion. The total coat to tba city from my aatl-
mate amounted to $216,000 for the year. Uoder the pre¬
sent system it is at least $660,000. Within tba laat four
months a wealthy contractor presented to me la person
a written and signed agreement by which he oftared to
freight from the city its ashes and dirt for a term of
years, free of expense, and to give security tor tbe faiM-
ful performance of the work In sums of from fifty to one
hundred thousand dollars. I referred him to Me ("My In*
¦peotor, but, not meeting with success, be suneequeotly
tana* upon (ha comptroller yd Mavor. uraipg aq<

ceptauc* or bU psoposal There wag no just reason why
tlie prop a il should not have boon accepted on tbe opoi
by iLie City Inspector Von will perhaps ask. wliy, tboo,
was ti refusedr At present I am not prepared to answer
tbo question. One thing, huwever, is certain thittho
city still continues to pay for work that need not bare
cost it ooe cent tbe sum of from forty to fifty thousand
dollars annually. In addition to this there are clerks in
this department wfco receive from $600 to $2,000 a year
who have never performed an hour's work

liOl us now see the difference between the actual cost of
the department as at present managed and wust it can be
done for under n different system. Present coot of the
Sanitary Department for salaries and contingencies,
$133,000; street cleaning, $550,000. Total, $6*8,000.
Other estim itoH on a liberal scale would be for sanitary
purposes, salaries and contingencies included, $00,000,
street cleaning, allowing for lncroaseof pay to men, since
the completion of my estimate,$250.000. Total. $310,000.
Difference in favor of tbe otty. $373,000, or $63,000 more
than sufficient to carry on all the legitimate operations of
this department. If the plans suggested by the City In¬
spector to be submitted to the legislature should be
adopted, this department will have the uncontrolled dis¬
bursement ot nearly n million of dollars annually.
But, aside from this waste of the public money, n still

greater injury is Inflicted upon the community through Its
influence upon our elections. Ths City Inspector 's and
tbe Street Commissioner's departments have at command,
by means of patronage, n controlling influence, as tbey
allege, over tbe votes or at least ten thousand persons
They claim as their own the leading politicians of every
ward of the olty; and It is only necessary that these de¬
partments should combine and make known their choice
for ofllce to have their favorites nominated. The honest
men of t£o part^hAyo no chyice in the tpsttej. They
must eitW Vole for the men thus presented or be made
to suffer the usual penalty of political malcontents. The
heads or these departments having secured for them¬
selves, by a special act of legislation lost winter, posses¬
sion of their offices for four years, there Is no power out¬
side of the legislature to displace thorn before the expi¬
ration of that time, except for malfeasance ot office, the
amount of injury which they are thus enabled to inflict
upon the community, pecuniary and political, during
these tour years may be estimated by tbe enormity of
their acts committed since their assumption of power.
A few items showing the manner In w hich the public

money was expended in this department for political pur¬
poses during the Into eleotion may not prove uninterest¬
ing. The particulars I received from tbe pay roll clerk
ou the 11th of Inst month. At that time there were em¬
ployed twenty two distributers or ordinances, twenty-
five notloe distributors, forty special Inspectors and fortyadditional foremen of street cleaning, numbering in all
one hundred and tweuty-seven, at two dollars por day,
or ninety-two thousand seven hundred and ten dollars
per annum, for which the city does not receive in return
the amount of one man's work for a single week in the
whole year. This was less than half ot tbe actual number
oi men similarly employed, but without de-Unite position
in the department, and paid rrom the city Treasury.
Whether these men are still undor pay or not 1 atn una¬
ble to answer, as every avenue to further iniormatlen
has been closed to me, when by law and ordinance tbe
reverse should have been the case. In my bureau
(sanitary) there arc forty four health and assistant
nealth wardens, at a cost to the city of forty-eight thou¬
sand one hundred and eighty dollars per annum. Ten
active, intelligent men, with the city properly districted,
would bodtll-sutllctent for the work, and n saving to the
city of thirty-eight thousand dollars. 1 llnd by the pay
rolls now before me that tho cost tor cleaning the streets
for tho flrst two weeks of November amounts to within
a fraction of twenty-six thousand dollars, or six hundred
and seventy-s'x thousand dollars a-year. 1 should only
weaken the importance of this statement by addtug to it
any statements of my own. 1 mention these gates as
instances of what may bo practised under the present
uucbecked mode of transacting business. There is enough
01 what is known to have beeu practised to warrant the
conclusion that tbe unlimited license thus allowed to this
office has had its utmost necessary results In the disbursed
menta of funds for purposes never intended, aud to an ox-'
tent so carefully concealed that iu many instances It would
be difficult to ascertain either the amount or tbe objects to
which ihey have been appropriated. Could an examination
into the aiffilrs or this department be made, the waste of
lbs public tn.iusy for parse;.al and political purposes
would bo found to exceed iu enormity anything of tho
kind ever before known In the history of this or nny
other civilized cty of the world, l-nder tbe present
system the City Inspector is invested with tho double
duties of prepariug tbe seml-tnonjbly pay rolls of bis de¬
partment, and si tbe same time permits him to act iu the
capacity of pai master. He has thus unbounded discre
tion in maklug out his own pay rolls, and equally un¬
limited mesne at his command to make such pay motifs,
leaving no slugle check upon his disbursements and hold¬
ing him liable to no account tor any abu.-e of his trust.
A resolution permitting the City Inspector to act in tbe
doublo capacity ot receiver and disburser of public
moneys was passed in tbe Common Council n few days
berore ths present incumbent went Into office; and thus
pnWers were conferred upon that department not only
never granted to any other department of the city gov¬
ernment, but practically ignoring the existence ol tbo
Comptroller's Department, except as a mere instrument
or convenience to pay over to tbe City Inspector, on his
orAt, any turns be might demand to be paid. Why, if tbe
rule In the City Inspector's Department is correct, tbe same

id not be equally correct in other city departments, Itwould i
would be difficult to diattngutsb. The practice once ad¬
mitted, every check upon those departments In the un¬
limited control over the public moneys would be done
away with, and the Comptroller's office would be n
mere clerkship, as In this instance it has practi¬
cally beooino, so far as the City Inspector's Department
Is concerned. Let us look at such results ss may occur
under an unscrupulous administration of the office. The
City Inspector makes out his semi-moDtbly pay rolls,
amounting to say $25,000 for one thousand laboring men
and employes, transmits tbo same to the Comptroller and
demands his draft for that amount. The Comptroller
may have reason to queetion the correctness of this pay
roll, and may Insist, as bo has done, in paying tho men
himself. But ths City Inspector, ss baa been the esse
under the present Incumbent, exhibits the newly adopted
resolution, and compliance with Its provisions on the
part of the Comptroller is Insisted upon as unavoidable.
Tbe pay roll, being in its form all that the law requires, is
the all-sufficient authority to receive the grots sum wbioh
it Indicates.
And now a word as to what m»y be done with almost

entire impunity under tbo operation or tbe resolution.
Let it be preeumed.and the presumption is not a bold
one.that out or the ono thousand men returned on tbe
pay rolls to tbe Comptroller only 11vg hundred are honest¬
ly entitled to pay. There is no present check or hin¬
drance to the appropriation of tbe balance to any uses to
which the City Inspector may tbina tit to put it Kvun
reducing the proportion to a less amount, tho conclusion
is not less Inevitable that the power of appropriating the
public funds without check or limitation Is the result of
such a resolution as tbe one referred to Even should tbe
Comptroller send for vouchers.as has been tbe case.
tbey are at hand, on tboir face showing no distinction
between payments truly or faisoiy made.
The plea that this mode of payment is a convenience

to the City Inspector's Department tn facilitating its
business is simply an absurdity, for tbe plain reason that
It is tbe assumption of additional duties, with additional
agents to perform them. Tbe former mode relieved the
City Inspector's Department from such supererogatory

Inspector.
The repeal of the resolution giving this additional un¬

restricted power to the City Inspector is imperstircly
called for; for, whether abuses may or may not have
been practised under It, It opens the door for such
abuses, and it is at variance with that system of salutary
checks which la the safeguard of all wall regulated
governments This department being now without pecu¬
niary means to carry on tbe work of street cleaning, tbe
City Inspector baa petitioned the Common Council to
Isane city bonds, which will again place htm in the pos¬
session of funds to be u.ied by him at bis own discretion.
If the idea of granting blm this hitherto unknown power
Is seriously entertained, either by the present or tbe in¬
coming Common Council, the least that can be asked
from that body is that tbe amount ao autnori/.ed to be
issued atali be limited to the absolute wants of the de¬
partment.
Among tbo early measures of tbs Legtslstere should

be tbe passage of an act to take (rom (bis department
tbe whole machinery of street cleaning, and
transfer It to the Police Deportment, where it properly
belongs. The Commissioners should be empowered to
advertise for proposals to clsan tbe city, tbe
earns to be divided pnvo districts of not less
than Ave ner more than seven .and no contractor be al¬
lowed to contract for more tben one district, the whole to
be under the supervision of tbe Police Commiieionere.
Tbe police actiog as street Inspectors would relieve the
city of >33,000, its present cost for Inspectors, anil tbe
work would be more efficiently done than ever before, to
aay nothing of tbe immense saving to the eity. The pro¬
posals should he made to include tbe manure <>f the
streets, which might be estimated for by tbe contractor,
end become his property in part payment for tbe dis¬
charge of bis duties. Tbe manure of this city, if prop¬
erly cared for and disposed of, would bring te the city
Treasury at least 960,000 per annum, and yet for years
pest In tbe aggregate It has been sold for lees than 90,000.
In London tbe expense of cleaning the streets and ash
bine la balanced by the sale ef aahea and dirt. In Kd n
burg the dally cleaning of tbe city, its courts and closet,
coats but 910,000. In Aberdeen the werk is done daily at
a profit to tbe eity of about 93,000. Ib Hull the refuse
from the bouses is readily disposed of at a profit to small
farmers.
Tbste necessary detail* being attended to, tbo deport¬

ment should be converted into n purely sanitary ono, and
he removed as far as possible from the influence of poll
ticlnns. The wonder Is not that the mortality of tbo city
la so great, bnl that It is not greater, considering tbe lit-
tie attention which It is permitted to receive t>y those
entrusted with Its keeping. L'ntll the sanitary affairs of
this city are placed beyond tbe reach aad influence of

Cnucleus, Aldermen and speculators n* reforms are to
expected.
For some weeks past tbe condition of this department

has been discreditable to tbe city, inefficient la carrying
into effsct tbe objects for wbich it was created, and
native only in tbe practice of abuses. Without eyetem
or organisation, with no directing bead, the streets in a

filthy condition, asbe* and garbage encumbering the
sidewalks and gutters, even tbe small clerical force en¬
gaged almost without employment, employee and labor¬
ers in want of back pay 00 account of tbe pretue* expendi¬
tures of public money, there ban been an application of in¬
dustry asd energy to one object alone, and that object to
secure, through tbe agency of the Common Council, the
means of fastening this condition of things permanently
upon the city by the authorisation of tbe issue of street
cleaning bonds. (Only a few months since sufficient
means were at IU command to carry out every honest
object of Its organisation So rapid a down hill process
In so short a spaa* of time Is a marvel even in these fast
days. The naked fact that resource# so ample should
nave been thus qnlckly dissipated should stand up aa an
Insuperable barrier against farther extetiiloo of opportu¬
nity to repeat similar scenes at tbe expense of our olti-
sent. An allowance of tbe issue or new credits under
the name of street cleaning bonde or any other similar
device may help to conceal IU dellnqueueea; but, unless
Its Irresponsible course is at once checked, the Legisla¬
ture shortly to esoemble will ley tbe ax* to the root of
tbo evil by aa entire abolishment of tbo tyitom under
which such abuses may be perpetuated.

It I* true that the diy ordinance give* to thtt bureau
the supervision and control over tbo work'of street
cleaning, and makes It the Imperative duty of tbe Super-
Intaadent to "supervise, audit sad certify aUaoeesala
fur cleaning the atreeu." But, la Justice la rnyeel', I
would sum that I aa la aa way responsible for the
abates that havemm praottgfld ua%)t *ta qfdiaaaee.M

THE PRIZE RING.
Prlxe Fight for Six Hundred Dalian Be¬
tween Dick Hollywood, of Mew York,

Jofcm Kenton, of Cincinnati.
Yeaterday a prise flght lor throe hundred dollar* a side

between the two abovenamed pugilists came off in tbe
vicinity or Sheepsfcaad Bay, L. I. Hollywood la oot a

novice in tbe roped arena, baring two years pre¬
viously fought Mike Dorssy, of this cily, for a purse,
on which occasion, after n game, wall contested bat¬
tle,' lasting over one hour, tie woe defeated. Beaton
belle (torn Cincinnati, but for some time past has
resided in Brooklyn, where bis line science in sparring,
quiet, unassuming good conduct and reported game-
oeas, gained htm n number of trienda, belonging to (be
pugilistic fraternity, who were desirous of seeing his
boxing qualities fairly tested In the ring for (bis pur.
pose Dick Hollywood, being nearly about his weight end
height, and whose tunc qualities bad already been tested,
was selected, and a challenge issued to match the Western
youth against bias for $300 a side in greenbacks. Holy-
wood promptly responded, expressing his willingness to
accommodate tbo Brooklyn fancy, and the match was at
once made to flght, for the aboveoamed sum, on the ilth
Instant (yesterday), and in consideration or Hollywood
beiDg an inch and n half taller, Beaton was allowed tbo
counterbalancing advantage of one pound in weight.ho
having to flght at one hundred and eight pounds and
Hollywood at one hundred end soven pounds.
The preliminaries being thus satisfactorily arranged,

both youths went Into active training, Keaton taking up
his quarters at the Excelsior Shades at Fort Hamilton,
with Jem Dunn and Mike Nunao as bis attondnnt men¬

tors, and Hollywood at McCoomb's Dam. Hero, by
strict systematic dietetic regimen and constant exercise,
tboy got rid of their superfluous cellular tisauo; so that
when they wont to scale at Izzy Lazarus', In Centre
street, the day previous, Hollywood was one end Keaton
two pounds and a half below the stipulated weight. By
mutual agreement the piace of fighting was fixed about a
mile Irom Fort Hamilton, L. I., amid some cedar woods,
and as early as ten o'clock the preceding night,
carriages and sleighs, containing numbers of
the patrons or the " manly art or neir defouce,"
crossed the Terries, or, routeTot tho appointed spot, and cvi-
dently determined to secure a front seat, if oarly attend-

h?.mA?n'Hfi" ,t-i Tl?e holel8 ln Kort H»mil«on quickly
found all their eieeplag nc> ommodatlon.s engaged for the
night, while the barrooms were crowded all night bv
loose who were less fortunate in this respect. When day

were astir, and the ropes and stakes were trans-
t° tbe designated spot and the ring formed, and,

although the principals bad not made thoir appearance,
numbers wended their way thither. Here disappoint-
men! awaited them; for Captaiu Brown and a detach-

ground in citizens dross, wiih the avowed Intent ion of pre¬
vent ng tbe contemplated breach or the peace. A change of
locality was, consequently itn|>oratlve,and after some hours
delay and weary miles ol travelling through snow tbo ring
was at last pitched aboiita mile Irom tbe Sheepshoad Bay
shore, behind a plantation of cedar trees. Here nearly
two hours' delay ensued before a referee could he choseu.
and it was only after repeated application that ageitlo
men, Mr. Fd. James, or the Clipper, could be prevailed
upon to officiate At last the two men, both belonging to
ih°,(£,er w®l?h,t, division, appeared, with their seconds;
f tail. Clare and Bill Ikiwd esquiring Koafou, aud Barney
Aaron and Jem Elliott tho Now Yorker.

After tbe usual preliminaries of toilets and hand-
shaking tbe youthful pugilists met In the centre of tbe
ring. Keaton, although shorter, was much the morn
powerfully built ol tbe two. his broad shoulders, uniisu-
ally I mg.sinewy arms and brown skin contrasting in a
marked degree with tbe more slender and elegant form
and clear transparent skin of his opponont, whose
flnoly developed muscles of the arms and should¬
ers, conjoined with his temperament of the ner¬
vous type betokened stfeugth and endurance of noordi-
nary degree Kenton's position was remarkably flue and
artistic, and be showed thai he was a highly accom¬
plished sparrer by h is movements aud efforts to draw
hm antagonist and ascertain his weak points. He led off,
but w»s cleverly countered by Hollywood, who. In the
exchanges, planted hie right heavily on the face, gainlug
first blood, and terminating tbe first round by a ( loan
knock down blow. Keaton somewhat equalized his ad
vantage in tbe next round by gaining the first rail. For
many successive rounds It was almost impossible to say
which bad tbe best of it, both oountorlng with severity
and eflect. Keaton was apparently tbe superior in strength
in the struggle for tbe fall, although ha evidently
was expending bis powers i« attaining this oblect
In lending oil Keaton, after delivering his blow,
bed a practice of ducking bis head, end by the
advice of Barney Aaron, bis second, who quickly
observed how belaid hlmselfipen, Hollywood bided hie
time, end then used bis right with stinging severity in
the upper cut. The effect was soon visible in tbe swollen,
bleeding mouth and nose of bis opponent, under whose
left eye e Urge livid olue dwelling bed made lit; appear¬
ance. Hollywood bad also a large "mouse" under bis
sinister optic, but beyond Ibis was scarcely mark*
ed, except a few flushes on the cheat. Far a long
time it was doubtful which would gain tbe day,
both coming up to tbe call of time in tbe most
dauntless manner, lighting with a science, judg¬
ment, coolness and unflinching spirit that hna never been
surpassed, if indeed equxllod- in any contest In tbe Ame¬
rican prize ring. It excitod the admiration alike of*
friendly partisans and of those whose Interests, pecuniary
and personal, were identified with the opposite sides.
Victory hung long doubtrul in tbo balance, but at
last the less matured constitution and stamina ot° tbo
Brooklyn youth began to give way. His blown lacked
their usual force, although bis fine science and undaunted
pluck was as onspicuous as ever, ln hie seconds, alto,
be wis not so fortunate as Hollywood, for while tbe latter
wes sent up sponged clean as a pin alter every rouod, the
former's face was discolored with blood, and bis com'oft
by no means increased by sprinklings or cold *p»er
dashed on bis back aa he walked to tbq flCFaich ilia
seconds e»w that any memia must bq tlfed to secure a

than bis opponent. was getting wild In bis deliveries, al¬
though, following hie seconds' advice, be resolutely forced
the fighting, generally ending tbe round by bitting or
forcing bis man down The Rrooklynltos now saw that
their man could only win by some unusual occurrence or
accidental blow, and tbeir bopea of auccees fell to zero.
At last, in tbe forty-eixtb round, Keaton led off, but mim¬
ing bis mark and being weak, fell forward oo the ropes,
carrying Hollywood with him The seconds of both men
crowded round them; the ring was broken by excited
partisans of both-men, and tbe most determined exertions
of Kcboe, the "King of Clubiats," and his assistant ring
keepers, were set at defiance. Keaton's eecoods ap
pealed to the referee for a decision in bis favor, alleging
that Hollywood had bit his (Kenton's) shoulder while on
tbe ropes, rbich a mark was visible; but Hollywood's
second* maintained that Keaton't own seconds or friends
bad done It purposely to try to save tbeir felling man
from certain defeat.
The raferee was surrounded by excited and angry men,

clamoring for his decision m favor of Keaton, but be was
not to be overawed, and refused to pronounie hie decis
ion then end there. In tbe meantime Kenton bed been
taken from the ring, end Hollywood was left alone. Tbe
referee announced be would give bit decision to-day, and
tbs crowd separated, tb* battle being than left In abey
nnce. A gamer fight or better contested one was never
witnessed, and both men are entitled to great credit for
tbeir fair, manly conduct in tbo ring. In returning n
large force of police were met en route for tbe fight; but,
being too late, contented themselves with making aeveral
arrests, among them Hollywood himself, and causing a
general skedaddle over tb* surrounding country ol the
tear stricken spectators of this model mill.
