fkt grow* banquet 4o the veteram of the gallant old
Irish Brigade took place et Irving Hall yesterday otter-
mod, and passed off in every respect moot successfully.
The few soldiers of tbie command wbo ore still left otter
gbe perils of bottle and the tsnsousterobie sufferings of
sossp life mode tbeir appearonce about neon yesterday
ks tbo open ground In front of the City Hall, for tbo pur¬
pose of marching to the place where tbe entertainment
4n their boner was to take place. Tbeir presence at¬
tracted to tbe spot a greet crowd of people anxious to
.se theoe bravo warriors, whose undaunted bravery bos
tiled tbe wbole country witb admiration and reflected
en tbe Irish name in America a halo of imperishable
glory.

Only obent two hundred of Genera] Heagber's old com¬
mand remain ont of the legion of sUlwortb fighting
patriots be led to tbo seat of war at tbe beginning of
tbe rebellion. Many of those wbo bavo returned
are maimed and unfit for any further service;
but all wbo nave tbeir strength and vigor left unim¬
paired have ro-enueted in tbe cause of tbe Union, and in¬
tend to go back under tbeir old commander, to fight until
the armed enemies of tbe republic ere finally conquered.
This noble instance or self-eacriflce and devotion to tbe
land of tbeir adoption will doubtless have a good effect
upon tbeir brother eoldiers in other branches of the
arm toe of the Union.

About half-post twelve o'clock tho veterans formed !n
line, 0Dd.beaded.hy Dodworth's band, marched up Broad-
way to Irving Hall, cheered on tho way by the applauso
and good wishes of tbe people. Tbe place of entertain¬
ment was reached ebortiy aftor one o'clock, and the
soldiers marched into the beautiful hail and took their
¦oats around a number of tables, which were loaded wtb
oil tho good things of tho season io the way of edibles
and drinkables.
The hall was decorated with unusual gocd taste and

elegance. Tho Star Spangled Banner .md tho ancient flag
of Frio were to bo seen In every part of tho room, deco¬
rating the stago, galleries and candelnbros Theetagowa*
particularly remarkable for its ornamentation. In its
eentre a beautiful monument of flags was erected. The
eld tattered and war-worn colors presentod to the brigade
on its departure from this city formed a prominent fea¬
ture hi this piece of decoration. A buct of Washington,
crowned with a wreath of flowers, stood Just n its front,
and at each side was tho figure or a buy, bearing on bis
bead a basket of flowers. Tho two candclabras wbicb rise
«o the left and right of tbe stage were ornamented with
She new colors, presented to tbo brlgadosomo months age,
but which, we believe, have never yet been under Arc.
Brilliant and reeplendent in all their freshness, they pre¬
sented a a remarkable contrast to tho old colors, some of
wktcb are worn almost to shreds.
The galleries were decorated witb equal taste and

elegance. A profusion of flags bung from each of tbo
cbandelerrs, and between these were a number of shields,
bearing tbe namee of tbo various battles in which tbo
brigade participated. Tbe names of tbceo battles ere as
follows;.

Heartily concurring in the wishes of his brother officers
ef the Irish Brigade and the Committee of Arrangements,
be bid bin old noldlern welcome, a thousand times wel¬
come to the banquet table. Prohibited by tbo rules as
well as the etiquette of military >erv!co of testifying tu
Abe field to the services end devotion of the men of his
commend, be and hla brother officers availed themselves
or the first moment at their disposal to thank the rank
end file, tbe bone and sinew, the stout hearts and iron
arms ef tbe armies oi tbe republic. (Applause.) Tbe
fortune of tbe private noldlor was an bumble and almost
penal one. Having to hour tbe sun t blaze en
tbe anarch, to andura tba blinding snows and
vrmdn of tbe winter, end to plunge into tbe
swollen torrent, nothing could possibly sustain bim but
bin high and holy sense of the rectitude of the purpose
fer which be bad taken up arms.

tbe leurels on tbeir brows, nor sven thai they will re
eelve tbe hearty welcomes of those wbo bsde them go
forth. Hut there wee s fame milder, hut perhaps for
that very reason more sacred, then such a fame as tbe
ens be bed pictured. There was not one in tbo brigade,
M In any of tbe uational armies, whether he ban fallen
under tbe fire of battle or remains to return to bis borne,
mho would not enjoy the feme which tbe vecerahle
mother and tbe fond wife throws srnund bim. They
might not have municipal eutnorllieo to meet them in
tbie imperial city, nor military to welcome them
after tbeir tirMome duties, but tboy bad tbo blessings
and greetings of their families.
