Inspector General are among the prisoner* cap-
tared.

it ftppea ra by a despatch from Colonel Mulligan,
at New Creek. Western Virginia, that tlie enemy
lost thirteen killed and twenty wounded iu the
attack on our train at Moorefield junction on the
3d inst., and that General Fitzhugh Lee was pre¬
sent at the time with three companies of
negro cavalry in reserve. The latest re¬

ports from General Kelley's department confirm
our former statements that the enemy are making
no demonstrations in that direction, beyond tlie
movements of foraging parties Mho have secured
some cattle, all of which, in one instance near Win¬
chester, were taken back by our troops.

THE LEGISLATURE
In the State Senate yesterday petitions were

presented, among others, for a reduction of milk
freight on the Harlem Hailroad. The annual re-

poits of the Canal Appraisers and of the State
Normal School Executive Committee were sent in.
Notices were given of bills to incorporate the
Atlantic Navigation Company and the Union
League Club of New York, to amend the Brooklyn
Common School law and Brooklyn Fire Dspartnseut
act. and for a variety of other purposes. Among
the bills introduced was out to compensate the
Twenty-second militia regiment for clothing and
camp equipage lost in the natioual service. The
bill prohibiting enlistments in thia State to fill the
quotas of other States was passed.

In the Assembly the select committee to in¬
vestigate affairs on Biker's Island was announced
by the Speaker, aa follows:.Messrs. Pinckney, of
New York; Parker, of St. Lawrence, and Bul¬
lock, of Chenango. Bills were noticed for the
amendment of our city charter, to amend the
rates of legal advertising, to provide for the
enrolment of the First division of the Natiouat
Guard, to regulate enlistments, prohibiting dummy
engines on the Hudson River Railroad below
Thirty-first street, to amend the tax and assess¬

Tlx* Deiperale Strati* of the Rebellion.
Oar Pence Proposition.

The news from Richmond which we have
recently published ftimwbct c vivid inside
view of the desperate straits of the rebel¬
lion. It will be remembered that in a late
letter the Richmond correspondent of the Lon¬
don Times flatly stated that if the rebel Con¬
gress, " which it must be admitted has hitherto
shown little grasp, or earnestness, or capacity,
fails to rise to the height of the great argument
before it, there may be expected such misery
(t. e., throughout the rebellious States) as upon
earth has nerer yet been seen.'' In other words,
this Anglo-rebel correspondent means to say
tbat unless the rebel Congress shall provide
new armies from States which have no more
soldiers to give; subsistence from districts al¬
ready impoverished, and a substantial currency
based upon the faith of a government which has
come to be regarded, even in South Carolina,
as an exploded impojture, then the universal
spoliations and destruction of a mere guerilla
warfare will surely fall upon the people of the
rebellious 8tate<.
The rebel Congress, thus comprehending

'-the height of tb« great argument before It."
has undertaken these indicated labors, com¬

pared with which the twelve labors of Hereulee
were mere child's play. The 6olons of rebel¬
lion have undertaken the task of filling np their
wasted armies, and the task of replenishing
their exhausted treasury; but, as was to be ex¬

pected, they have failed In both at the very
threshold. The Richmond Enquirer, the special
organ of Jeff. Davis, says tbat the proceedings
of his Congress in the premises betray the
workings of fi panic among the members, which
will be apt to create a panic through all the
"confederacy;" tbat the bill providing to raise
the sum of seven hundred millions of dollars by
taxation will bring to tbe auction block nil the.
private property of tbe "confederacy," as it
now stands; while tbe bill for the reinforce¬
ment of the armies of Lee^ Loogstreet and Joe
Johnston provides for nothing more nor lew
than an absolute, ruinous and "Irresponsible
despotism," and general starvation.
These v^w* are correct; but U is (1*0 two

that those extreme me.Me. must ho adopted,
that the Southern people concerned must nub
mit to a universal and remorselOM conscription,
aud to the sacrifice of all thej possess, to main¬
tain the war, or revolt against Jeff. Davis, and
submit to the Union. That outspoken and sen¬
sible Southern rights journal, the Raleigh Daily
Progress, truly says "there is but oae way in
whioh our (Southern) ruin can be made thor¬
ough and complete, and that is to coatinue the
war." Let us bring a few facts to bear upou
this point

Practically, the rebellion Is now limited to
the country within the lines of tho rebel ar¬

mies east of the Mississippi. Tboso lines en¬
close a population not exceeding four millions,
and half this population is made up of African
slaves. The rebel soldiers defending this
diminished confederacy, all told, will not ex¬

ceed two hundred thousand men. To supply
this force the region indicated has beea drained
of almost every able-bodied white man that
can be spared from the farm and tbe factory.
How. thon, are tbe rebel armies to be rein¬
forced from this already exhausted white popu¬
lation of two mtllioos; or bow are rebel re¬
cruits to be raised across the eaveloping lines
of the Union armies* Clearly, tho surest way
to bring complete ruin on this contracted and
beleaguered Southern Utopia is for the people
thereof to "continue the war." Do what they
may at Richmond, tboy cannot muster in the
field eaBt of the Mississippi in the spring more
than two hundred and fifty thousand half starv¬
ed and dispirited men. while the aggregate
forces thai will be directly brought against
them (to say nothing of the navy) will unqiies
tionabiy exceed five hundred thousand well
fed and well clothed nod enthusiastic Union
soldiers, with victorious Grant at the head of
the central column

Peace, then, and submission, in order to se¬
cure peace, is Ihe ooly way of safety to tbe
people of tho rebellious States still unsubdued
We are confident that the masses of these poo
plo are ripe for submission; but under tho mili¬
tary despotism of Richmond they are still afraid
to -move Nor is it likely that the rebel rulers
and managers, who hava nothing to hope from
submission, will relinquish their desperate pur¬
pose of 'dying in the last ditch." We believa,
however, that there is a way, and a good and
acceptable way, whereby the rebel chiefs and
managers, from Jeff Davis down to his lowest
subordinate, civil or military, may be brought
to a treaty of peace, not only without bringing
universal ruin upou the cotton States, but with¬
out further bloodshed. 'What is this plan t We
are about to disclose it, and wo call upon
" Father Abraham " to hear it once more

Let him proclaim to Jeff Davis and all bis
associates in tbe rebellion excluded from tbe
general amuostv promulgated in December
last that if (bey will consent to try their Tor¬
tuous in Mexico they, and ait disposed to
iollow them-civilians and soldiers, bag and

- baggage, sin.Ul arms atv) artillery.wilt lie
protected and assisted to tbe Moxican border
by the United States, and will then bo fur
nished at the Rio Grande with si* months'
subsistence, and we will undertake to promise
not ouly a speedy peace, but a speedy settle¬
ment of the Mexican question according to the
Monroe doctrine This is our peace propo¬
sition and we regard it, in its fitness, complete¬
ness and comprehensiveness as a proposition
which Is positively sublime It embraces, in
