to maintain s strict neutrality between tbe partlea wbe
for two rears bare carried on a eleil war of unusual ex¬
tent and' loss of life on tbe continent of Worth America.
Hor Majesty's governmeat hare, for tbe most part,

euoceeded la this Impartial course. If tbey bare boon
unable to prevent noma violations of neutrality oo tbe
part or tbe Queen's subjects, tbe cause baa been that
Great Britain la a country which la governed by dednite
laws, and is not subject to arbitrary will. But law, as
you are well aware, is enforced here, as la the United
States, by Independent courts of justice, which will not
admit agBwHsn tar proof, nor conjecture for certainty.

la the case still ponding of tbe iron clad steam rams at
Birkenhead, Mr. Seward, with bis knowledge and perspi¬
cuity of judgment, cannot rail to acknowledge that it
was necessary to show, not oaty that these vessels wore
built and equipped Par purposes of war, but also that they
wore intended for tbe ae called Confederate States.
With a view to compute the evidence oa this bead It

was material to prove that tbe iron clads were act in¬
tended for the French government, or for tbe. Pacha or
FffVPt. With respect to the French government, her
Ma.esty'. government have reoeived, upon Inquiry, as-1
bui anoee, through Earl Cowley and tbe Marquis ofCadore,
i bat the French governmant have nothing to do with the
Blrkenbead lrou-clnds.

In respect to tbe Egyptian government, it was only
oo tbe 6tb instant tbat her Majesty's government re¬
ceived a despatch from Mr. Oolquhoo, her Majeatv'a
Consul General la Egypt, which is conclusive on this
subject.

ana mflMceis. A ship or musket may be sold to <

ligerent or the other, and only ceases to be neutral wben
tbe ahlp ia owned, manned and amployad in war, and the
musket Is held by a soldier, and used for tbe purpose of
killing bis enemy. In fact, tba ship can nsvtr be ex¬
pected to decide a war or a campaign, wberaiS tbe other
things above mentioned may, by equipping a larger
army, enable the belligerent which requires toem to ob¬
tain decisive advantages in tbe war.
