It is well
known that the tloatiug stock of gold in the vici-
n.ty of Wall street las become very nearly-ex¬
hausted, and that the speculators who are now

buying ami selling imaginary sums are very desir¬
ous tL.;t additions should be made to the amount,
ard that their little cauvass bags shculd be re¬

plenished. in order that they may be able to con¬

tinue their gambling operations on a proper
basis, j'bey cannot carry above live millions if
dollais. and any kum above that amount thrown
. n he market would cause a sudden depreciation
of tbe premium. The object of the resolution, as
we unuerstand, is to reduce the price; and in order
to do so Mr. Chase must, if he receives the authori¬
ty, offci the whole of his surplus, say ten millions,
