Peru, Captain BloomQeld, from Valparaiso and inter
mediate ports, arrived in this harbor at ten P. M. ou tbe
fcHb lust. Her datoa are Valparaiso, February 2. Co-
quimbo, 8; Caldera, 4; Cobyu,6, Iqulque, 8; Arioa, ?. Islay,
. ; Pisco and Chinchas, 10; Calia -, 13, and Pa/fa, 18.
She brought the following cargo for New York81 ceroons
of berk, 38 bales of goatskins, 39 bales of .cotton and 113
hides. The news from the Southern republics ia of in-
terest, although not of any great importance. Tbey ap¬
pear to be prosperous, and are dally almost, by various
aots, bettering the oondltion of tbeir people, increasing
business, and facilitating commerce, both foreign and
coastwise. Now that peace is established once more
between Colombia and Kcaador, there will be some
obance for tbe latter country, If the apparent determina
tlon to maintain peaceful relations is carried out Tbe
proposal for o congress to assemble at Lima tor the pur
poaeor arranging matters between all tbe republics of
¦oath America, so that war between themselves will iu
(Mure become almost an impossibility, "h meeting with
much favor. Snroly such a treaty should be ma<)e, for
Iboy have much to loae and nothing to gain by endeav¬
oring to cut each others throats.

Tlie second proposition la Ihe ooe of Mr. JoehM Wad-
dugUMi.tbo estimable Engtteb merchant of Valparaiso.
This gentleman propoeoe Ibe prolongation of the canal
which bo began to oonstruet In 1844, conducting tho
water from tbo river Acouquaoa to tbe valley of Limache,
a distance or twenty Ave or thirty league*, where It re
mains id th* middle of the distanoe, paralyzed for want
of capital. Mr. Wardington now oflors tho mil
nlcipal body to termmato that undertaking, In
pursuance of a previous contract, lu torco ever
since ISfti, and promises to supply the city with one hun¬
dred thousand gallons of water dally gratis within thirty
months from the present data, if his scheme be admitted.

Iawily. tbe municipal authorities are considering a pro¬
posal .originating with an sonnymoos company, entitled
"tho Borers," which, with the asxlatance of very mode¬
rate capital, contemplates the perforation of the hills of
Valparaiso with artesian wells, and has already obtained
water in the wilderness of Quilpule, Ave or six leagues
from Valparaiso. Tbe press, tbe public and tbe authorl-
tiee are giving tbeee plans their most interested attention,
and tbe adoption of one of them, which will be between
tbe two first named, will not l>ng be delayed.

In tbe capital no loss activity has been developed, tak¬
ing into account the circumstance# of the two elites. On
tbe 22d of January the Southern Railroad Company sum¬
moned a general meeting of tbe shareholders. for tbe
purpose or obtaining a sanction for a loan of 1660,000 on

mortgage. Tbe shareholders pruaeut, who were only four
In number.through a conspicuous irregularity in Indicat¬
ing tbe hour of meeting.protested against the projiosal
of tbe directors; but the three present, possessinc a great
ma>orlty ot votes, on account or the number or their
Hhnres, resolved on its being carred into effect, Tor
which they have invited sealed proposals of from $600
upwards.

petty and the loss of several lives. This phenomena
has presented features entirely new.as, for example,
prolonged and deafening detonations and tho appearance
or a volcano hitherto unknown, whose direction is traced
at mgbt by tbo light of its abuudniit lava discharged in a

spiral rorm, and which Is believed to be situated In the
chain or mountain* bordering on Bolivia, some two bun
dred leagues rt istint from tbe valley or Copiapo. Tbe
other lamontable event to which 1 refer is the death of
Hiigadier General Don Jo#o Frtneisco Gana, formerly
Mmlstor of Stale, and Plenipotentiary at Quito in
1854 and at Madrid In 1868. tils death on.the 2d of Janu¬
ary. although considered probable for some time pest,
kas caused very great regret.

In respect lo tho foreign relations or tbe republic, the
rumors of war with Bolivia are beard no more, as the
indicia which created them have proved mere airy
nothings.

In countiy produce there has been very little move
ment. Tbe deiaaud in ge e.al has been very dull during
tho whole month, and price? b <ve still a tenancy down*
ward, with but few exceptions. Tbo transactions in our
two principal articles or export. copper and nitrate.have
been on rather a reduced scale, owiug to a temporary
scarcity induced l>y tbe unusually heavy shipments re
contly g >ue forward and in roursu or shipping, a *aic of
1.000 quintals of copper was ejected at iiT 75; but since
ibe arrival of the lsstmiH there has been a reaction,
owl g to the favorable nswn received, and sales of from
000 to 7,000 quintals have been made at $18 26, and it

is probahlo that further sales wll be ellected at tbe -auK
rate bc-tore the departure of the mail.
The scarcity of nitrate, owing to the heavy sales et-

fected recently, and which are still in course or delivery,
h is caused a rise in price, and sales hive b- en effected nf
10,000 quiutals at $1871*', And of larger quautittes, de-
liversble in March, at $1 86.
