Eketch of Colonel Dahigren.

Colonel Ulric NMahigren, the gallaot, dashing cawvalry
officer, whoso death (according to !nformation received
from rebei sources) we have this day 1o recerd, was
born in the State of Pennsylvania, and e the son of Ad-
miral Igren, the der of the fleet operaling off
Charleston. He was a young but brave officer, and
earned his colonel’s commiesion by his gallantry.

The young bero first came into notice during the pres
ent war af an aid-de-camp, baving been appointed on
May 28, 1862, to that porition from the District of Colum-
bia, with the rank of captain. He was ordered Lo report
1o General Fremoot, then st the head of the Mountain
Departmont, and wag by him assigned to the stafl of
General Rufus Saxton, then commanding a division in
that section of country. Under General Fremont Captain
Irablgren participated o the campaign vear Cross Keys,
Va., June 8, 1862. When General Fremoni was relieved
of hin ¢ d Captain Dahigren was attached to Gene-
ral Sigel's piafl, and participated In the igo of the
Army of Virginia and in the operatione in the walley be-
fors Washington.

Captain Dahigren, on November #, 1562, made & suo-
cesaful dash into the city of Fredericksburg st the head
of & small force of cavalry. He suoceeded in takiog dur.
Ing this raid a Jarger number of military prisoners than
those which comnosed his command, captured a quantity
of materiel, olothing, &e., beslider Killing and wounding
soveral rebels, Duoriog this brilliant expedition he losi
but one killed and feur missing. Goeneral figsl, in k-
ing of thie affuir, sald —*This movement was one :g the
most brilllant and daring expeditions that had boon per.
formed up 10 that time since the commencement of the
war.'  Heslao spoke highly of the soldierly and maoly
qualities of his young aid.

1883, Captain Dahlgren behaved with distingui=hed gal.
lnolry, and was severaly ded during an g i
near Hageretown, the wound eansing the amputation of

Crul's brigade, of Stanley’s
division, Fourth corps, with a fores of cavalry under
Col, Harrison, Thirty-olnth Indiana mounted |nfantry,
and Col. Boons, Twenty-eighth Kentucky mounted infan-
try, wers moved from Cleveland, Tenn., &l the same
hour, taking the Dnalton road.
