Thov came to bis house en Tuesday evening,
took every mouthful or bis small stock of provisions,
every grain of his corn, every fowl; ripped up his beds
with their sabres, and threw the leathers mto the road;
tore up every stitch ol b s children's clothing, actually
taking them off the children for tbe purpose, and broke
up his cart enter's toots before bis eyes. On Wednesday
the old man bad to go lortb to beg bread for bis children.
He is now dependent on tbe charily of the world, tne
very mplemontsoo which be relied (or a livelihood hav¬
ing been de- troyed. A heavy debt is certainly incurred,
to be liquidated when our men again virit the bursting
barns and farmhouses of Pennsylvania.

The following statement of allairs in that portion of

rebcldom situated along tbo Ogeechee river and within
the Hues of Fort McAllister.under whose guns the cele
I,rated rebel rain Nashville lay, but which they were

unable t > save frmn destruction.is given us by a former
resident or this city, a true and loyal mau, who, being at

Georgia at the breaking cut^f the rebellion, was con

scripted into tbo rebel service, In which ho served for
some two years and a ti df .

I was pursuing the peaceful pro'es^ion of a teacher io
Savannah in the first days of secession. I was then a

member of the Republican Blues, a company which vitit
ed New York some years ago. When the idea fliBt
began to be entertained that with the secession if
the State might come the necessity of arming in

earnest tbo company to which I bolonged oiiercd
tueir services to the Slate. But few reasoning
people dreamed that anything like a struggle would eu-

sue,and the most loyal in the city gave way a moment
to tho excitement of military parade and warlike display,
lust as tbq citizens of New York would on some occasiott

ol a military gala day. 1. witU lJMfefoellugs, eutered into

the excitement ot the moment JBfvolunteered for t s

months' service. But the preparations on the part of the
North to Riippross rebellion, while It inflamed the pas-
stone of those who desired separation, began t«> tell on
