TUB GINHOAT TITAN BURNED BY THE REBELS IN

PIANKATANK RIVER.
The officers of the steamer Baltimore, which arrived

hore yesterday, make a statement which sets at rest all
-doubt as to tbe fate of tbe gunboat Titan, recently cap¬
tured by tbo rebels on Cletapeske Bay. They say that
tbe Titan, in charge or a rebel raiding party, was dis¬
covered at about four o'clock on Saturday afternoon by
tbe Baltimore, slowly bugging the shore In tbe 1'ianka-
tank river; but on reaching the mouth ol
the Finakntsnk she Increased hor speed
and travelled up tbe stream. One of the Union gunboats,
the Tulip, was immediately despatched after her, but she
escaped, as tbe Tulip, on account of the shallow water,
was not able to follow her. Tbo Titan was taken to a

place called Freeport, where she was burned by the
rebels on Mouday morning, after hor machinery was

removed. The goods were received at this plase on Mon¬
day , anil some of tbe captors were about to bavo an auc-

tloa sale, but the gunboat making her appearance, tbe
goods were hastily removed inland.
Tbe officers of the Baltimore loarncd In Plankstank that

the raiders were led by Lieutenants Maxwell and Fitz
Hugh, formerly of our navy. For the same reason that
4hs Tulip was unable to overhaul tbe Titan, the boats of
4he expedition failed to ascend as lor as Freeport.
