Bow the Victory Was Won and Sow Iti
Advantage! Were Lotf.

Generals Halleek's and Meade's Official
Reports Refuted,

. To tit* Editor of tho Hermld.
lb* battle of Gettysburg ia the decisive battle of thla

war. It oot only saved tbe North from Invasion, but
turned the tide of victory In our favor. The opinion of
Europe on the failure of tho rebellion dates from this great
conflict. How essential, then, that Its real history should
be known. Up to this moment no clear narrative has ap
peared Tbe sketches ot tbe press, the reports of Gene
tals Halle. k and Meade and tbe oration of Mr. Everett
give only phases of this terrible struggle, and that not
very correctly. To Bupply this h latus 1 send you a con¬
nected and, I hope, lucid review of its main features. I
have not ventured to touch on tho thrilling Incidents and
affecting details of such a strifo, but have confined myself
to a succinct relation of its principal events and the actors
therein. My only motive is to vludicate history, do honor
to the rallen and Justice to the survivors when unfairly
tmpoacbcd.
Geeoral Metdo took command of tho Army of tho Po¬

tomac on Sunday, the 28th of Juno, at Froderlok, Mary¬
land. On Monday, as he states, the army was put In
motion, and by Tuesday night the right flank had reached
Manchoetcr and the left occupied Eoimettaburg. General
Suford's cavalry bad advanced as Tar ns Gettysburg, and
reported that the Confederate army was debouchlug from
¦tbe mouutains on tbo Cashtown road. Upon this Intel¬
ligence Gen. Reynolds was ordored to advanoo on Gettys¬
burg with the First and Elovonth corps, which he reached
oarly on tho 1st of July, and fouud Buford's cavalry al¬
ready eugnged with tho enemy.the corps of Gen. Hill.
Rapidly making bis dispositions, Gen. Reynolds Jolnod in
the conflict, and soon fell mortally woundod. The com¬
mand of tbe field then devolved on General Howard, of
the Eleventh corps, who maintained his position
till about two o'clock P. M., whon the enemy
was heavily roinforcod by the arrival or Ewell's corps.
Tho battle now ragod fearfully, between Hill's and Ewoll's
Corps on one side and the First and Elevonth corps on the
other, till about four P. M., when General Howard was

compelled to yield to the suporior numbers or tho onera y
and fail back, losing many prisoners.nearly four thou
aand.to the south side of Gettysburg. His position was

.mtneutly critical, when, to the great relief of both tho
General and our valiant troops, a division of the third
oorps, under the immediate command of General Sickles,
arrived, and the fighting for that day was at an end. It
should bo ineutlonod tbat the Tblrd corps was stationed
at Emmettsburg, by order of General Meade, with a view
toprotoct that important point; but information continu¬
ing to reach General Sickles that the First and Eleventh
oorps were in groat dangei* ho decided to assume tho

grave responsibility of moving to their relier without
orders "I.oavlng two brigades at Emmettsburg, be made a

forced march of ten miles, in spite of the heat and dust, in
three hours, and had the satisfaction to be hailed by Gen¬
era! Howard on his reaching the field with tbo flattering
phrase, "Here you are, General. ilways reiiablo, always
Orsi' a generous tribute fropa one soldier to another.
General Slocura, of the Twelfth corps, bad arrived a Bhort
time before; but his corps was then some four miles dis¬
tant. In the early part of the evening (Wednesday) a

conference of tbe leading generals took place, when some

Insisted on falling back towards Tanoytown, while others
urged tbo expediency of maintaining their present posi¬
tion as offering rare advantages for the Inevitable and
decisive contest tbat must ocour on the following day. It

appears that Gen. Meado had leeued a circular (of which
I taw several copies) on the morning of Wednesday,
July 1. to all his corps contmandors, sUting that his
advauoe had accomplished all the objects contemplated.
namely, the relief of llarrisburg and Philadelphia-and
tbat be would now desist altogether from the offensive.

General Meade broke up bt3 quarters at Taneytown, as

tie states, at eleven P. M. on Wednesday , and reached

Gettysburg at one A. M. Thursday, July 2. Eaily in the

morning he set to work examiniog tbe position of tbe

various army corps. It Is hardly true to say that he
imitated tbo oxample of all prudent commanderg on tbe

eve of a battle and made a complete survey of tbe ground
be occupied.

It was oa tUbso occasions tbat the genlna of tbe Firet
Napoleon revealod itself; for at a glance he eaw the ad¬

vantages of hie own poeition and the asaallable point of

the enemy. It seem, tbat General Bee was eomewbat
moro astute than Meade in this; for In bis report he

ctato* what ho doeinod"the moet favorable point or

bis attack.

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Fmmeltsburg road. While awaiting the expected orders
Bickles made good use of hie time In levelling all the
fences and stone walla, ao as to facilitate the movements
of bis troops and to favor the operations of the cavalry.
What, then, was the surprise of Sickles to see of a sudden
all the cavalry withdrawn, leaving his flank entirely
exposed He sent an earnest remonstrance to General
Heads, whose reply wan that he did sot intend U> with¬
draw the oavalry, and that a part ef this division
(Buford's) should be sent hack. It never returned.
Under these circumstances Buckles threw forward three
regiments of light troope as skirmishers and for ostpost
duty. Tbs critical moment had now arrived. The
enomy's movements indicated their purpose to seise the
Round top Hlil; and thla in their possession, General
Longstreet would havo had oasy work in cutting np onr
loft wing. To prevent this disaster Sickles walled no

longer tor orders from General Meade, but directed Gene¬
ral Hobart Ward's brigade sad Smith's battery (Fourth
New York) to secure that vital position, and at the
same time advancing his line of battle about three bun*
dred yar£s, ioat to hold thtcrat in hi* front, bo extended
his left, to support Ward and cover the threatened rear

of the army.
These dispositions were made la the very face of the

enemy, who were advancing in columns of attack,
and Sickles dreaded lest the oonflict should open before
his dispositions were completed. At this Juncture he
was summoned to report in person at headquarters to
attend a council of oorpe commanders. His preparations
wero of suoh moment and the attack so near that Gen.
Sickles delayed attending the council, while giving all
his attention to the carrying oat of bis orders. A socdnd
peremptory summons came from General Moade, and,
leaving his unfinished task to the active supervision or
General Blrney and General Humphreys, dickies rode olf
to tho rear to boadquarters. Before he had reached there
the sound of cannon announced that the battle bad begun.
Hastening rapidly on, be was met by General Meade at the
door of his quarters, who said .'General,! will not ask
you to dismount, the enemy are engaging your front; the
council Is over." It was an unfortunate mo¬

ment, as it proved, tor a council of war.
Sickles, patting spurs to his horso, flew back
to his command, and, finding that Graham's brigade
was not advanced as far as be desired, he was pushing
that brigade and a battery forward about a hundred
yards, when General Meade at length arrived on tho
field The following colloquy ensued, which 1 gathered
from soveral odicers present:."Are you not too much
extended, Genera)?'' said Meaae. "Can yon hold this
front?" "Yes," replied Sickles, "until more troops are

brought up: the enemy are attacking in force, and I shall
need support." General Meade then let drop some re¬

mark showing that bis mind was still wavering as to the
extent of ground covered by the Third corps. Sickles re¬

plied, "General, I havo received no orders. I have made
these dispositions to the best of my Judgment. Of course I
shall be happy to modify them according to your viows."
"No," said Meaae,"! will Bend you tho Fifth corps, and
yon may send for support from the Second oorps." "I
shall need more artillery," added Sickles. "Send for all
you want," replied Moade, "to the artillery reserve. I
will direct General Hunt to send you all you ask Tor."
The conference was then abruptly terminated by
a heavy shower of sbolls, probably directed at the
group, and General Meade rode off. Sickles recolved no

further orders that day. There Ib no doubt, I may ven¬
ture to add, that Sickles' line was too much extended for
tbo number of troops under his command; but his great
aim was to prevent the enemy getting between his flank
and the Roundtop alluded to. This was worth the risk,
In his opinion, of momentarily weakening bis lines. The
coutest now going on was of tho most Oorce and san¬

guinary description. The entire right wing of the enemy
was concentrated on the devoted Third corps; for the ob¬
ject of Lee, ac be states, was "to carry" the ground
which tickles occupied, and which both genorala evidont
ly regarded as of the highest Importance. While this
terrific combat was raging on our left Lee ordered EweU
< to attack" our right wing and Hill "to threaten" our

centre, both with the object, as he says in bis report, to
divert reinforcements from reaching our left, which, as

we have seen, Longstreet was "directed to carry." Well
may Central Meade in bis report say "tho Third corpa
sustained tbe shock most heroicallyfor tbey fought
Itko Hons, against tremendous odds, for nearly an

hour before the Fifth corps came up under Sykes,
who was immediately put In position by Geoeral Sickles
to tbe left of the Third oorps, and General Sykes was

desired to relieve Ward's brigade and Smith's battery
on tbe Roundtop, and hold the line from thence to Blr-

ncy's left (First division, Third corps). Strange to say,
this movement was not promptly carried oat, and there
was imminent danger of losing the Roundtop, for Long-
street was making desperate exertionsto"earry U." Fear,
jng this remit, S ckles sent orders to General Crawford,
of the Fifth corps, to roinrorce Ward's brigade, hut be
denllnod to move without orders from his own corps
commander, Sykes; but Captain Moore, of Sickles' staff,
at length overcame his scruples and ho reached the
disputed point Just In time to prevent its falling into the
enemy's bands. Considering onr force unequal to tbe

oxigeucy. Sickles called on the horoio troops of the Second
corps for support, and they gavo It with a will. Tho
straggle now became deadly. The columns of long
streot chargod with reckless fury upon our troops; but

tbey were xnet with a valor and stern fortitude that de-
nod their utmost efforts. An alarming Inc.dent, howeve^
occurred. Barnes' division, or the Fifth corps, sud¬

denly gave way; and Sickles, seeing this, put a

battery in position to check the enemy If he
broke through this gap on our front, and General
Blrney was sent to order Barnes back into line. "No,"
be said; "Impossible. It is too hot. My men cannot
stand It." Remonstrance was unavailing, and Sickles
despatched his aids,to bring up any troops they met to
fill this blank. Major Tremalne, of his staff, fell In with
General Zook, at tho head of bis brigade (Second corps),
and this gallant officer instantly volunteered to take
Barnes' place. When they reached the ground Barnes'
disordered troops Impeded tbe advance ef the brigade.
"If you can'tget out of the way," cried Zook, "lie down
and I will march over yoo." Barnes ordered his men toj
1 e down, and thechlvalrtc Zook and his splendid brigade,
under tbe personal direction of General Blrney, did march
over them and right Into tbe breach. Aiasl poor Zook
¦eon fell, mortally wounded, and hair of his brigade per¬
ished with him: ft waa about this time.near aeven P.
M..that Sickles was struck by a cannon ball that tors off
his right leg, and be was borne from the field.

It was now pretty clear that General Meade
had awakened to tho fact which he treated
with such indifference when pressed on him by
Sickle* la tb* morning.that onr left was th* assailable

point, if not the key to our position; for he began to

poor In roinforcemonta whoae pretence in the beginning
of th* action would bay* saved thousands of liven.
"Peroeivlog grant exertions on the part of tbe enemy,"
says Meade's report, "th# Sixth corpa (Sedgwick's) and
part of th* Flrnt oorpa (Newton's), Lockwood'a Maryland
brigade, together with dotaebmegtf frflh fhe Second
oorpa, were all brought up at different periods, and
succeeded, together with the gallant resistance of the
Fifth oorps, in obecking and Anally repulsing tbe assault
of tbe enemy, wbe retired in confusion end disorder
about sunset, and oeased any further efforts." if this
remarkable concentration of troops was neccanary, at
last, to aavo the left or our army. It Is almost incredible
that the single corps of General Sickles waa able to
withstand tbs Impetuous suet of Lou gatreet'g legions
for nearly an hour before any succor reached It.
On Friday, July I, the enemy renewed their elferta to

oarry out tbo orlgloal design of Lee by overthrowing
our left wlog, and Longstreet waa reinforced by Plcketta'
three brigadea, and further supported by one

division and two brigades from llll'a corpa.
la addition to this heavy mass of Infantry the entire

artillery of the rebel army was ooneautratad against our

loft. After his oversight of th# day before It may ba

supposed that General Meade was better prepared to do
fend hia left, and had made adequate preparations.
About one P. M. the enemy opened a furious cannonade
upon our left and left oentre, which continued sosne two

hours, with occasional response# from us. At about
three P.M. tbe enomy moved forward la column, .and
onoe more essayed to carry our position on the left, ft
waa during this conflict that General nancock, com¬

mander of the Second corps, a gallant soldier and accom¬

plished officer, was wounded by a mnskot ball and obliged
to retire. He contributed greatly bv his enorgy and
valor to the sucoess of tne day. Meanwhile our artillery
opened with vigor and Inflicted great damage. After a

severe and prolonged struggle tbe enemy at length fell
back and abandoned tbe contest. "Owing to tbe strength
of tbe onemy's position,'' says Lee's report, "and the
reduction of onr ammunition, a renewal of the engage
mnnt could not bo hasarded." Honce It Is plain tbat our

good fortune In preserving our position on tho left ga r

ua tho victory at Gettysburg; and yet General Mea'e,
not having sufficiently examined tbe ground before tbe
battle, disregarded the repeated warnings of that sa

garious officer, General sickles, as well as tbe report
of bis own Chief of Artillery, General Hunt, who concur¬
red in all the suggestion* of the oommander of the Third
corps, without wetting to do injustice to0Wal Meads,

U must bo admitted that his report of this great battle
U o( suob variance wltb oil the statements which have
appeared In tbo proao, tbnt It la duo not only to,history,
but to tbe Indomitable prowess of our boroio army, thst
every fact auataiaod by oonourroat testimony abould bo
given m order to folly establtata tbe trutb. I reserve
for any oultablo occasion abundant documentary evi¬
dence to support tbo facta furnished.
On Saturday, July 4, both armies continued to

face each other during the entire day, without either
manifesting a disposition to attaok. "The enemy," say»
Meade, "drew back his left Sank, but main

his position in front of our left," as If
always oonsclous that our vulnerable point was

there, and they were loth to retire from U. On the
night of the 4th Lee, finding his ammunition exhausted
and his subsistence Imperilled, decided to withdraw, and
he began bis retreat towards Wllliamsport, wltb four
thousand of our prisoners and all his immense trains. On
the morning of the 6th this event became known, and
General Meade dospatched tba Sixth oorpa in pursuit,
togatber with some squadrons of cavalry. "The 6th and
6th of July wars employed," says Meade'e report, "In
succoring the wounded end burying the dead. the
enemy made good use of ell this precious time in pushing
on towards Wllliamsport u rapidly as possible; and It
was fortunate for them that detachments were not de¬
tailed for those solemn and affecting duties and that our
whole army wae not Inunohed In prompt and eager pursuit.
Thsy were burdened by heavy tralnn filled with plunder,
without ammunition, and wofully demoralised. lied
the half or our army, flushed with suc¬

cess, fallen on them In flank or rear, or any¬
where or anyhow, General Lee might have got
acrose the Potomac, but his army never. "The tralue,
wltb tbe wounded and prlaonern," eaya Lee'e report,
"wore oompelled to await at Wllliamsport (about the
8th of July; the eubeldlng of the rlvor and the oonstruc-
Uon of boate. see The enemy had not yet made
hie appearance." The rebel army must have trembled
with anxiety lent the dreaded Yankeee should heave In
elgnt before they could escape over the swollen Potomac,
which Providence seamed to have destined as the place
of their surrender. It wae not till the 12th or July that
our army, too long delayed, oamo up; but, unfortunately,
tbe enemy had nearly Onlshed their preparations for
flight. "An attack," aaye Lad, "was awaited during
that and the succeffillng day. This did not take place,
though the two armies were In close proximity." Why
it did not take place tbe country has never yot under;
stood. General Meade In his report gives no explana¬
tion. The press of tbe day stated that General "Meade
again held counolls of war at this supreme moment,
and that several of his generals opposed falling
on tha crippled enemy. All we know
Is that Lee, having completed his preparations,
slipped quietly over the river on tbe morning of the 14th.
"The crossing was not completed until one P. M., eaya
Lee, "when the bridge was removed. The enemy of¬
fered no serious interruption,and the movement wae at¬
tended with no lose of mueriel except a few disabled
wagons and two pieces or artillery, which the horses
were unable to drag through the deep mud." It eoema
that General Meade and the recalcitrant members of the
council of war finally made up their minds to attack.
"But on advancing on the morning of the 14th," reports
General Meade, "It was ascertained be (the enemy) had
retired the night previous by tne bridge at Falling Wa
ten and the ford at Wllliamsport."

In striking confirmation of the eketoh now given of this
Important battle It may be Interesting to quote a fow
brief extracts from the diary oT a British officer who was
a guest of General Lee during the campaign In Penneyl-
v&nia, and whloh was published In Blackwood's Magazine
in September last. The writer was an sye.wttneas of tha
battle of Gettysburg, and the hearty praise he lavlshos
upon the Confederate troops and tneir generals shows
that all his sympathies wore with the South, and he
takes no pains to conceal his prejudices against the
North. Speaking of the moment when the columns
of Longatraet had been finally repulsed by our left
on Friday afternoon, July 3, ho eaye."It Is difficult
to exaggerate the orltloal state of affaire as they ap¬
peared about this time. If the enemy or hit General had
thoion any en'erprfse, there it no taping what might havt
happened. General Longstreet talked to me," he nar¬

rates, "for a long Ume about the battle. The General
said the mistake Lee had made was In not concentrat¬
ing the army more and making the attack with 30,000 men
instead of 16,000. It is impossible to avoid seeing,'
adds the English officer, "that the cause of this check to

tbe Confederates Ilea In their utter contempt for the
enemy." He continue.:-"Wagons, horses, mules and

Avxmanition hi *«.< have,
as he had failed to capture it from the enemy according^
to precedent. Our progress," be continues, "was natu¬

rally very slow Indeed, and we took eight houre to go
as many miles."

1 will close the3e extracts with tho following graphic
skotch of a "stampede" which occurred on Monday,
July 6, about seven P. M., and which demonstrates most

unequivocally the utter demoralization of the Confederate

""About seven P. M.," the writer states, "we rode

through Ifagorstown. in the streets of which were

several dead horses and a few dead men. After

proceeding about a mile beyond tho town we halted,
and General Longstreet sent four cavalrymen up a

lane, with directions to report overything they saw. w e

then dismounted and lay down. About teD rolnutea later

(being nearly dark) we heard a sudden r»ab-i penlc-
aud then a regular stampede commenced, in tbe midst or

which I descried our four oavalry heroes crossing a field
as raat as thay could gallop. All was now completo con-

fusion-officers mounting their horses and pursuing those
wnich bad got loose, and soldiers climbing over fences

for protection against Urn suppoeed advancing Yankees.
In tho midst of the din I heard an artillery officer shout
log to bis cannonnlers to gland by him and pUnt tha
guns to a proper position for enfilading th# lat>e l also
distinguished Longstreet walking about, buelled by tho
excited crowd, and remarking, 1> aggry tones, which
could scarcely he heard, and to whloh no attention waa
paid,'Now,you don't know what It Is.you don't kaow
what It In.' While the rew end oonfuskm were at their
height tha abject of all this alarm at length emerged
from the dark lane, hi the shape of e domestic four-
whseted carriage, with a harmless load ef females. Ihe
stampede had, however, spread, increased in the rear,
and caused much harm and delay."

It is to be hopedtbet the show narrative wW ttra-
fgrded as dispassionate, ae H is Ikeem te be issparttal.
Boms slight errors ssay have crept in; but this may
possibly stimulate others to oome forward with a rectifi¬
cation. Had General Meads bean mora copious in his
report and less reserved sg^to bis own Important sets,
tho necessity for this oommunlcetk* would not hevo
existed.

damage, when she lowered her colors (English ensign)
nnd rounded to towards us.

Two armed boats wero sent, in charge of Acting En¬

signs George Lamb and Win K, Chase, to board and take
possession of her.

George Thompson at JPiymontlx Church.
George Thompson, the English abolitionist, who has re

cently come across the ocean to rraternlze with Henry
Ward Beecher and other kindred spirits of abolitionism,
held forth last evening at Plymouth church, Brooklyn, be¬
fore a large audience, on lila darling theme. Previous to
the commencement of the lecture a musical concert was

General Duryea presided, end
opened the proceedings in a few remarks, in whiob be in-
troduced Mr. Beecher, who Introduced Mr. Thompson to
the audience.
Tbe speaker, having received tbe applause of tbe au-

dienoe, commenced by obi-ervmg that be began to feel bo
was quite unequal to the duly of stunding before an au¬
dience like that, as he had become embarrassed before
he rose by the kind things that} bad been eaid
respecting him. Ilia life bad been one of conflict
from its earliest period at a public nana, until he
returned to these shores about a month ago. Lot them
not suppose that be came here to receive tbse murks
ef their rea|>eot and gratitude lor any humble service
which he had attempted to render to this country in her
hour of trial and of agony. No; U was another object al
together that hod brought him Thoro was no year
during the lost thirty yoarr that he had not been ta king
about America In England, save when be was abseui
from that country.
