following communication Is from Dr. D. F. Nestell,
surgeon of the late United stales steamer Clifton:.

February 20,1864.
In behalf or somefonr hundred officers, men aud prfc

vates, whom I left prisoners of war at Camp Ford, neat

Tyler, Smith county, Texas, and tholr famllloe resident
In tbe North, permit me to detail, briefly, the par¬
ticulars incident to our capture, and treatment among
the rebels, and my career subsequent to my release, com¬
mencing with a few preliminary remarks touching the
action atSabins Pass, Texas, September 8,1803.
The United States steamers Clliton unf Sachem, In con¬

junct ton with General Fra- kiln's forces, having arrived
at the Sabine on the 7th of September, It was agreed be-
tweeu the officers commanding tbo army and naval forces
that an attack on tbe rebel strong works should take
place on the following day (8tb), when tbo troops were
tn land at an accessible point Immediately on Us com¬
mencement by the vossbcIs.
At nhout tbrco o'clock P. M. the next day tbe ball wag

opened. Under a full bead of steam, with the view to pass
tbe fort and batterios so as to secure the rebel Blea-nors
lying above, tbe Clifton and Sachem, In the most unac¬

countable manner ran hard aground.(he former iu the
Texas channel and tbe Utter in tbe Louisiana channel.
from which unpleasant predicament it was found impossi¬
ble to extricate them, and tbo six guns (twenty-lour pound¬
ers) of the fort opened a most destructive Are, at a dis¬
tance of not more than tbreo hundred yards. Notwith¬
standing that death 6eetncd the inevitable fate of all on
board tho two vossota, they fought with a desperation
seldom witnessed.tho Clifton being uttorly umble to
bring any but ber bow gun to bear upon the fort, tbe
Sachem receiving a shot in hor boiler, scalding nearly
every one in its vicinity. This fact, with tho Clifton's
inability to prolong an unequal contest aloro, with but-
one available gun.tbe broadside guns being ren¬
dered useless, owing to ber 1mm vable position
In tbo implacable mu'.Together with tho non-oo-

operation of tho troops agree ibly to the arrangement,
determined Captain Crocker, commanding the fleet, to
surrender.

It was shown that had tbe troops, even afterwards,
comply d with tho arrangement entered into with tbo
vessels, they could easily have redeemed tho ailair and
captured tho fort aud tbe town. As it was, but forty
men, stationed In tbo fort, enpturod tbe vessels, whilo
there were lees than two hundred men to defend the fort
«Ld tbo town against the thousands of our owu soldiers
lying Pile within their viow.

It was not until all tho prisoners wore transferred to
the rebel steamers that the extent of damage to tbo two
vessels was known. There being no surgeon on tho
Sachem, mo wounded of both vessels woro placed under
my cbargo. llow much tbey suiierod during n tedious
journey to Beaumout tin tongue may describe. Not &
drop of anything stimulating.so necessary to thorn-
could bo obtained, tieuco tbey remuined In a e'ato of
uaiiial inson.-ibility uutll tholr further transfer to tho
hospital at that placo
The next morning the surviving officers and moo wero

convt-yci by railroad lo SoustoD, while I remained with
tbe wouuped. During my stay bore (soino ten d.iye) I
was the guest of I>r Igicbart. the accomplished and hu¬
mane surgeon of tbo post, during which time I was fortu¬
nate enough to emoy social Interviews with the rebel
chieftains Magruder and Scurry, the genticmeu composing
their -tall'and numerous private citi/.eus, who eMeodcd
to me the courtesy uud respect Incident only to good
breeding and education.
On the llitb of September, most of tbe woundod having

recovered, I loft for Houston, where I waa ignomlniousty
coudord with "tbe other Yanks." as the Assistant 1'ro-
voei Mar-hat oatied tie. and under the strictest guard.
Here we were the recipients O' much gross Indignity from
promiscuous visitors oi bothsexes. some of too " low Uuug"
endeavored to render < ur situation Rtlll more miserable
with their venom, which only made U3 .-smile with such
moaning" (!).painfully enligh oiling us as to their mo¬
rale.the spirit ot patriotism, of justice aud truth chmrao-
ten/ing the wretch-*.tho most bitter and Insane In
sentiment again.-1 the government North possible to
conceive Nevertheless I cannot speak tu terms too
laudatory of the many acts or kindness I experienced at
the hands ot private individual, lira. Kiddel and Moody
also.bcjides lurnisbiug me with comfortable blankets,
mattress and cot, exerted their best influence with tbe
"inexorabto Dutchman." the Provost Marshal, for the-
obtainmen t of my release, on tho ground that surgeons
on both sides were not held prisoners el war, but in
vain It ts w.th gratitude that 1 take this opportunity
to express my resound th .nks tnereior.
On tbe ith" of ocu ber we all left Houston fort amp

Groco by the care, where we arrive I that evening.
Thorn we found some of tbe officers of tbe Harriet I,sue,
Morning Light, of the Forty-second Massachusetts Volun¬
teers and other regiment?, living in barracks made
toiorable only through their itrgcuuity and months of
labor; and at ten I*. M. wc retired, felicitating our¬
selves that we should be no more disturbed until
finally reiex-oJ. Hut ul.s! in about an hour tne order
came from 'vmo coarse throat tu "turn out,'' and turn
nut we did. n t knowiug what was to be tho r esult ot the
most singular procedure. Taking up our march, wiuU
our bcddtiig uud other eliects ou our backs, in a few min¬
utes wo wore incontinently thrust into o neighboring
..shebang,'' unspeakably ill:by, where tbo "rats and
other vi rutin did bold revel." i mping about in the
solemn Oarknuss till a chorea sp t whereon to lodge o»uhl
be to: ud, each brought himself to an anchor, waiting,
like Mxcuwher, for "something to turn up" ameliorating
to orr c nditu n.
ihe uMirnlhg brought, one .Captain Ivans at the door,

who apologi cd 'or our reception the previous night, giv¬
ing ns a rifeisjD that, lire LOlonel I' lninai diog (i-.iylos)
being alurot, our treatmeut whs unavoidable as ho was
com I vi ed to dbqm-e of us in the m luncr he did, lor
which e declared his unqualified disapproval, promising
us nu.ob to.ter necoimnoduf t>s when the Colonel return.
O'i. Ac.
However, we were not otherwise entertained. Another

week brought a now coiumiunsnt of Re post.Colonel
Ba.uos, vice Colonel Saylee.trom whom we received
very many favors tending to mitigate the horrors of our
situation. alsolromlaptaiuKt.insai.il others connected
writ tbe e..mp we received much kuidnrss.
Maoy weeks passed away, during which almost dally

rumors relating in our o-cU .iige came to our expectant
ea t, the which no often proving false, tended to the
further depression >>: our -'pirtis, nil at lasi tbo news did
come that we were to bo orou-ii aud sent on to bhrevo-
port.Li. Accordingly the men and privalos, with Pr.
Hhulg, of tho Moruiug Light, and I'symastcr .-dtntu.ns, of
the Clifton, wre seut on in advance, and on tbe lltb of
Iiecetr.ber nil theoffleore commerced a most tedious march
on loot, one hundred and ninety miles, by another route.
Wlille on tbe way, one of tbo guard which accompanied
us, did mc the honor of iteaiiog All my silver, consisting
ot napkin ilng, spoons and fores, tny gluvee, conarx, a
lew private letters and the buttons belonging to my dress
uniform co <t, cutting them out therefrom, cloth and all.
Of course, much indignation was manl:ested, but I pro¬
tested against any suspicion being atlnchod to any on*
for policy sake, although I knew well the tbier who bad
uederukco this little joke while I was asleep in my tent.
On the ltd (our twelfth day m route) we baited at ( amp
Ford, near Tyler. Here, t« our surprise, we wore thrust
leto tinny log cabins, built by the prisoners previously
oenflued here, some of which wo found were still occu¬
pied by certain on,errs of Conn ctlcut, Indiana, Iowa and
New T ork regiments captured at Lrssbear City, I nnaid-
souTitle, Isiiourcbe, Thibodoaux, Hay.u Hunan and the
lord cbe.
Colonol Allen, commanding poet at Camp Ford, behaved

towards ua with much humanity, assuring us that our
food was "just as ho gave his own soldiers," widen wag
Indeed lbs tact, and widen was both scanty and poor.
Hue state ot things, however, was much alleviated by
.ur ability lo purchase, at exorbitant price-, many Hllie
thing,- without the cruel et-ckade which enclosed us.
our sojourn here was exceedingly disagreeable tn mora

respects than one. Again runiors, almost dally, wero
rile that we were soon to be exchanged or paroled And
we were under the Impression that the men who had pre¬
ceded us were by this time sent wlthlo our lim e; but
these, like those that haunted us at < amp Oroce, proved
to be merely ..jokes frem without."
