The coming of this state
ef thing? cannot now he very well averted, and we need
ao stronger or mure convincing evidence that such are

the results of over ssnoe of paper money than has been
exhibited in the progress and workings of the financial
pultcy of the rote, government. Plenty of money In the
ennntry. and its easy acquirement, may be regarded as
a veiy pleating and satisfactory condition of aflairs; bu
It is a delusion which sooner or later will be made appn
rent by ihe revulsion which is sure to succeed We
have daily proof that our Secretary of the Treasury
Is following Eiep by step the read that the
rebel Secretary Mcmir.mger has travelled, and unless
scene other *yt tern is adopted two or three years hence
Will rind our green back Treasury notes nearly on a par in
value with the rebel issues, or perhaps worth only fifteen
or tweuty cents on a dollar. We can be saved from this
extreme, and it is ,n the power, as it is the duty,of Secre-
lory Cbaso and the present Congress to save us from
driitaig into such a humiliating condition. Tbo people
know that unless a change cf policy is adopted the fate of
the Pet ri Eranccs will become ours. To avert it they
have demauiicd an enlarged syrtem of taxation, ro-

gurdie-s of the wishes of whiskey speculators
and fortcDc ranking manufacturers. They know that
the or.iy remedy lies in the adoption of such a policy, and
Senator Wilson, of Massachusetts, in his defence of the
amended grid res: lutioo on Friday last, struck the right
chord when be said the people are better able now to

pay an increased revenue than they will be at any future
time and he might have added, far more willing. The
present session of Congress should not close without pro
riding solie meats for increasing the revenue, id order
to cneei the government liabilities. The Philadelphia
oommerciul paper says .

It is new well ustemmed that the expenses of the war
and the wants of the government will require, in addi¬
tion to raenc? !rom other sources, that th* internal taxes
snail yield fully $200,000,000 !or the next fiscal year,
which, with tbe other revenues of the government, it is
estimated wi.i pay for the war as it goee, meet intereet,
and establish a Sinking fund, which is also recognized as
¦ necessity. Congress must do something to provide for
the government excuses, to sustain tbe puohc credit, to
eave us from ultimate repudiation, and to protect com¬
merce from that paralysisof distrust that is now seizing
on every deiartment ef tbe mercantile public.
