TO THE EDITOR OF THE HERALD.

The article of * Historicus,” on the baitle of Getiys
burg, in the Herarp of the 12th instant, clogee by saying,
“Some alight errors may have crept In; bus this may
possibly stimulate others to come forward with a rec-
tification.’* It I8 hoped, dherefore, ihas the following
shord *rectification’ may find a place In your columaos.

The first stitement of *‘Historicus” to which I give
my sttention is the Indirect assortion that tho arrival
of the Third division of the Third corps, about lour

o'clock in the afternoon, on the fisld, put an end to the

conflict on the 1stof July and reileved the First and
Eloventh corps from fmmineot perll, * The facts are that
there was no fighting, save light skirmishing, after thres
o'clock In the afternoon, and that Geperal Sickles’ com-
mand did not make itg appearance till nearly six o'clogk.
Oue division of the Twellth .corps, under General Geary,
which *[listoricus™ says was four milea io Lhe rear of
the Lattle fleld, bad already been placed by Goneral Han-
cock In or near the position takeo up by the Third corps
on it arrival. 1 may remark here that *Historicus®
studiously avolds mentioning General Haocook’s name
in bis %ccoust of the operntions of Joly 1—a
very sirange mistake for an  “eye wiltnesa."
When Gooeral Sicklea arrived at Gettysburg Genoral
Howard was not the commanding officer, and bad not
been for soma time. e was frsl supereeded by Gonoral
Honooek, by wirtue of the written order of Geueral
Meade, and afterwards by tho arrivdl of Geperal Slocum,
bis superior lp rank.
