9yl<-e*ter Deedi, quartermaster 's sergeant. First M. 9.
M. battery, charged with murder, has recently been on
trial at JePerson City, liefore a general court martial con¬
vened by Special Orders No. 32, headquarters District of
Missouri

The court found the accused "not guilty" as charged,
but guilty ef murder In tbe second degree, and sentenced
blm to be dishonorably discharged fioin the service, and
to be om fined at hard labor for ten years

This finding and sentence havo been set aside by the
Judge Advocate ot tho district, Capt. A 1*. tonkiin.for
the reason that one or the dele dant's wimesse< was ex
eluded on the ground of being a person of color. In tbe
decisis Capt Conklin Is, wa loam, fu ly sustained by
Major Oiiod, tbe Judge Advocate at tbe department head¬
quarters.

The excluding ot tbe tc»tiu.ouy ot this witness
throw a doubt over thp wi oio proceed n»s In this ca e,
and tho prisoner is entitled to tbe bonotit of thai doubt.
H Is impossible to apt ro e proccedl> gs unlets it clear ly
appears from the record tail the pris. nor imd a ratr trial,
and every opportunity allowed bun to miike a lull ami
legitimate dc ouse The prisoi ot will bo released from
coollueraeut and arrest and lelurned to duty.

Mr Owen Lovjoy,oneof Iho leading apostlo.s of tlio ault-

.iaveiy doctrine, died between eloven and twelve o'Ci ck

on Friday nignl last, at the house of Mr. Kiy, llonry
strci l, .-"onto Krooktyn. The deoa^ed was, at the lime

of bt* death, tii« member of Congress from the Mith Cou'

gressn uni district of II.e 1-Ute of Hiiuois. For mmy
mouth* past Mr. l>ove|(']r bad nut enjoyed goi d hea th,
but on the 1Mb ol the present month be waa wolt ouough
to ui.dortake ibe journey trom the nattontl c.ijiilai to

this oily liveu alter that time h* waa out of down anil

sb >wed ew symptoms of the rapid decline or bis hysical
nature which ti-ruituated la bin diitib. Too di..rase of

wbicti he d.ud was an affection of tbo liver and kidneys.
In bis aicLuua* he waa constantly attended by bis wl.o
and d .uglier until the moment ot bi* demise.

Tbis icmarkilne man waa bora in tbe town of Albtoo,
Kraut bt-c county, Mo., In ibe year 1811. lie was there
fore lifty Hirer yeais old whoti lie dlod.

Aitor completing bis
eighteenth >cur Mr. Lovejoy speut a short period lo au

oojdrmy, ai d «uerwards be went lo Rowdoin College.
Here be bocame not only a pupil, but a taacber, and thus

by Impaning kuuwiet!ge to otuers earned tbe mean* of

passing tbrcuf-b ci>l.e*0 himself.

Tbe mtirde
of his brother seemed to change his whom nature, or, to
speak iiurocoirtHtly, i«rtiaps theocourrwice seemed to
rou.se uil tbo liery elements of bis iutcilect aud
array iheni In eternal and uncompromising bortilry
to tbe pro slavery Idea. Alter be bud written
and pehliniiod a biography of his murdeied
brotner he itMiioveil to 1'riiicuton, which sinco then be¬
came the pi re ol' hla m>-t permanent earthly abode
Ibare he b>c me Ibe pastor of n church, and was soon
notorious lor bis uncompromising and luccssaut aboiitrm
uttering*. I'or those discourses be was irequently ar¬
rested. and was sometimes charged with "foodlug,
co hiugaliilc in ortit.g" ai c-ficd fugitives from slavery
He ote the rourt on tbeso occasions he was always hit
own advocate. Always at the cl so of those cases Mr.
Loveji y look ceasi n lo announco to the court, and all
assembled in it, wb?re and whoa bin next auti slavory ad¬
dress »< uld be delivered.
Thus he continued to labnr till 1S54, whea he was

elected lo the lato legislature ol Illinois, whore be voted
for Abraham Lincoln ks bis llrst choice for I'nitod States
Sonator. In his political career his zeal m the interests
of Ins party was soon reeoguized, and from the .Slate
Legislature ibo i ote ul the people elevated bnu to Coo
gioss in the m morablo year 186G. I1U majority on this
ceaslou In bis district was about ono thousand votoa. In
IH5» be was re elected lo C'ougresa, aud on thti second
occasion tits majority bud increased trom one thousand lo
twelve thousand.

Mr. l/.voj y's carcer In CcngresiB i» familiar to most
readers. Iln philippic^ against slavery, including bis
s; eech on tbe "B.irbarl.sna vf Slavery und tbe Theory of
Property in Mao," fcltll resouud lu tbo oars or the nuliou
and tbe world. Among the tunny t'ery orators of Oon
gross in that Uery i e iod preceding Ibe withdrawal of tbo
Southern roerub 'is from Congress Owen Lovejoy was,
porhaps, one of tbe at !t . nitueul

It wLl be remembered by many bow he was Interrupt
ed in his speech by Kogar A Pryor.ol Virginia, when
.speaking in congress, shortly alter the elecliou vf Ueoaral
liaok-s as Speaker of the liotise of Repreeentatives I ryor
denounced bis luncuagc sa'-traeb," and Raid he wanted
to bear no more of it. Mr. Lonftjey retorted bys iyiug
the House had bv-eu listening lo the "trash" of I lie demo,
cratic members lor six weeks, and it wab uow his turn.
Ibis incident resulted in tbe famous Potior and Cryor

It will be remomberod, perhap3, by Bono that It was
Mr Lovo.oy who intr dticed tbe resolution* in Congress
abolishing slavery In tbe District of Columbia.

Like other men, there are anecdotes rotated of Mr.
lAvejoy <me of these is that ho kept the fleetest horsed,
in the country, and thai these were used in -wnyhig'
fugitive s ates lo Canada. Ooce ho waa accused o. b Ing
president o toe imic grouod Railroad. He replied th*t
be was not its presuleut. but be was Us conductor. It ts
also re[Hirted < f him that wheu spe.tking on slavery be
would clei.ch his list at the SoutUtru members, and Unit
lie Ica'iiod this trim bis mother, who. In teaching
her children Hie ub iltiou doctrine, would clench her list
aud gesticulate to impress it upon them.
Mr lAveoy ha<l the reputation of U"!oj a man or c*-

traordinary el <itt«;ire. It was suld of him that "he wit'
di cidouly the anit slavery mau o( the American forum
aud also'ibai he was "more tierce than .luliau." Ho had
also a ret<uiaii'in 'or courage and industry.
The person il appe .rance of On en Lovejoy wai more that

of a r .stlc than a lesislulor. He w >s tall and fioweriiilly
buili He bad a large, well made bead, a broad, genta
counten<*noe, aud a sharp eye. His bands were rough
and large, and his limbs were lo keeping with bis Irame.
Owen Lovejoy will be memorable as ono of themist

fiery speakers on the abolition side of the great national
question which preceded the opening of tbe rebellion.

Math las W Uooderson, a well lco«wa citizen, died yea

torday morning, at his residence and place of business, (he
'.Park House Junior," next door to French's Hotel. Ilr.
Goodergon fell a victim to that now very prevalent
disease, typhoid fs\er, after a few day*' illness There
bad been no fears of hia death entertained by hi* nu¬

merous frlet ds up to what proved to be the brief hours
oi bis dissolution. Although prostrated upou a bed of
sickness, to other feeling than one of perfect confidence
in tbe vl, or of the man to overcome the attack was

entertained, and It w«3 wltb proportionate surprise and
grief that trlends learned of bis untimely end. Mr. liood-
