This booth is designed to exhibit the shields belonging

to the corporations of boot and shoe makers of the Middle
Ages and various ino'toes relating to tbe trade sod its
protecting saints. On two pillars at the sides are hang
eight shields, of various colors, belonging to different eom
pan I es, whose names are lnv-ibert upon thsm. These
pillars support a pediment in five points.a background of
blue with a border of red.oach point having crockets
and a fenial.white "flowers on a grsen ground. On the
red border is inscribed"Solssons, A. D. 287, St. Cris¬
pin, St. Crispifin, Shoemaker Martyrs."

It was atSoissons, at the time stated in the above In¬
scription, that these saints suffered martyrdom at the
hands of Rectus Varius, the Roman Governor, for teach¬
ing Christianity to the Gauls. They supported themsolves
by making shoes, which they sold far a mere pl'tance to
the poor, working at night and teaching in the daytime.
On the centre point of the pediment is a picture drawn

by Mr T. C. Zanes, from an old baaner representing the
good s-alnts at their work. On either side are shields
bearing the Insignia of various companies. The shield on
a Mue ground at the right Is the one presented by Louis
XIV. to his bootmaker, Nicholas Lestage, for his wonder.
Cut invention of a boot without a seam. Beneath the
pediment, on the frieze, are tbe names of four famous
shoemakors.Jacob Boehman, Hat s Sachs, George Fox
and Koger Sherman. Fox was the founder of the sect of
yoakers. and Koger Sherman signed the Declaration of
Independence. Kotow the frieze bangs a tablet bearing
tbe follow log motto, from Sliakspero's Henry V.

"And (>lspiB,Crispian shall ne'er go by.
From this day to tbe ending of the world,
But we in tt shall be remembered "

This booth nas probably coat as little as any In tbe
Fair, and reflects tho highest credit on the ingenuity of
the lady who originated the design and who madi; alftli«5
resear< has ueceseary to its perfection.
Those who bare hitherto looko i upon the bamble occu¬

pation of shoemaking as sunethinn tinworthy the notioe
or great men will see from the above that at a very early
period of the world's history the profrssors of this craft
ovupied a prominent position as teachers of the truth*
of Christianity: and one of oor highly respectable re¬
ligious sect* w<t« founded by a member of this now con¬
sidered humble cratt. Later still. Sherman, whose name
occiiple* a prominent position on that glorious scroll
which,eighty-eight yearn ago, announced to the world the
declaiation of American independence, was proud to he
numbered among the members of that respectable
sailing.
Sow that tbe question has been settled with regard to

tbe historical fame of shoemakers, and that henceforth
they must be admitted to an equalltv witb tbe members
of other and more pretentious nn>le*slons, let us turn our
attention to the articles to bo sold from this modern
temple of Crispin:.
Every conceivable style of ladies' and gentlemen's

boots, shoes and slii pers, manufacture* out of tbo most
costly materials.the workmanship of which would
delight tbo good St. Crispin himself wore he still in
the ilofb.are to be sold to visitors who may wish to pur¬
chase them. The Isdies In whose charge this depart¬
ment ha. been placed are determined not to be outdone
by tbe ladies of any other of tbe various stands in the
Fair The goods have been contributed by the various
boot and shoe establishments of the city, many of the
articles being expressly manufactured for this groat ex¬
hibition of art.

A canopy of flags and banners over rorty feet bigb is
erected over the stall, and in the centre Is raised a shield
of glittering swords and bayonets resting on drums, and
burnished canteens. Tbe central piece is supported on
either side by the flags and arms of Missouri and
Louisiana.tbe arms of Vermont taking the centre
place. The specimens of stuffed animals are of the most
perfect that we have ever seen. Some of the antlers ex¬
hibited are tba largest ever seen In America. In tba Im¬
mediate rear of the stall, and below tha canupy, on a
raised pedestal, Is a magnificent Illustration of taxidermic
skill. This represents a stag in the aetloa of flight, with
a tiger fastened open its (Idea and ita teeth In the fugi¬
tives throat. Tha representation la as perfect as skill can
make it, and It will attract much deserved attention.
Plentiful draughts of soda water are prepared at thia
stand to slake tbe thirst of tba thirsty wbo may ebooaa
to partake of tbe cooling beverage of tba fountains.

Staten Island*
stand N*. 13.

Tba rceldcnts of Staten Island have a little of every¬
thing on stand No. 13. Prominent among the ornaments
is a miniature full rigged eblp, from the Sailors' Snug
Harbor. The old tars have performed the work with the
most mtniite care; every detail is perfect; and they bare
sent it to the Fair to be disposed of as the managers see
fit. Another article worthy of mention is a South Ameri¬
can hammock, wht'-h the native* have beautifully em
broidered with flowers, having taken for tbeir pattern the
varied floral beauties of thair own tropical clime. The
ladles have contributed many beautiful articles of needle
work, the frail of miich care and labor. Fir cone*
abound on the island, and busy (lagers have collected
seme hundreds or the finest, and afterwards worked tb*m
up into baskets, picture frames and otber articles equally
beautiful. An embroidered mat, fsom Bremen, with a
skin in the centre, is worthy of particular notice.

The restaurant is it the Mst end of the building, and
o:tends from Fourteenth to Fifteenth ctrMt. It Is two
nl'ric in height, and is a.new and wry substantial Irame
btiiding. On the committee miking application to tbe
fd-tnir owner of tbe ground to hire it for thi« purpose.
Hey mei with a curt refusal. One oT tbelr number (who
isthe owner of one of a line of steamships) Immediately
ofered to purchase It. A bargain was struck, and tbe
puperty chaaged owners, when It was at once loaned to
tte committee and tbe present building erected. The
dining rooms are two la number, an upper and a

lower room, affording a total area of about seven
thousand square reek The rooms are neatly and
tastefully decorated, tbe prerailing colors being
ehlte and gold. Tbe lower room coataina about
Ifty smaU ornamental Iron tables, wltb wblte marble
tope. In this room all light confectionery can be bad, at

any time and on the shortest notice.Ide cream, confec-
tk>uery, oysters, and all light refections for ladles. Cof¬
fee, tea and chocolate can always be had on demand. At
the north side of the room Is a stand where cigarette*
will be sold. Around the room are numerous small coun-

ters, where cakes, confectionery, Ices and Jellies will be
disputed of by the ladies of the committee. Tbe cashier's
desk Is In a prominent position, and every precaution
will be taken to Insare comfort and satisfaction for tbe
visitors, and a safe collection of tbe money.

In the upper room It Is estimated that about four bnn
dred and sixty portions can be seated at one time. Tbo
tables are about one hundred In number, and will afford
ample accommodation for from four to eight or ten per¬
sons eecb. From one to three o'clock each day there
will be a tabU d'k«e. Persona wishing, however, to dlae
a la carta during those hours can do so From five to
six o'clock there will be aaother table d'hote. After that
hour,untU ctostsg up time arrive*, visitors will be served
a bi eartt From the above account It will be seen that
tbe arrangements are admirably calculated to accommo¬
date parties from the country w ho may wish to adhere to
their custom of early dining.

apeetlon through the different buildings la Fourteen U>
dtreet now In preparation for the reception ef articles for
the Metropolitan Fair. _

The object of this vlalt, It adorns, wad to ascertain bow
and In what manner tbd promised were guarded la eadd
of Are.
Tbs Marshal reports that very complete arrangement*

have bean mads for tbd prevention and extinguishment
ef fire. Be found there Sir. William H. Wlckham, ex-
Presldefft of the Firs Department, nod Mr. James U Mil.
ler, both exprrienced firemen. These two goutlemea
form a committee and have full charge of the Are do
partmsnt. They are daily |n the building, giving tbelr
personal attention, in order that ail may go en In a propev
manner.
These gentlemen have established s Ire police, consist¬

ing at present or six experienced Bremen, wlwxo dnty It
Is to watcb night and day, and to report all carelessness
or unsafe putting up ef drapery in close proximity to Um
gas lights.

Already many alterations have been made by the com¬
mittee in the removal of articles of decoration, tbey
having been placed too near to the gaslights for safety.
This latter precaution, It will be seen, Is one of great im¬
portance; for, onoe let the decorations catch Ore, titers
woul'l bo but littlo chance of saving the building, as Are
would becommunicAtoil so rapidly throughout the edifice.

This fire eommltteo have Introdncd six fire hydrants
into the buildings, and nose are all the time kept attach¬
ed. There is also one hand fire engine placed at the end
of tho plcturo gallery on Vifteenth street.a h.ind engine
having been selected. The hoFo being constantly attached
to the hydrants, in a few seconds the esirineVan be set in
motion and water applied almost Instantly. Thore would
be a l<'88 of time getting up steam had a steam engine
been selected.
By the n admirable arrangements the public can see

that, should a fire occur in any part of tho promises,
water could be applied at once.

Tbe main featnre which strikes the visitor on entering
the aiflcilliiry building of the Fair In Union sqtiaro is It*
extern and general compactness of ercctlon. There coqld
scarcely bo a more appropriate or better executed struc¬
ture for the purpose* which caused lie existence, and tbo
nnnagers of tbe Fair may Justly congratulate thomsetvea
on their success as far as this part of the programmo Is
concerned. The modes of Ingress md egress are Urge,
and tboro can be no complaint whatever made on this
head.
Our reporter paid a visit to this auxiliary building

previous to It* opening, in order to furnish the public a

little berorehnnd with the necessary Information as to
what In to be seen and what is to be done for the two
weeks during wblcb tbe Sanitary Fair Is announced to

remain open. Then tbs building was not completed, but
tbe bury sounds of over live hundred workmen's bands
were beard around, and every mlnnte, nay every
sreond, told a practical story of the advance¬
ment which was being made in the com¬

pletion of wbat was soon to bej| a patriotic
mart lo aid of tbe gallant soldiers. There wu no

delay bere. Kach workman and mochanic hurried hither
and tbUbsr as rapidly as business locomotion might allow
bin. while the various superintendents of tbo various de¬
partments of labor looked quietly on and directed the
necossary movement* of tbe occasion. Tbe carpenter,
tbo plumber, tbo painter and the laborer were here com¬

mingled, and tbe utmost regularity pervaded the move-

tnonts of all. Bo.ird after board want up, until wbat be
fore appeared but a shapeless ma«s In a lew minute* bore
the appearance of a graceful and solid pi»ce ot workman¬
ship. It is therefore expected that the various depart¬
ments attached thereto will not be able to commence ope<
rations so noon as the Fourteenth street people. Mr. T.
B. Wight is tbo architect, and Mr. W. H. Hunt ine builder,
who are ranking every exertlen to have tbe place com¬

plete at as early a day as possible.
From present nppsa/ancps the building will be quite

elegant and extensive. It onslsu of two main buildings
connected by a narrow middle building. From oust to

west tbe extreme length is about two hundred and

eighty-five feet. The dimensions of each of the sldo
bnlldiogs.one on Fourth avenue and the other oo

Broadway.are sixty by ninety feol. Tbe connecting
butlding Is one hundred ami sixty Ave feet long by liftjr-
llve feet wide. The Hide buildings are thirty feet in

height from tbe floor to bridge rafters.
This building is divided Into what nsiy be termed four

departments.vis: tbe Children's Department, the Musi¬
cal Department, the Knl -kerbocker Kitchen and the In¬
ternational Department. The building Itself teems M be
constructed somewhat In tbo form of the letter E. T<ook-
Ing on the outside, the extent of the butlding seems net
to be nearly so much as when you enter It.
