THE DAKK8 FIRM AT THKIK HUNS.

(Hi tbo 20tb of March tbe Panes again manned the No
2 battery on tbe Wenningbund, notwithstanding an un

ceasing 'fire from a battery at UaramemlarK, and con-
tiuued to poar shot and (hell Into tbe position of the
allies. The guns thundered day and night: sometime
there was a pause of about twenty minutes, and tben tbe
fire was resumed with the greatest energy
Tbe Krr.ut /.ntnnp publishes the subjeincd brief letter

from Voilby, dated the 21st or March:.Tbe bombardment
of Fredencia began yesterday, and was replied to. al¬
though weakly, by the fortress H wus evident that al¬
most all tbe^hotB struck, aud it was clear that tbe opera
IK»DB did not fail, for Kredericia was soon on fire In lour
or five places, and tbe bright flames conld be clearly seen
from the batteries. Tbe Prussians ceased firing about
seven o'clock, but tbe Anstrians continued the bombard¬
ment at long intervals, so as to keep tbe soldiers id the
fort on tbe alert dur.ng tbe mgbt.
About eight or nine id tbe evening a reconnoissance

was made, and it was proved that the Panes occupied
tbeir batteries >n groat force. During this reconnoiFsan< e
musketry fire was kept up for about twenty minutes.
Tbe bombardment was resumed early this morning, aud
whs replied to by the Panes The Prussians beld the
lefl, and the Austrian* the right wing of tbe line of at
tack The operations were conducted by Field Marstul
Von Wrsngel in person. The Iianisb guns did not carry
so far as those of the allies, and most of the shots fell
short.

The commander at Friedericia reports that tbe enemv
maintained a constant fire from six batteries: that alto¬
gether about 1.000 shot and shell were thrown. Puring
tbe night the enemy flred some shots at intervals of va¬
rious lengths.

Puring the day tbere were dido killed and sixteen
wounded.
Tbe following despatch from tbe commmder at Friede¬

ricia. and dated ou tbo morning of the 22d of March, has
also been made known by the Pauisb Ministry of War;.
Tbe enemy again opened fire yesterday from the same
batteries as on tbe day before, though tbe attack was
somewhat weaker during' tbe forenoon. but It afterwards
increasod Id intensity. Towards evening the fire ceased
entirely, and everything appears to be quiet at present.
Fourteen wounded came in yesterday. It was announced
from £onderbe.rg at half past eleven this morning that *11
was quiet during tbe night and morning. Tbe artillery
fire was somewhat slower to day; but, generally speak-
log, there was nothing to report from the Puppet de-
fences. !
A despatch dated on tbe 23d of March states that all

was quiet during the preceding night, thoueb the fire
from tbe allied forces began in (be rooming and was coo
tinued.

Appointment of Blvhop MfCloiifcff« °*
Albany, a* Archbishop of New Work,
and Bishop NpaldliiK, of l<oaUvlllc, .*

H is rumored .d the city that the laps' bulls nave ar¬

rived m this country from Rome appointing t&e Right
Revereod lobn McClosltey, Bisbop of Albany, Arcb-
bisbop of New York, In succession 'o the late Arcb-
bishop Hughes, and the Right Revoreml MarttD Jobn
Spalding, Bishop of Louisville. Kentucky, Arcfihisbop of
Balt'more, Id succession to the late Archbishop Kenrlek.

It » said that a messenger baa arrived 10 New York
haviDg these Important documents In bin possession, and
that be has already journeyed towards Albany and Buf¬
falo. The rumor is very generally credited n Catholic
circles, although we ourselves bavc oot been informed by
asy of our European correspondents, nor bavc we seen in

any of our foreign exchanges that (be Pontifical rescript
to such effect had been sent Into the Sacred College m
Rome before the 2Ctb of March, although ihe tinciunati

bis choice.

trustwortliv bands of Bishops Md loskey and Spaldio*.
we append"a sketch or tbe life and-erv ices of each of
the individuals so honored .

THE BIGHT MY. ,10ft 1* M'C LOftS RV, P.O.,
Fishop of the diocese of Albanv, is in the prime of life,
and ranks as one of tbe most eloquent and accomplished
pulpit orators of the Catholic Church in tbe United Slates,
lit was born In Brooklyn. N. Y., and. having received ao
excellent education, was ordained a priest. He soon at
traded the attention of bis superiors by bis /teal, benevo¬
lence, eloquence and assiduity In tbe discharge of his
tarred duties^ fin tbe lOtb of March. 1844, Or. McClos¬
key «u ordained Bishop of Axieren, \n parlous, and
coadjutor to the Bishop of New York, Right Rev. I»r.
Hughes, afterwards Archbishop. <>n tbe 2let or May,
1*47, Dr. Met loskey was translerred to tbe see of Al¬
bany. This see was established in 1847. So that Bisbop
McCloskey was tbe first prelate who bas ruled It, and it is
confessed on all sides that be bas done so in the greatest
barmouy and with tbe most signal advantages to the
Church to which be belongs, as tbe following record will
testify.

.When be went to Albanv tbe town contained fotir
Catholic churches. One or these, St. Mary s church, he
made his catbedrsl. Another church was used exclusively
by i.erman Catholics. The Orphan Asyliim ot ft. Vincent
whs established in 1830. It was attended by the Sisters
of Charity, who also directed a 'emale school. Tbe re¬
mainder of bis diocese contained about forty c.hurcbee,
and had le*s than that number of t'Btho-
lie c.ergvmen. Bishop Mc?loskey went lo work
with fresh zeal in order to n dow his diocese
with all lb" wauls which his flock required Tbis was
rather a difficult task at ttrst. The Catholics were mu< h
scattered over the territory, were rar from being wealthy
as a body, and it must lie acknowledged that in "-otr." of
the di-tricts there existed a great prejudice a?aln«t thf m.
Under the impulse givcD by Bisbop McCloskey the town

of Trrv founded a female orphan asylum, wb:cb fcepiuced
under the control or the Sisters of Charity In the year
1851 the Christian Brothers onened the Academy of ^aint
Joseph in Troy. and at the same time assumed the direc.
tion of a second orphan asylum. Tor boys. In tbe same
year tbe Ulsters of cbarity opened a hospital, wbicbbas
been of vast benefit to the sick poor of Troy.»eveu boo
dred sod eighty-nine patient* baring been received into
It in we year. In 1852. an tbe invitation of tbe Bisbop. a
