promptly caused the arrest of the perpetrator, and
compelled him to disgergo his lll-golten gain*,,
Kocrults wero brought to Lafayette Hall from every
section or the country. This was encouraged by tba
Coard of Supfcrv laore. They allowed the rannera to maka
their own b.irgam^rlth the recruit, as they had a perfect
right to do. The objoct was to got the men as speedily
as pcrslble. They were using city money, and not gov*
ernment money, for that purpose; and with its psyinent
and manner or distribution government or governmeal
offlrialx bad no right to interfere. Mr. Clapp bad nothing
to d<Twith procuring these recruits. Be bad nubing to
do with their examination. When they bad passed tba
ordeal, and presented the papers showing that fact t®
him, he paid to the rocruit the Bum or three hundred dol¬
lars. And yet, in the race of these facta, which General
