enjoyed to tbe fullest extent. Tbe people of Mexico as¬
pire to liberty aod progress; they aspire to emulate Ibe
m«st civilized nations; ami to this end they have long
struggled and are now struggling to disentbrnl themselves
from tbe cruel bonds in which tboy have l<eun bold for
moro than three centuries by tbe powerful commercial
nations of Europe. It bas sometimes appeared to me
thnt tbe mon wbo controlled the government of tbe United
states for thirty five years previous to 1801 oared for
nothing so much as tor tbe acquisition of territory.
Those men thus caused their country to appear In tbe
character of a very covetous man, wbo, without know¬
ing ibe boundaries or bis own estate or endeavoring to
Improve it. constantly exerts himself to enlarge Ms
limits, wltboul being very scrupulous as to the means of
tts accomplishment. Just before tbe war wltb Mexico
commenced the United States bad a boundary question
with England, which threatened a rupture between tbe
two countries; and 1 have been informed tbal tbe s.ime
documents wbicb were prepared as a declaration of war
against Great Britain were used when war waa finally
declared against Mexico. Thus, while the idea of ac
quiring domain from Great Britain by a dubious title, to
say tbe leaat, was relinquished, the same scheme was
carried out against Mexico, not only without any plausi¬
ble reason, but, 1 must say, as a Mexican, In violation of
Justloe. I beg of you, gentlemen, to excuse me if 1 have
referred to an unpleasant point In the history of late
events. Hut I wish to forcibly present to your minds tbe
Idea that tbe unfair policy I have alluded to led, in a great
measure, to tbe troubles aod complications In wbicb you
are now Involved, and one of the consequeucee of whlsh
is French intervention in Mexico, as that Intervention
would never have beon but for lbs civil war in tbe
United States. Those who have pursued this policy
appear to bsve been, In tbe main, under the Influence
of tbe slave power, and to have hid In view their
own political Influence and personal aggrandize¬
ment! rather than tbe great interests of their
country In my oplnloa tbe leaders of Ibe slavery party
always bad la view tbe separation of their own mates
from tbe fre» States of tbe North, and to make up for tbe
less th^y aspired to acqplre territory southward. 1 will
not conccat from yon, gentlemen, the fact that we have
looked witb deep apprehension upon sbch an aggressive
policy, wblcb threatened to deprive us of our indepen¬
dence and nationality.the highest and most precious
rights tbatman ran enjoy on earth. We were, nf cours»,
tallv determined not to give up this precious inheritance,
and we bad resolved to flgbt to the laat. In our present
war witb France we are giving a proof of our determine
tlon It may appear roolisb and unavailing for Mexico, that
ha« been so often exhausted in her struggles to obtain
true liberty during tbe last forty years, to accept war
with the greatest miliiary Power in Europe. But we did
accept tbe war, with tbe determination never to y ield, and
our situation is not so bad as many think. The Emperor
of the French says thai tbe obiect of bis Interference in
Mexican affairs is to prevent the annexation of Mexico to
the United states ; and yet that very re.-ult would,most
likely, be ultimately accomplished If a a monarchy were
established In Mexico, fortunately for us, tbat scheme is
br no means a feasible one. Mexico is m«et bountifully
Method by nature She can produce of the bust
quality and In large quantities all of tbe princi
p.il agricultural staples of the world.cotton, coffee,
sugar, tobacco, vanilla, wheat am) corn.

Ihls will give to the United States all possible ad rant ages
thai could l>e derived from annexation, without any
Its inconveniences, iho United Slates would then have our
common political aod commercial interest wholly Ameri¬
can, nnd which no European Power would dare disregard.
The bright future which I plainly see for both nations
had made me forget far a moment the present troubles In
which i i.ev are now Involved. I consider these troubles
of Ho transitory a nature as not to Interiere materially
with tbe common destiny I have foreshadowed; but, as
ihey have the interest or actuality, I beg to be allowed to
make a few remarks In retard to ibcni.

our principal cities; tbey havd blockaded our ports; bat
all these gains oa the part of Ibo French are nothing
wben compared with the olemebts of opposition and eii-
durance which remain with Ibo national government of
lfssteo, ruiibg a people numbering eight millioue, de¬
terminedly opposed to intervention, ready to fl|toi
and fighting already, for their independence; a

country Ibat will require half a minion of
soldiers lo sabdae and possess; naturally strong in

dofebcea, possessing inaccessible mouutmns, where the
patriots wUI bb abla to make a perpetual warfare upon
tbb invader, until ho ia persuaded or tbe impossi¬bility of accomplishing ibo conquest or be compelled to
leave for other causes. Such 1a tbe prospect before ua
la case we could do nothing more tbau make a passive
resistance. But we can do better than this. The only
serloua support tbe French intervention had among tbo
Mexicans mi that afforded by tbe eburcb party, whlcb
was, ia fact, tbe promoter and supporter of tbb interven¬
tion and the idea of b monarchy. Tbe generals of tbe
church party bare, with tbe aid of tbe Fraooh
army, been conscripting Mexican citizens to make
them fight with tbe foreign invader agalMt tbelr
brothers and the independence of tbelr coualry.
The church party expected, of course, that aa soon as the
French should lake tbe city or Mexico tbey woeld restore
tbe church property confiscated by tbe national govern¬
ment, and tbo rutrceot the clergy, of which tbey had
been deprived. But the French have tbns far failed to do
this. Tbey discovered Ibat the churcb parly was the
woakest, and that with tbe ecclesiastics they bad no
chance or subduing the country. The French now wish
to conciliate tbe liberal party by sustaining and enforcing
all tbe Important measures and Inws decreed by tbe na¬
tional government. Hut tbe liberals ol Mexico are
trne patriots, and will not be conciliated so long as tbe
foot or tbe invader Is on Mexican soil. Tbo policy of tbe
French so Incensed tbe church party that tbey broke
altogether with tbe French. Tbo Archbishop of Mexico,
who was a member of tbe so-called rcgoti< y. withdrew at
once, ami war dismissed by Cenerai FU/alne. '1 lie so-
called Tribunal protested agninst thoso measures, acd
shared the fate or the Archbishop. All the archbishops
and bishops in the republic tben joined in signing a pro¬
test, in wh'c.b they declared the condition of tbe
cnurch to If lar worse tban it ever was under the rule or
tbe liberal .. ivernment; that now they aro not allowed
even to tssuo their pastorals, a riRlit never denied to
them whilo the liberals were in power in the city of
Mexico Tbe protest concluded by excoramumcntmg
tho French government, the French army In Mexico,
all Mexicans who take sides with tbo French, and
everybody who supports tho French cause in any way.
Theso proceedings havo led tbe F"rench without the sun-
port or the only part of tho native population tbey ever
bad in tbelr favor, and bos combined sgnlnst them all the
elements of the country. 1 fear that I have already Im¬
posed too much upon your kindness, and, in concluding
my remarks. I beg to express my earnest and sincere da
sire that this demonstration may he tbe beginning of a
new era or perpetual peace and cordiality in tbe relations
between tbe United Hates and Mexico. (Cheers.)

manifested Id a frank and decided manner la behalf of
the Mexican people, directed by the literal party. I be¬
lieve, sirs, that the cause of civil wars, not only tn Mexi¬
co, but throughout all Spanish America, baa been the
clergy aloof, who, when they come to acquire power lu
the State, always strive to overturn me government and
to subordinate the temporal iatereew of » owtf to tbalr
own. This attribute seems to belong principally to the
Catholic clergy. The struggle, then, in wblch up to this
time the patriotic Mexicans have been engaged was a

hely struggle, and the sympathy of tbo whole people or
the l'nited States was with tbem.a people wbo.wbatever
may be their religious orceds, adopts as a fundamental
principle the most complete religious liberty, and ths
absolute independence of the church from the State.
Bui now the sympathy of the United State* Is increased
for the Mexican pt-opl*, when, in addition to the fuctt
already mentioned, we find this people struggling for
their independence and nationality against a Kuropean
nation, which, taking advantage of the civil strire in
which we are engaged, has sought to establish before
our eytt« a form or government tn open antagonism to our
own.' We nannot do less than receive thto project in the
same way as Europe would receive it were wo to
foment revolution* and establish republics on that
continent. Thus it it that those statesmen In the
United State* who aid us to emerge Irotn our present diffi¬
culties. and to rsstor* our power and legitimate influence:
and those who in Mexico not only consummate the great
work or establishing religion* liberty on a solid b*5is,
but who succeed tn driving trom their country the foreign
invader, or at least keep the sacred Are of patriotism and
of resistance to the invader burning, while wc disembar¬
rass ourselves of our complications, deserve, i* the high¬
est degree,our sincere and ardent homage (Applause.)

Sir, being at this moment Invited to speak to this toast,
and without preparation of aay kind, it will be difficult
for me to say anything worthy of my hearers. Never¬
theless, although without regularity or good order, I will
say a few words, for I cannot do less than accede to the
request of »ur worthy President, Mr. Beekmas.a gentle-
man who is worthy of all my appreciation from his
antecedents in the Benata of New York, as the
representative of our rich and powerful Stale. I
have always bsen attached to the beautiful
Castillan language .to that language so robust and
manly, yet so soft and Insinuating, which Is capable of
the highest iligbts of eloquence, as well as or tho sweetee!
senlimeuif of love. Ua study has occupied a part of my
life, aod 1 declare that it would have been difficult, for
me to have found a more delightful task. This love of
the Spanish language oould not but extend to the generous

Kple who a|ieak it, and more especially to the people of
nitb Amerioa, among whom Mexico occupies the drat

place, for lis extent, resources, the beauty of lis climate,
the fertility of the soil, and, above All, from the very es¬
sential circumstance of being our neighbor, and having,
since her emancipation, adopted republican matliuilooH
similar to thoee wbicb have made car happiness. Wulded
by tbeae sentiments, 1 undertook years ago a translation
of the letters which Hernan Cortez addressed to the Em¬
peror Charles the Fifth, giving an acoouut of the conquest
of New Spain.letters which contain very Important bis
torloal data, and which were then entirely unknown to
us uutll Mr. ITetcott, our immortal historian, published
his history of the conquest of Mexico. I say all this that
it may be loon tuat my sympathy for tbe affair* of
Mexico is of lOGg standing. And is it possible that it
could cease to exiat not* that her sons are gloriously
lighting to preserve an independence which It cost them
so many sacrifices lo achieve ? No certainly no. It exists
in mo now more actively than ever, aa It does in tho
beirt of every tree American; for on tbia point, as some
oi the gentlemen have already well said, tbe opinion of
our people is um nimous Kvery one knows that ou the
Mexican soil u s'roggle is going on for a principle leit us
at an Inlietilasx e by one uf our great statesmen, and
without whose strict observance our institutions and po¬
litical mstitutloi s run great danger. I wish, then, that
Uexico will aus'a n, without rest, the struggle to which
she bus been so unjustly provoked, and 1 do not tear th it
1 deceive myself in saying that, aa soon aa our civil war is
ended, our aid to Mexico will not be limited to barreu
sympathy. (I.n.d applause.)
