and overthro wn by the rebellion.

Mr. Noftiov, (rep ) of III , expressed his belief that we
should conquer the rebciB by force of arms and bring
them Into aubjection to lhe lawn We should come out
of this c mtest brighter and purer than ever beiore, and
should stand the model republic of lhe world, con-
atantiy increasing In greatness, wealth and influenco.
While we were professing to prosecute the war with vigor
we were met with opposition from the democratic 6ide,
Including the gontlcmau from Mew York (Mr. Fernando
Wood), nrhitliid said this was a hellish war, a crusade
oommencod ami carried on without glory. The President
wiis churgnd with bi iu;; an imbccile, an usurper, and a
tyrant. And not only hore, but in several oiher .States
they had witnessed similar proceedings against tho prose¬
cution of tho war. Not many days ago U<e gentleman trom
Maryland (Mr Harris) declnred himself in favor of the
cnumy. in tliif he was guilty ol moral treason, it might
be said he was only i ne member or tho democratic party.
But be wus still liere uctluq with tbat party who voted
acuinst the resolutions ol expulsion, and thus, In effect,
CD'iorsed his a °erttung In favor of the rebels, lie re¬

viewed tne pj eech of Mr. I<ong, and said if the war was
wrong and unconstitutional on our part It wflMgglit and
constitutional on the part of the rebels, atiJMHollowed
that tho rcbe s h id a right to seccile. Such WW tho ra¬
tional sequence of that gentloman'ti position. Kotwiih-
atanding all Uiis the democrats here sustained
tho gentleman by their votes. He could have
add no more had ho been In tbo rebel
Congress. If we expected tho muss of the poople and our
aoldiers to remain loyal, we must purge this hall of all
such dleloyal sentiments. There was uo neutrality.
There must either be patriots or traitors. The war was
to be ended not by negotiation, but by bard fighting, and
uotliiug else. Ho never would let the rebellious States
oome back unlepr they knocked at our doors with tree
constitutions in their hands.

Mr. IUvis, (rep.) of Md.t said be Intended to call tho
question on the bill next Wednesday. I
Mr. Bhookall, (rep.) of l'a., said.wo were called to

legislate upon things new in the history of tbo republic,
which were not dreamod of by tbo Trainers oi the consti¬
tution. But to usurp the powers wo had not was
only another mode of overturning tbo government
under the pretence of preserving It. Tbero «ras
a difference between insurrection and civil war.
Tho present was of tbo latter cbaractor, and
was occasioned by the refusal of thu democratic party to
submit to the result or a Presidential election without
the shadow of a pretence tbat it was unfair: and wbile a
portion of tl.em bad gone off themselves tho others In
the loyal States kept up their organization. IT we yielded
wo abandoned the principles of our government. The
m norfty must submit to tho legally expressed will of the
ina.ority, either willingly or by compulsion. The
Witaker must submit to the will or the stronger in the
event of war, the principles of which be proceeded to
expialn. Seme gentlemen of ai. liquated tastes were trying
to exhume the democratic party. Conservative resur¬
rectionists and benevolent old whigs were taking up the
withered remains and trying to breathe life into them.
Polit cal parties know no resurrection. Tho democratic
party under Buchanan beuged to live out its short time
II peace The peoplejsoulahesiUte to trust the destinies
oi the country in the bands of thoso who, in 1800, an¬
nounced thit tberetfwas no constitutional way to put
down tho rebellion.* It was necessary that the demo-
cratlo party should perish la order tbat true domocracy
might be saved to the world, for the purposq.of war
ami conquest our government was absolute; and the
House had a right to pass the bill uow propose!

j alous thought or feeling in his nature. Ho cares too
little for public cp r>lon to be envious of any favorite;
and heralds Ur«ni la every way in bis power, both by
his untiring industry In carrying out all details and his
military and administrative talents. No cflorts on the
part of any press can shake the perfect accord and mu¬

tual esteem of these two officers. Hallcck, you know,
while tn command, gave Grant very substantial proofs
of friendship, and these have not been forgotten. As to
Stanton, I do not have such good opportunities for speak¬
ing from personal knowledge, but I have the highest
reason to beliave that he stands to Grant as Halleck
does, iu,ust tho same relations of friendship, ^istanctand 03tecm."

Third Missouri, the Second Tenuoapoo and a regiment of
Texan Rangers are known to hare been a part of the
rebel force engaged in the Fort Pillow massacre.
The rebels acknowledge a loes of ten killed and fifteen

wounded. But there are evidences of a greater loes.
Thirty rebel prisoners were brought up tnuI Columbus

to day, and will be seat North.
The guerillas recently made a raid on the cotton planta¬

tions at Tensas, La., fonty miles below Vitksburg, and
captured a largo number of negroes and mules. They
carried off W. R. Allison, of Mattooo, Illinois, and after
Teaching a safe distance they "'compelled him to
dig bis own grave and made bis own negroes bury him.
This statement is.derived from the superintendent of the
plantations, who has arrived here, and to a reliable man.
The guerillas along the rivor are determined that the

abandoned plantations shall not be worked by Northern
men.
