We bave nothing later from Geueral Graat,
theugh our eorrespondeats give fuller particu-
lars than we previously had of the aperstions
of the 28th, 20th sud part of the 30th ultimo,
bringing us down to a time just preceding the
action of Menday evening, on the Mechanics-
ville road.

The PFrestdency—The Froment Neve
meont—EHow Lingoin Will Be Desonted.

The political radioals of the late Olevelaad
Convention bave beldly entered the Presidon-
tlal field under the bamner of General Fromoat,
sod upon the broad and cemmedious platform
of the Unlon, the constitution nnd the laws, the
suppremsion of the rebellioa by gunpowder,
free speceh, » free press, the habeas ocorpus,
the right of asylum, the ome term principle,
the Monroe dootrine, emmmoipation and ocon-
fiscation, aad “liberty, equality and fraternity.”
The politiclans thus represeated have named
themselves the “radioal demeoraoy,” although,
with very fow exoeptions, their rank snd dle
are drawn from the campe of the radical re-
publicans.

What are they driving at? Nobody imagines
that they have put forward their Presidontial
tioket of General Jobn O. Fremont and Gieneral
John Cochrane with any expeotation of any
possible contingenoy that may reauly im the
eleotion of this ticket. No. Their ebject Is
not the election ef Fremont, but the defest of
Lincoln. Nor oan this movement be regarded
with indifference whea we know that It is sup-
ported by a powerful body of honest and in-
flexible radicals, Including the Fremoat Ger-
man Legion ; and when we remember that the
little abolition diversion of 1844, under Birney,
though leoked upon at the time as & contempt!-
ble affalr, proved sufficlently strong to take
off from Henry Clay, in this State, the popular
and electoral balance of power by which he
was defeated. It will be remembered, too,
that, inoensed and disgusted with the doings of
the regular Democratic National Convention at
Baltimore in 1848, Martin Van Buren, heading
sn independent free soll ticket, and upon his
free soll Buffalo platform, in the name of the
“free democracy,” carried away votes enough
from General Cass, in this State, ta turn over
its eleotoral vote to General Taylor, thus de-
ciding the election in old Zaek's favor.

By a similar diversion the “radical demoo-
racy” are now aiming to prevent a re-election
of Abraham Lincoln. They declare that he has
proved false to the cause of “human freedom;"”
that he bas needlessly, in many cases, iram-
pled under foot the liberty of speech and the
press; that he has treacherously abandoned the
Monroe doctrine; that his administration, in
everything a failure, corrupt and incompetent,
is leading the country oo the high road to
destruction, and that a new President is the
firat essential to the salvation of the country.
Upon this bill of acousations we may assume
that this Fremont faction will carry away the
Lincoln republican majority of every State
from New York to Missourl inclusive. Thus,
taking it for granted that Abraham Lincoln
will be the nominee of the Baltimore Repub-
lican Ceuvention of next week, this independ-
ent Fremont movement will clear the track for
a good conservntive Union ticket from the
Chicago Democratic Convention in July.

Bat if either the Baltimore Conventien or
the Chicago Convention should heist the hroad
pennsnt of Geveral Grast, this Fremont organi-
sation will speedily eollapse, as its main ob-
ject—the defeat of Lincoln—will be acecom-
plished. We will assume, however, that (he
renomination of Linooln at Baltimore is a
foregone conclusion; and we will
assume that, without a oordial fusion upon
some popular name of all the conservative ele-
ments of the Chloago Cenventlon, ita labors
and this Frement movement will ameunt to
nothing. What then? Why, then, the Chicago
Convention, casting aside “the time honored
principles” or cant clap-trap and rubbish of

the defunot democratic party, will bave nothing
to do but to nominate General Grant upon his
own platform in order to absorb the Fremont
organization and walk over the Presidential
course,

General Grant is master of the political aa
well ug the military situation. The Baltimore
Convention, in nominating him, will settle the
Presidential contest at once, or the Chicago
Convention, in taking him up in opposition to
Lincoln us the candidate of the shoddy repub-
licans, will soon develop the power to defeat
them. Like the rebellion, the Presidency 18 ia
the hands and subject to the good will and
pleasure of General Grant. If this fixed fact
cannol be made apparent at Baltimoro it may
be abundantly proved through the adoption of
Geant by the Chicago Convention. This Uleve-
lapd Fremont movement will neutralize the
most of Lincoln's State majorities, and the
name of Girant sa the candidate of the com-
bined covoservative Union elements of the
countiry will become the signsl for a grest and
wholesome political revolution.

Tar Exorisa aND FRENCH GOVERNMENTS AND
tux Resgr, Privareess.—In the declaration of
Paris Frauoe snd England sgreed to the abol-
isbment of privateering, and invited this gov-
ernment 10 make a similar promiss. That we
did not sign such an agreement may yet stand
us in opeed. At the commepcement of the
Davis rebellion the traitors found immediste
encouragement in the soction of the British
government, which recognized them aa bellige-
rents. France did the same, and the hopes of
the s0 called confederacy, s a natural result,
rose te fever beat. England weat still further
in ber encouragement of the rebellion: she
fursished supplies te the Bouth, broke our
blookade, and lastly, and most offensively, she
bullt privateers for the rebels, through whish
agency our commerce has greatly sufferod and
our prestige been gravely attacked. Clearly
this was a fagrant vislation of the treaty which
binds that natien to the sbolishment of prive-
teering. France bas not so epeuly broken her
selemn obligation; but there have beea evl
dences of a great desire on ber part to do so.
We now are assured that the Freach govern-
ment will not allow the Bouth te have ships
built in Frensh ports. We hope this assurance
is sinoere, na it will save France from such
reprisals o we shall undoubtedly in due time
make, a8 far as England is concerned.

It is & beggarly sublerfuge, as was expesed
by Mr. Cobdeu, for the officials of England te
let the rebel privatesrs go on the plea that
they are “men-of-war.”" Bhould England go to
war with any nation it will be & malter of
pleasure, and doubtless profit, for us to follow
the example set as by John Bull, and furnish
the nation warred upon by England with pri-
vateers, swift sailing steamers, heavily armed
and manoed by picked crews, which shall be
recognized by vs as “men-of- war,” and allowed
to proy on Knglish eommerce at will, always
finding in our harbors a safe refuge and all the
supplies they may need. The English govern-
ment eould mot of coume object to sush a
oourse, a8 it bas furnished so glaring a pry-
cedent. Deoldedly this privaisering busines
has, like otber matlters, ita good and It bad
sido—a fast wo shall endeaver o lmae @ waen

France may avold theso agreeable comtingea
oles by scting honorably in this shipbuilding
business, aad not allowing Davis to buy or
build privateers In Freach ports.

The War and the Ourremey-

QOur armies are, beyend all question, victo-
rlous in the two great theatres in which the war
rages. Grant bas given the most substantial
evidenos of his ability to beat Lee, and it Is
hardly doubted that be will take the rebel oapl
tal. Sherman, in Georgia, bas driven Johnston
from point to point, until It has beocome prob-
lemationl whether or ne Johnston can make any
decided stand at all; snd there is, finally, a de-
finite confidence In the popular mind that the
rebellion will soon and certainly be put down.
Yet, with all this, the price of gold centinues te
goup. This apparent vagary on the part of
gold exoites a great deal of surpriss; for the
people think that, ns our armies win battles,
gold must godown. But it should be considered
that otber things affect the price of gold besides
the operations of armies.

In roflecting on the causes likely to depre-
clate the value of our curreacy the peopls look
at once to the war as the maim or only ons,
whereas it is only just to consider that influence
after we have considered the more immediate
influences to be found in the admfnistration of
the national finamces. . Canses within the na-
tlonal exchequer always affect the value of a
national ourrency much more directly and
foroibly than the successes or failures of war,
and It is in obedience to such causes that gold
now, continues to advance in price, although
we are more decldedly victorious in the field
than we have ever before been. If the national
finanoces are administered on notoriously un-
sound principles; if a nation with a vast ex-
penditure makes only what every business man
can see ig an inadequate provision for the ex-
penditure, the people must inevitably lose faith
in its solvency; and as the people lose faith its
promises te pay must depreciate in valus,
thoagh it had all the victories of Alexander to
sustain it. This is now our case,

Wae are not the first people in whose history
this apparent eontradiction has been seen. Dur-
ing the French Revolution the paper money of
tbe republic sounded ull the depths and shoals
of depreciation, thongh the republican armies

| won against the enemies of France the most bril-

llant victories. But no victoriea could give
value to pieces of paper that wers multiplied
and multiplied with the most prodigal profu-
sion, until their number was such that the peo-
ple could not conceive the possibility of their
redemption. No provision was made for the
oational expenses that inspired faith In the
national credlt, and when that falth was gone
the assignats, that under a better financial sys-
tem would have been expressions of value, be-
came merely piecea of dirty paper.

How different was the management of the
British finances at a period of great difficulty.
England, it is true, was a great commercial
pation; but the difference in the adminisiration
of the finances slone explains the great difference
between the credit of the two nations. Mr.
Pitt, under the advice of the business men of
the country, adopted a simple, common sense
system. He borrowed money for half the ex-
pensea of the great wars that England then
enlered upon, and provided by taxation for the
payment of the interest. No government cur-
rency was issued ; there was no undue exien-
sion or inflation of the regular currency, and,
thongh there was suspension of specie payment,
and the quantity of bullioa in the Baok of Eng-
land went down to one million, the difference-
between the price of gold and Bank of England
notes scarcely exceeded twenty-five per ceat
through the whole period covered by the bril-
liant victories of Napoleon.

Here, on the one hand, was the most alarm-
ing depreciation of a national currency coinci-
den! with the sucoess of the nation’s arms, and,
on the other hand, the steady maintenance of
national finunces in the face of continual de-
fent. And these facts sbow distincily enough
that the operations of armies are not the only
influence that.may affect a national carrency ;
but tbey sbow that the geod or bad manage-
ment of national finrnces is what is really vital
to national credit.

We have seen the history of the finances of
tbe French Revolution repeated in the Southera
confederacy, where almost unlimited issues and
continual inflation have destroyed every vestige
of national eredit. Memminger used wp the
credit of his government with the people on
his first issues—analogous to the French as-
signate; and in France the assignats were fol-
lowed by the mandats, which the people would
not take at all. Memminger is now likely to
suffer the same complete failure. It is in vain
that be tries to wheedle the Southern people
with the offer of the most temptingly decked
out securities. He cannot get a dollar. All
the time be has bad cotton se » real basis of
wvalue for his operations, and be bas had vie-
toriea enough; but his Bnances have proved an
utter fallure.

We bave Imitated, not the system of Pist, but
the bad one of the Freach Revolulion and of
Memminger; and how far eur currency is now
behind Memminger's in downward (endency it
in not well to consider; but it is quite certain
that it is on the same road in which Memmin-
gee's as well as the currensy of the Freach
Revolution west so far.
