LEX'S OSI'RR RKLAT1NO TO TRAINS.
Lee Issued au order on tbo ii2d instant, ordering all

trains to run into Richmond and Petersburg immediately.
He probably had beard that Wilson and Kaut/. were on
anotner raid, and wished to k"ep his locomotives and
oars out of our bands, or he might have wanted the trains
to transport an inlantry force over tho Pauville road, to
head us off, and prevent tbe road from be>ng destroyed.

SAOTB AT BDBVgSVIMig
Geo. Kautz's command reached Burkesvllte Junction

at three o'clock A. M , and took possession of the towu
wilbo.l meeting with any resistance from the enemy.
The Lynchburg and Petersburg Railroad orossea tho
Richmond and Danville Railroad at this town. There
were an immense number ol switches and side tracks at
tbe crooning, which General Kantz scl at work immedi¬
ately to destroy, Tho rails wore torn up, the ties horned
aud the station most effectually demolished. At three
o'clock in tbe morntnguhe citizens of Rurkesville were
entertained with as gorgeous a pyrotechnic pageant as
ever was described by tho pen of a romancer. The depot,
freight houses, baggage bouses, storehouse, and, In fine,
all buildings belonging to the railroad company or the
confederacy, wore destroyed by Pre.
Tbe scene wns awfully impressive In Its wild and pic¬

turesque grandeur. The brigtit tongues of lurid flsrao
¦hoi upward, Illuminating the scene for « long distance
around with all the effulgence of tbe noonday sun. Tbe
glitter of arms In the glare of the Oame, ibo moving
about or officers and men, mounted and demounted, the
prancing and neighing of frightened horses, all tended
to form one or the wildest pictures It has ever been my
fortune to witness.

bewdi of our ureo. Our batteries being better served
than in tbe beginning of tbe action, and cur (ire from tbe
enrtbw>.rka steady and well directed, tbe enemy dis¬
pirited by our reinforcements just sout over, at length
wavered, halted and tbeu fled to cover. Three times
agaiu wore they brought up, but our fire both from tbe
batteries and earthworks having rather Improved than
slackened, tbey at length about eight o'clock P. II. wuth
drew from our Immediate Pont. We threw forward
soma pickets, betwoen whom and the enemy there was
some desultory firing for an hour or two. During the
night the enemy was beard moving tbeir wagons. Tbe
next morning (Sunday, tbe 26th), they threw s dozen or
more shells at as, bat It was plain this waa a parting
salute.
