Page ropeatedly telegraphed, ‘Hold
on to your fort.” The same night he visited Forg
(iaines, and found Anderson on board the Yankea
fleat arranging the terms of capitulation, He
left peremptory orders for Anderson, on his re-
turn, not to surrender the fort, and relieved him
of his command.

“Fort Morgan signalled this morning; buot ne
answer was received except the hoisting of the
Yankes flag over the ramparts of Fort Gaines,

“Anderson's condnct in officially proncnnced
inexplicable and shameful.”

Despatches just recoived from General Bheridam
report his forces moving against the enemy op the
sbenandoah, At four I'. M. they were skirmisk
ing about ten miles from Winchester.

This morning General Grant reported the cx-
plosien of an ordnance boat yesterday, londed
with ammunition, at City Point wharf.
