On and alter Monday next the price of
the New York Herald will be four cents a

copy. The price of the Sunday IIerai.d will
be five cents. Our terras to subscribers and
news agents will be proportionately increased.

Several weeks ago our daily contemporaries
made a similar increase in their prices, and we
wore invited to join them at that time. We
refused, however, because we expected that

Secretary Fessender- would at once set to
Work to reform our financial aftairs, contract
the currency and restore specie payments.
In these reasonable expectations we have been
Badlf disappointed. Secretary Fe^senden has
plunged still deeper into the sea of paper
'money, and the national finances are now

more unsettled than ever.

As an illustration of the eflocts upon news-

papers of the tremendous depreciation of the
currency and the terrible financial blundering
of this administration, we may mention the
ft»ct that white paper, which used to cost us

ton cents a pound, now costs nearly thirty.
It is evident that within tho next two months
half of the newspapers of the country must

stop publication. Many have already done
so. Wc expoqf that the price of our contem¬

poraries will be raised five rents belore
long.

It is needless to say that the circulation of
tho Herald now considerably over one hun¬
dred thousand per day, and more than all the
Other daily paper* combined.will not be
diminished by our advance to four cents. A
rise of one cent will not disturb the populari¬
ty of the Herald, which has retained its vast
circulation through all the changes of this
war, and which is now universally and justly
r gard'-d as one of the neoessaries of lile.

Peace Orttiartii.Thrlr Advnntnges to
the Administration and the Nutlonal
Cause.
The most famous of all the recorded specche?

of Daniel Webster is that which was delivered
in the Senate thlity-four years ago against the
nullification and disunion doctrines of South
Carolina of that day, and in vindication of the
Union, commencing- with tlm«e words:. ' When
the mariner has bocn tossed, for many day*, in
thick weather, and on an unknown sea, he
naturally avails h m.^elf of the first pause in
tho storm, the earliest glance of the tun, to
talce his latitude, and ascertain bow far tho
elements havo driven him from hie true course.
Let us imitate this prudence, and. before wo

fiorxt farther on tho waves of this debate, refer
to the point from which we departed, that we
may be able, at leust, to fo:m some conjecture

J where we now arc."
This fs precisely the advice which we would !

apply to the administration at this ciis:s. In
the prosecution of this war ,wo have -been

'

tossed for mar.y days, in thick 'weather, and on

an unknown Bea;" but nt length we have "a
pause in the storm" and a '-glimpse of tie
sun," which may be wisely appropriated in
ascertaining ' how far the elements have driven
us from our true course,'' and exactly "where we j
are."

| the propriety of a magnanimous and lotvi
movement- on the part of the administration
in behalf of peace. |

Jn the present state of uflaira, if we c>n do
nothing more, it is all important to the safety
of the country and the administration that we

fchould place the leaders of the rebellion clew- j
ly in tho wrong before their own people and !
the civilized worid, aud the government as

clearly in the rlglt before all the people of tha
loyal States in th< further prosecution of this
dreadful war. We can do this through a

special embassy of three peace commissioners
to Richmond, if we can do no more. We be-
iic\ ', however, that through a movement of
this kind, comprehending an amis',ice of six
monthf, and a convection of all the Sntes,
subject to such conditions and ratifications as

may be hereafter agreed upon, we can *e"ire
a permanent peace upon the basi* ot the Union 1

and the constitution.
