princes and heads of the Churoh thef naturally
became the referees and arbitrators in all dis¬
putes ia which an appeal to the sword could be
.roided. How quch the world gained from
their mediation in such matters history attests.
It may well be set off as a counterpoise to the
corruption aod profligacy which at a later
period cast their slime over this venerable in¬
stitution. But even these may be said to have
contributed in a measure to the interests of
progress. The arts and sciences flourished in
tie sunshine of tbat refinement and lux¬
urious indulgence which the Church fes¬
tered. We should have bad no Michael
Angelo or Raphael but for the field
opened to their geuius by ecclesiastical taste.
And in science, notwithstanding the barriers
subsequently opposed to the spirit of inquiry,
(here is no question that we owe its first great
developments to the patient investigations of
the monks, prompted by the requirements of a

newly founded society. The sovereign posi¬
tion of the popes enabled them to concentrate
«iround them the elements of a civilization
Which would otherwise hare only slowly pro¬
duced their fruits. In the diffusion of educa¬
tion, a taste for the arts and a thirst for intel¬
lectual improvement of every kind, it accom¬
plished nearly as great a work as that em¬
braced in its religious functions. The moment
that it lost its political and educational in¬
fluence all necessity for its temporal attributes
passed sway. No longer having power to
Influence the councils of kings, or the organi-
-sation of even a parish school, it has cevsed to
3>c an institution in either sense useful or re¬

spectable. The consciousness of this, instead
©f inducing it to resign willingly its political
8tahis, has driven it into a reactionary course,
In the rain hope of preserving it. The
Insane acts to which it has been
impelled by this motive have rendered it Dot
only a curse to its own people, but a nuisance
to Europe. Not satisfied with a thousand years
of political power.the lifetime of empires.it
Seeks to perpetuate by a cruelty and despotism
tbat refloct disgrace on the holy creed, with
which it is associated, its feeble sway. Europe
cannot suffer such a cause of trouble and dis¬
quietude to exist longer in its midst. To do so
would be to keep the embers of revolution con¬

tinually smouldering, and to impair the in¬
fluence of religion and morality.

In uadoing the work of his predecessor,
therefore, the modern Charlemagne acts in no

.way Inconsistently with the policy of that great
benefactor of the Church. The latter invested
It with political intiuence to advance the inte¬
rests of humanity and to restore to Italy the
unity she had lost. Napoleon divests it of
this influence for motives precisely analogous.
,?The only difference in the positions ef ttie two
Inonarchs is that of circumstances. These have
been reversed while the policy remaius unal-
"**red. It Is fortunate that France possesses a
.econd ruler with sagacity and boldness enough
to carry ft out.

INCREASED TAXATION INDISPENSABLE TO THE PUBLIC
CHKDIT.

It la understood that the Secretary of tbe Treasury will
strongly urge upon Congress the necessity of increased
taxation, aa indispensable to the maintenance or the
puulic credit, and will recommotid particularly that a
lar cly Increased tax shall be imposed upon whiskey and
leaf tobacco, aa articles of luxury and common use bost
a»le to bear taxation. He wilt also recommend mat no
more bonds, with tbe Interest payable In gold, shall bo
Issued, and that legal tender notes shall be substituted
lor tbe Interest bearing notes lately adopted to supply
tbe wants of the Treasury.

OPENING OF CONGRESS.
The second session of the Tbirty-eigbtb Cougress Is

fairly commonced. For tbo hour preceding twelve
o'clock there was a very Jolly gathering of tbe members
or tbe House In the Representatives' Ball, aad
the greetings wore cordial and hearty after their
long separation. Republicans and democrats manifested
equal gratification at meeting arain, and It was evident
tbat tbe acerbity of partisan warfare bad not embittered
tbelr personal feelings. Everybody seemed to feel happy,
and to rejoice in the brilliant prospocts before tbe coun¬

try of a speedy termination of tbe rebellion, and the
restoration of peace through military success and wis*
statesmanship.
At twelve o'clock the House was called to order, and

about one hundred and twenty-five members answered
to their names, and the Speaker declared a quorum
present and the Bouse roady for business. Tbe
day was a pleasant one, and the sentiment was
generally expressed that Congress had commenced its
session under favorable auspices. The galleries were
crowded, and a targe number of ladles in attendance, in
anticipation of tbe reading of the President'a Message;
but In this tbey were disappointed, It not being ready.
Hi,m w«a announced to tbe readors of tbe Hkrald to¬
day, will not be doilvered until to-morrow.

TBI LOOI3IANA OONUHKSdlONAL DELEGATION.
The question la regard to the constitutionality of the

reorganising aad restoration of the Insurrectionary
BUtee cum up to-day, on tbe pr.station or the ere

deatlals of tfee five members elect from Louisiana. Mr.
Davis, of Maryland, presented a remoastranoe to their
admission, which, with the credentials, waa referred to

tfao Committee on Election*, lhls matter Is likely to

lead to a protracted discussion when reported from tbe
Klectlon Commltttee, as tbe administration party are

divided la regard te tbe recognition of the State govern
menu already Instituted in the rebel States. It Is very
doubtful whethor these Louisiana members will be ad¬
mitted.

Means, if tbey should decide to icere»»e tbe tax on whis¬

key, to provide for a tax on steckB of whiskey on hand.
Tbe yeas and nsys were called several times on rootlone
to lay on tbe table, fce.; but It woe Cnally adopted by
yeaa 63, nsys 61. Pome of tbe members remarked tbst
Mr. Washburns seoroed to have tba tax on whiskey
on the brain, he was in such hot baste te get an early
expression of the House on Iris bobby. It is plainly un¬

derstood tbst the introduction of this resolution is simply
t'< seep tbe whiskey question, si It was last session, a

In this, the
nineteenth ccntury, the modern Charlemagne (Napoleon)
gives the death blow to the sovereignty of the Popes by a

measure which promises to restore to Italy the auity whlrb
she had lost. Of the manner in which so remarkable an

The object of my
present letter la to (bow you bow the convention baa
beon received and how It la viewed by the Italian
people.
On the night of the 19th of September the Marqnls dl

Fepolt arrived at Turin, bringing with him tlie conven¬

tion on tlie Koman question. It bure the signatured or 11.
Drouyn do Lbuvs, the Commander Nigra and the Marquis
dl I'o;<oll. In this document we bad the promise of
the Itoman question coloring upon its pbaae of golu-
tion. In France, as In Italy, tho astonishment caused
by it wns Immense. This great eveot, tho socrot
of which had been so well k«pt, appeared
to every ono enveloped in clouds. Speculations,
extravagant bppes and bitter criticisms were hoard on

all sides. Tbe Italians, in their excitement, took part
either for or agalusi the bialsof the stipulations agreed
upon, and although the detail* were not as yet known,
tlie bare lact of tbe convention gave rise to hot
discussions, more or leas premature. This was to be ex¬

pected. 'the imagination Is prone to seize upon an event
poiruitfnl of speculation, and rumors multiplied. The
fact which, In connection with the convention, created
the nioit profound impression In Turin, was tho proposed
transfer of tho scat of I'overnment from that city to
Florence. Tbe change, it could not bo denied. Involved a

displacement of Interests of the very biehest Importance,,
and which could not tall to occasion tho greatest solioi "

tude to the government. And yet tlie removal of
tue soat of government, which in our case is attended
with such grave results, becomes only of second lrjr Im¬

port nice when wooonipue it to the international <iuestlon
which is at present In agitation. It is simply a local in¬
terest in presence of a European one. In lact, if tbe

tweuu him and the city in wblch Uo was born.thu cradle
of t^lH glorious dynasty. But or what act of soll'-dovo-
tion and ubue;at.on is not cipabte tho King, who has

supported with noblo patience and euer«y good as

well as evil lortuue, and who is always in advaaco of bis

people w lien there is any question of the national
interests. If tbe project of transfer is recognized as

conducive to Che unification of Italy, tho example or tho
King ought certainly to bo Imitated by all, and overy
patriot should know bow to cast asldo bis personal in¬
terests and bis predilections for tha complete realization
of tbo freedom ot the Peninsula.
