DIIORATION.

Aa interaatlnK and volnminoua report was read by Mr.
%0m on tbe HuUloct of emigration A committee to in-
autre Into thin matter waa appointed last April. The
Mtowing geotlemen compose that committer MossrR
A. A. Low, A. C. Kicbanta, H. A. WHibaiia and Samuel
¦ Huffllna
Tbe lollowlng are a few extracts, containing the im¬

portant points of the report:.
The events of tbe war have served to multiply and

Colargo the inducements which were manifested in time*
mt peace. Tbe withdrawal of more than a million of men
llrom the ai-tlvc pursuit* of life, lor 'tbe suppression of a
raoat wide npruad rebellion, nun created a demand for
labor in the country tmch aa waa never experienced
before.

Vast armies havo had to be supplied w ith food and
.fething, anil Uiotte who were once producers have been
consumers only. Along an extended seat i ¦aft, and over
an Inland terntory thousands of miles In length, these
great bodies of men have moved to and I'm, tuxlng
la their utmost capacity oar railroads, steamboats and all
.ther means of triumport known to large armies moving
by land and water. For horses, muled, ambulances and
wagon*, and all camp equipage, the demand has been
ancooisliig and insatiublc, proportioned to the waste of
war, the vast (pare of country to be traversed, and the
exhausting issue of bailiff waged ou the broadest wale.
The requirements of the navy have not been lew ex¬

acting than those of the army. An in the outset our

amy larked men and all the munition* of war, no the
aavy lacked sailors, chips and guns. Vessels of wood
.ad vowels of iron had to be constructed, and every ma-
ehine shop and every machinist on the seaboard have
keen brought into requisition. The workers in wood and
toon, the carpenters, blacksmiths, sail makers, riggers-
all who contribute to the equipment of iron clad steam¬
ers and sailiug ships, liavo had more than euough to do,
and hare made their own terms. Under the new im¬
pulse of war our navy has increased, in lour yearn, from
ttfxty or seventy vessels to live or Fix hundred. The de-
mod lor men and material to create and supply, is suc¬
ceeded by a constantly recurring call lor officers and
aallors to man and employ. In truth, everywhere. la
.ar agricultural Holds, In our mines, In our manufac¬
tories. and in all the varied and numerous departments
cf industry, there has been a demand lor labor, which it
fete been impossible fully to meet. The drain of men Tor
¦the army and navy, to till the ranks which have been
thinnod by disease and casualties of battle, by sickness
and death, has aggravated other difficulties with the pro¬
traction of tbe war
Tbe advance in wages has kept steady pace wltb Ibe

gepreoiation of our currency, and, notwithstanding this
Ceprt* tation, labor was never belter paid or more inde¬
pendent than now.

It was under these circumstances that Congress, at its
laat aeaslou. (ii*sod tbe law "to encourage emigration".
which has been alluded to. to protect those who seek
aur shores in quest of peaceful employment against the
Claims of war, enacting as follows, viz .

"That no emigrant to the United States who shall ar-
tVve after the imssage of this law shall he compulsorlly
enrolled foi military service during the existing insur
ret lion, unless such shall voluntarily renounce, under
.alb, his allegiance to llie country of his birth and de¬
clare his intention to become a citizen of tbe United
States "

In 1847 Commissioners of Emigration were appointed
br the Slate of New York, who were authorized to pro¬
vide for the destitute, helpless and sick, whose care over
this class of people extends to the utmost limits of the
Plate. They have always under their charge at Ward's
Inland (where commodious hospitals have been erected)
ai hu i.dred or one thousand men, women and children;
and at one time the number was very much larger.
Tbe Commission is composed of ten metnlers, sis of

Whom are appointed by the Governor of tbe Slate. The
ather four are em officio. the Mayors of New York and
Brooklyn and ibe Presidents or the Irish and Emigrant
Paciet ies of this city, letters and remittances are for
waided lbrough the <k mmission to friends abroad and
friends ai home. Strangers are directed on their inland
|eurneya, and others provided with employment.
The United Slates law aims to extend lis sheltering arm

Tlx* foreign saerokaato of Bahla deplore the capture
and removal Awn ibetr port of tke leawer Murtde, aad
apeak of It aa a "aad occurrence ," aa an aet of violence
committed hy ike Waekusolt, oontrary to "tke aasuranoe
from the American Oonaul that no oonfltet would take
place in those (these) waters. " To tbolr lament they join

a request that the Chamber of Commcroe of this city will
"suspend any act that might tend to reward the capture
(eapturers) until a committee be appointed to Investigate
the subject closely, aad Inform them of the precise means
by which tke Wdzure waa accomplished, and tke detii
meat thereby accruing to the oouitueroo of New York. "

The circumstances oonnocuxl with the leisure of tke
Florida will, doubtless, be fully investigated by the gov¬
ernments of the United States and Brazil; and It would
be as gratuitous on the part of this Chamber to enter
Into such an inquiry as it Is in tke foreign merchants of
Brazil to intermeddle with the matter.
Your committee, indeed, do but regard the complaint

and request of these foreign merchant* of Buliia- made
through some misapprehensions in regard to the oiler of

a reward.as au outbreak of disappointment when the
Florida was suddenly and unex|tectodly withdrawn from
their sight.
For two years these merchants of Bah1a.who deplore

the "sad occurrence" us detrimental to American com¬
merce with Brazil had watched with silent complacency
the ravages this anglo rebel pirate had wrought upon
Amcricau shipping, till the number of oar vessels visit¬
ing the ports of Brazil, In consequence of this devasta¬
tion. had diminished to one tenth of what it was prior to
the breaking out of the rebellion, and till our large trade
with that empire, amounting to twenty five or thirty mil¬
lions of dollars, had paused almost entirely into English
and German bands. Yet they uttered not a word of re

gret, nor did they remonstrate with the authorities of
Brazil against the use of Brazilian ports by the piratical
craft that woyluld our ships in their postage along the
coast.
The Alabama, Georgia and Florida had been often

enough in the ports of Brazil to familiarize the foreign
merchants of that country with the nature of the work
given them to do; and hundreds of ruined marines the
captains, officers and seamen, leaving behind the charred
WMcksof our burned ships- hod been cast upon the
shores of the empire, penniless and almost naked,
without moving them to sympathy with the sufferer* or

disturbing the equanimity of their unconcern. Rut
when one ol' the vessels employed to destroy our com¬
merce is captured under their eyes, they are touched
to the quick, and exclaim against this ''sad breach or
neutrality!"
They doubtless called to mind the fact that the Florida

was of British origin, manned and armed with British
sailors and British guns, and lhai she roamed the seus
in virtue of a "belligerent right" first proclaimed by
Great Britain using a license uever claimed by recog
nixed Powers and, being for the most part subjects of
Grc.at Britain, they very naturally overlooked other facts
connected with the Florida, which, divesting her to some
extent of her original charm tor, Imparted nothing na¬
tional in its stead.

In their estimation it seems to have been a matter of
trifling moment that the few officers in charge of the
Florida were rebels against the government of the United
States, and, acting without a ommisslon from any re¬

cognized head, were destroying the very projierty they
were bound to protect. In all this the merchants of
Baliia, whose address is annexed, have given but one

I manifestation of a feeling that Is too prevalent in foreign
communities similarly constituted.a feeling of hostility
to the ling of our country- -the flag which, hitherto re¬

spected abroad, Is destined to wave for centuries to come
on lake, and sea, and ocean, with its "stars" u symbol of
hope to the oppressed of every land, and Its "stripes" iui
emblem of power to chastise and to heal, wherever it
meets a foe I

It would have been a source of extreme gratification to
the New York Chamber of Commerce had tne merchants
of Kuli la awakened at an eurlier day to the importance of
Americuu interests in Brazil, and when the Florida and
Alabama entrapped "fourteen vessels in about as many
days." robbing and burning some, iu the waters and un
der tne shores of the Island of Fernando de Nsrcnhu, had
they protested against the outrage. This would have
given them a title to our regard; nay, more; if, rising
above the sentiment that has governed Europo since the
Congresa of Paris, they had openly proclaimndja desire to
see the great highway of the ocean preserved for the
common good, at the common charge, and held sacred
by all the maritime Powers of the world against invasion
by men-of-war or privateers, so that privato property,
not contraband of war, should eryoy immunity from
capture, such enlightened views would have found a

hearty accord in this Chamber, and our consideration for
he merchants of Brazil would have grown in to a feeling
f profound reepccl.

It is not the purpose of your committee to ask this
Chamber to sanction, by its approval, any violation of
Brazilian or other territory, else, they might refer the
merchants of Brazil to numerous precedents in English
history for a justification of the act of Captain Collins, of
the Wacbusett, in cutting out the Florida from the port
of Bahia, although English history would be searched in
vain for a parallel to the provocation which led to the act

But while your committee are indisposed to Inquire
into the circumstances of the cone- deeming that to t«
the duty of the government.they will not forbear to ex¬

press the gratification that prevailed throughout our
community when the capture of the Florida was an¬
nounced. more especially as they believe that, by vio¬
lating the neutral waters of Brazil, this vessel had for¬
feited every claim to protection
What the merchants of Bahia deplore as * detriment to

our commerce, the merchants of New York ball as a
boon ; and vour committee recommend 'that the thanks of
this Chamber be tendered to Captain Collins for his
courage and conduct in generously subjecting himself to
the risk of censure and to the possible loss of bis com-
mission, in order to rid the seas of a scourge and our
commerce of an Incendiary foe.
Should, nevertheless, the government of the United

States, after inquiry, feel it to'be an incumbent duty to
make amend? to the sovereignty of Brazil for an uninten¬
tional wrong, the members of this Chamber of Commerce
will subordinate all other feellags to an honorable
acquiescence In so jnst a purpose.iWspoc trolly submitted.

Since the desperate attempt to take the life of officer

Daniels, of the Eighth precinct, early laat Tuesday morn

inc, in Thompson street, by a gang of ruffians, Um police
have been on the alert for the perpetrators. On Wednes¬
day afternoon Morris Hanower, one of tbe doormen of
the Kightb precinct, discovered an Italian at a bouse in
Baxter street, and, from the description given, suspected
him of being one of the parties who shot at officer
Daniels. Hanower made an effort to arrest the
Italian, but be leaped through a window and
ran away. The doorman started in pursuit, and,
with tbe assistance of otticer Hyde, of the Sixth pre¬
cinct, the fugitive was arrested and taken to tbe Eighth
precinct The prisoner gave his name as John Cerin. On
being confronted with officer Daniels, tbe latter identified
him as being one of the three men who assaulted and
shot him in the left side of bis neck. Tbe prisoner also
confessed to being one of tbe party, and Haid the officer
knocked him down with bis club. Cerin is only twenty
years of age. He was taken before Justice Podge, aud
committed to prison for trial, in default of $l,fiOO Uul.
Tbe other parties engaged in the inurdorous lurault are
still at large.
