Tito result of Col. CUnehanl's expedition,
wbicli appears to have been conducted wilt a compara¬
tively iusiguilicaut number of troops, has been ihe pacifi¬
cation of tho rich and iroport.iat States of J.:Iik'.o and
Wehuac.ni and the valuable territory of Col ima In
the><e district.; (he imperial authorities seeni now to be in
unopposed possession of power.

Huzatloa wsx occupied by the imperial force* almost
without resistance on the 13ih of November. At the
Brut discharge Of the guoa of the French
fleet the foreign cannula of the place went on

board to convey the information that the op-
poring forces were evacuating the city. Tho French
tfeueral I<ozada. with whom the fleet had been unable to

communicate on account of foul weather, baslcned
towards the city on hearing tho sound of the puns and,
kiktug advantage of the retreat, was able to attack and
voot the rearguard of the Juarei forces. The mater. .il
of war captured is reported to have been of considerable
amount, but the importance of the success Stained ap-

Eir« to de|wnd chiefly on the possession of the port of
zatlan. And the fact that with this port Juarv* lutes

his last Pacific .. iport, and is now shut out from all com¬
munication with the outer world.
The imperial government is at present occupied with

tile extirpation of the guerilla band*, which Mill infest
portions of the mountain districts, and the hrigands ibii,
belonging to no party, have been accustomed to make in
diKcrii iiuate war upon all c lasses of their rounlrynteii.
In repressing these outlaws the late proclamation of
Maximilian seems not to have been without effect, and
The inferior commerce of the country is now said to b»-
conducted in comparative safety. As a result of the
mcusuree taken by Maxiiu.ltan for the paciiication of the
great routes of interior commerce ami travel, it is clnlmed
by the imperial Journals that the business of private
individual*, an well as of the government, is now con¬
ducted with entire security and depjmtch.
On the 8th of Dcoentber the ImpertU Council of State

wap installed. Its members were chosen from the most dis¬
tinguished men of the conflicting parties, whose incessant
pronuMriamienlnt for and against each other have been
hitherto the curse of M.ixieo ; and Bettor Kegil, the Foreign
Secretary of the empire, observes, with exultation, that
"the Imperial Councillors, whose capacity and personal
influence have been so conspicuous in the troubles of
their country, will now unite, with all their strength and
patriotism, in the great work of regenerating, rtrength-
oniag nnd developing our fatherland." If Maximilian

dictive there to no doubt Let « Ont look at homo of
the moot glaring falsehoods.
First.It ia not tree that the "Board of fiuperrtsors

have passed an ordinance increasing the county bounty
to f1,000 for each recruit. "

Second..It is not true that "at a single jump they pass
from a bounty of $300 for each three years' recruit to
one of fl,00a"
The Tribune seems to infer that as $900 bounty has

heretofore been enough to eecure recruits when they
were plenty, that euu^is sufficient now, when they have
become scare. We have three times tilled our quotas
with what the Tribune calls these "moderate bounties."
But in these cases the committee received from fifty to a

hundred recruits per day; but now, with greater effort,
the average will scarcely reach twenty per day.
The proposition or ordinance fixes no particular sum as

the bounty to be paid; but, as recruiting has greatly di¬
minished ruder the preseht bounty of three hundred dol¬

lars, the committee is authorized to Increase the amount,
but not to exceed one thousand dollars. No change at
all hati yet been declared; but it is perfectly evident that
an increase must be made if we would secure the nurn

ber of men required from us. Whether that increase
will be to four hundred or five hundred dollars, or some

other amount, rents entirely with the committee ef which
Mr. Blunt is chairman.
Third.It is not true that the larger portion of our city

recruits arc made up of persons held in arrest for nearly
all classes of felonies Common sense would show thin
to be a base falsehood. But this is uot the worst ol" It It
is a base and wilful reflection and a dastardly charge upon
the one hundred and fifty thousand gallant soldiers sent
from this city to the fleld; and if they had the writer of
the blander at the front they would boon place him in a

trench from which he would not be likely to return to

camp.
The writer in the Tribune is so faimlter with "polite

Justice*," '-district attorneys," '-friendly lawyers," royti-
terions "F. L's," "brass knuckles." ''bountj swindlen-"
and 'bounty jumpers. ' that we rather suspect that he is
one of the latter class of worthier, checked in his mis¬

It is perfectly clear that If a majority or the larger por
tion ot our volunteers are made up fr*>»n police ; ,ibj"ct^
it must lie because the |JU0 bounty would not twin* a

better class, and that an increased rate mu.<t be made in
order to secure this better class, and enough ol thom to fill
our quota. The Tribune could not by any possibility have
made use of a stronger argument for increasing the
bounty than to say that from the feion records "we
have drawn during the past year a large. If not the
larger, part of our city recruits. " Certainly If that class
has been reported to to fill the ranks of our armies and
our quota, it must be because the (:t00 bounty would uot
induoe a better class to volunteer In sufficient
numbers. Hence the Supervisors are fully justified
in authorizing the committee to advance the rate 01'
bounty to some amount not to exceed one thousand
dollars.

Tennant wus disarmed and taken back to the cell. He
then comnmuced to tear down the butiks, and the Cap¬
tain orderod liim ironed, which was done. Rome time
afor 'hid Tenuunt gulled the attention of ronudsman
IVeny to the condition of his arm, which was supposed
to bobroken, cad Police Surgeon l'urdy was sent for and
set the fractured limb. Tentiaut was taken to court the
n<-xt mornlu^ and examined on the chnrge.

Hound.>utnii Fitzgerald corroborated the statement of
Captain Hart in all its particulars.
Serjeant Ix>ckwood testified to putting the irons on

Tennant's wrlsta, and stated that at the time the Irons
were put oil his wrist was not broken.

Officer Tenuatit was allowed to make some explanations
regarding his conduct on tb<H.ocrasion alluded to, and
stated that three weeks ago last Monday he went to t lie
station bouse to make some inquiries about Mr. Venable;
that Captain Hart refused to give him any informa¬
tion; that directly after that lie was sent
for by Superintendent Kennedy, who told him
ho thought he lived too near tne court and the
station house, and that he would have him transferred,
that ho then went to see Captain Hart about the mutter,
and saluted him wheu he lirst went in uud also when he
came out; that as he turned to come out he drew his
I>ocket hanilker-hiet' out of hia pocket, his pistol coming
out with it; that as noon us he saw the pistol had come
out he took it in bin right band, and was in the act of
putting it back when roundsman Flt/geiald called out
to the Captain that he had a pistol in his hand, and he
was at once knocked down and securod. officer Ten
nam further stated that bis arm wns broken in this fall,
and that even after this he was ironed in the cell - thai
he did not break any of the bunks, but that he tried to
bend down one of the boards so that, he could sit on it
and get some rest; that through tbo intercession of

l oiimtsman Peeny the irons wero taken off his hands, the
doctor ..".tit for and his arm dressed.
This finished the case. The evidence on the whole
