Peru; nor does either country appear to have bet
tci*d its position during the interval. Themm mystery,
the not* indecision, ud ths same reliance upon what

"may oorac to paw," without any apparent effort on
either tnde to solve the difficulty "Chips of the mu
Mack," and reared with the shortcomings or bygone
afM, they neither appear to understand the signs of the

times, nor to be capable of practically carrying out the
Vheor'.e* proposed. Spain, emerging alowly from the
backward condition impoeed upon her by the Intolerance
and insufficiency of her political and religion* institu¬
tions, in virtue of the life and activity almoat forced upon
her by the advancement of her neighbors, instead of em¬
ploying her means in upholding her credit, in developing
her natural wealth, and in furthering Uis well being
of the people, destroys her national prosperity by quar¬
relling with those who by ties of origin wish her well,
and whose cordiality and good will she would do far
'tailor to cement. The disreputable intrigues -of the
cabinet and Its foreign officials create the "Imbroglio,"
and ihen the Ignorance and simulated patriotism of th«
press Inflame the passions of the multitude; and so the
question drags its "slow length along" without the possi¬
bility of forming any probable oonceptlon of Its Anal
result. Both nations consider themselves offended, both

arrogantly assert their own right snd might, each seeks
satisfaction from the other, and neither will treat before
obtaining the reparation demanded. Nevertheless, Peru
has sent a plenipotentiary to some of tho European
Powers, and' he has been expected for some time past to
make his appearance at Madrid and Spain sent a per¬
sonage by the steamer which arrived here on the 3d lnst.i
and who left again with Admiral Pareja on the ftth
Inst, to toin the Spsuish squadron at the Chlncba
Islands; but, having been two .days In Lima with
ont making himself kuown, It is still undecided
whether he comes In a diplomaticcharacter or merely
to relieve Admiral Pincon. It is rumored, however, that
he brings full powers to treat in some form, and It is

hoped that, having been born In Lima before the Inde¬

pendence, he will show a reasonable disposition to come
to some peaceable understanding. Both Admirals, it is
known, have thrown aside animosity, and one has even

expressed his individual regret that the notorious 14th
of April ehould ever have been registered In the catalogue
of great events. Such being the case. It is to be desired
that each may be induced to waive all exaggerated pre-
tensions, and thus open a road to an honorable recon¬

ciliation.all the more to be appreciated from the fact
that each Power has all to lose and nothing to gain ; for
while Spain has more ships, and would consequently
blockade and damage her enemy's port*, she has also
much more commerce on the seas which might
be destroyed by that samo enemy, without any
equivalent on either side. Of course a descent on

land with any favorable result is entirely out
of the question. Then, again, neither party appear to be
capable of carrying on a prolonged conflict.for they are

both short or the "sinews of war".originating in the
same causes, improvidence, disorganization and malad¬
ministration, and yet one eomns to leach the other
probity, solf.respect and common sense.

Both again hare applied to patriotism to All their trea¬
suries, without effect, probably from the novelty of the
demand, such financial measures being si 111 ignored In
tli oko countries; and both have applied to Europe for the
means of carrying out their prq)ecls, and with » resolute
denial in both cases Hjxun on account of her bad faith In
former engagement* of the same nature, and Peru on
account of the sources of her wealth being at preoent in
the hands of her aggressor. * Tct both cliag to the prin¬
ciple of "securing pears by being prepared for war," If
we may judge from the fact tli»t both are expecting rein¬
forcements in ships; indeed, by last advice*, three
Spanish frigates had anivird at Lota, one of the Southern
ports of Chile, so thai they may soon be expected at the
Islands; but should Hpaln, in consequence, determine upon
carrying things to extremes, or even to retain possesion
or the islauds, she will hsve to make up her mind to war

against the whole of the South American republics; for
they are well aware that vlolenoe to one may soon be
followed violence to auother; nor can they oonsent to
the close proximity of so dangerous a neighbor, es¬
tablished in the very midst of themselves.and that such
ii the understanding ta clear from the proceedings of the
8outh American CongrsN, which, though laboring in
alienee, occasional It raises s small voice to remind no of
ite presence, ». took place a few days since upon the oc¬
casion of the constitutional observations of the Bsecutive
upon the resolution of th« Peruvian Congress ordering
the attack of the enemy. The South American represen¬
tatives then declared their opinion, in a not* to the guv-
eminent, "that an attack would oe inopportune, and
that the adoption of any such measure would leave them
unshackled, to consider only the individual int»r*rte of
their respective governments," Implying, virtually, that
Pern oould only count upon the united action of the
alliance, by listening to the counsels and duly consider¬
ing the Interests of all concerned, bnt at the same time
taking upon itself the responsibility of fbrther injury to
herself by c onstrained inaction.

l"n MR' Indignation at the anomalous <it«te of aflhlrs,which had iiiiTeaaed to inrh proportions that the
vacancy of the Presidential dignity was freely diwussed,
ha« raitned, in cimscqueuoo, to -ome e.\t«nt jut a cer¬
tain tineaalnoir still exists, and the harmony between
the "powers that bo," so desirable in the presence of »n
unscrupulous enemy, still stands ak>of and refuses a

The
government lias Indeed shown Itself uuwlse In the
measures adopted to Iniurr public order, and has thereby
crested ugaln-l It.-eH a bitterness ol feeling which Induce*
.still further oppositlou and produce* wriouo Impediments
t<> the wonted iuarrli of the administration.

Ing |M previously
numed a jumr In a suit demanded by the son of the Presi¬
dent the Mayor ol the municipality gave notice to the
effect that if tM party sought f»r VMM imprisoned he
himself would follow to the place of confinement. The
Jurymen, however, refused to act, on mvount of
the coercion of the press, but protected against
the election of others la their places. The
administrator of one of the printing offices presented

a petition to Congress, complaining or the violence to hi*
property and the infraetion of the constitutional liberty

"uothlng:" he seemed (hint ; I undressed him and put
him to bed, after which he commenced crying ; he said
If he was taken dangerouaiy ill, ao aa not to know any-
thing, or die, I should call lu a physician and tell him he
was shot that he and three of his companions went Into

a lager beer saloon up town, and our of his oompanions
was intoxicated, and that there were three Germans

came home in about two hours, and he fainted on <be
bed, he waa not sensible since that time; 1 seat for a
doctor, but no doctor '.anr till th» nest day (Thursday) ;
he was removed on Thursday to HeH*v«o Boepital; he
died yesterday morning at nine o'clock lie was uucon-
scions until ho died ; It was a uiaa bv the name of Charles
Hurst who told the aunt of deceaaed's death.
Henry Eichhorn. being dulv sworn, <1<<|>o«eeand says I

am proprietor of the saloon 100 Hester street; ou Tuesday
night last, about nine o'clock, fi^nr toea came luto my
saloon; tbev had drinks; they offered me a bad two dol¬
lar bill; 1 would not take It , another one gava me twenty
cents; an old gsr.'lsman told them they ought to be
ashamed to give a bad hill; ons of them theu -.trurk tha
old man ; they then went out. and returuod la about three-
quarters of an hour; win n they an.n back one of them
got me by the back of the neck and whiskers, and two
others of them stood at the door; one of them had a re¬
volver and shot at me sis times; one of the halls taek ef¬
fect in tho rlgbt side of my uerk, and tha other in tbe
loft shoulder, the man who had holt of me got one shot
in the head: he Tell down; be told tben at the door to
stop; they then went ottt; two of my frlenda, Henry Kru-
ger and Bernard Hagman, went ap to the hospital yester¬
day, and recognized deceased aa the one who had hold of
me and got shot; I am unublo to gel oat of bed in coase-
qutiiw or my wounds.

drink; one of them gave . bad two dollar bill to Mr.
Eichhorn for the drlnka ; the bom would not lake It, and
another one of the party gare the boss twenty cents, aH
the bos* gave him Ave cent* hack ; an old gentleman
named Schaffer, who stood by the bar, told them they
ought to be ashatued to trj and i*~s a bad bill , oue of
them then kicked the old gentleman down, theona
who knocked him down waa a nice looking man, with a
moustache ; I came up to Bellevne Hospital on Friday
last, and I reoogxlxad the deceased u* one of the party;
it waa not the dec.eaaod who struck the old man after
the old man waa knocked down the three man went mt|
in about half an hour, when the saloon waa ait quiet, (he
three men came back again with another man ; the laud
lord waa cotulng oat of the back room, and one af the
men weut up to the landlord and cauglit him by Ibeback
of the neck and the other by thewhiakors; two of the
men were xt.inding by the door, and one of tlieiu flreu a
shot at the landlord; a* soon .«. the first shot waa
fired the tnan who had bold of tbe landlord's
whiskera let go and vreni by the other man:
the deceased had hold of the landlord by tbe neck ; I
think it was deceased ; he waa one of two wbo had bold
of the landlord; wlicn the first rhot wax fired I went hack
into the saloon, and while I waa going back I here were
at least fire shots tired hy the men at the door; I cannot
say if one or two men at tbe door flre.l the shots; it waa
done very quick ; in about two minute* it was all over;
I went out to the back room; I saw deceased tall Jnat as
he wa» goiug out of the door; I did not know at that
time whether he was shot or not ; tbe lsndlord told me
he was shot; 1 then went after a doctor; 1 could not find

a doctor; I came back to the saloon and two other men
started for a doctor; I went up to the station bouse and
reported It, and they sent the polloe down there.

Bernatd Hagamann, being sworn, says.I reside st 1*6
Hester street I wa« at Mr lli.llMll'1 suloou, lt>0 Healer
street, about nine o'clock: I saw three men nine In and
take drinks, but before i knew what lite matter was they
went out; in about fifteen or twenty minutes tour men
came iu; I cannot say if they were the same partlea: I
stood ut the side door, near the entry; they came In with
revolvers in their hands; two of them rushed u]> to the
landlord; one of tbem caught him by the hack of tbe
neck and the other by the whisker*; they did not say
anything; one of the' men stepped up to me and shoved

a revolver into my flsce; 1 then siej.ped back to the entry
door; 1 told the mnn who held the pistol to my bead I
wanted to go out of the door, but be would not let me;
after this one of tin m stopped aside and fired at tbe
landlord; I don't know how many IIrod pistols; I could
not ssy whether tbe two men had hold of the landlord
when the shot* were tired; the l»ndlor<t did not fall;
1 did not know the landlord was shot till the men were
out; the lawt one that went out fell just as he waa going
out of the door; when the men were out the landlord
said "Bring some water I'm shot;" the police aakod

! ine to come up to Bollevne HospUs. to see if I could
recognize the deceased a* one of the iiariies; ha was thu
one wbo pressed s platol to my head, 1 never saw any of
tbe parties before that night.
Other testimony to the same effisct was introduced by

witnesses wbo were in tbe saloon st ihetimoof the
shooting.

Dr. K B. Browne II, bouse surgeon ot Beilevue Hoopl-
tsi, mads a post mortem examination of the body of tbe
deceased, and testified to finding a fracture extending
Into the bane of the cranium, and In his opinion deoeaoed
came to his death from the effects or injttriea to the
akull ; the character of tbn wound indicated that it bad
been made by a blow from a club or aomething of that
nature.

The confederation question baa led to the resignation of
Colonel (5ray, first minister, in this inland. The causes
which led to tills step had for some tiuie been apparent
You will have .seen by the papers how the union ques¬

tion la revived here, and how the quarrel began. Mr.
Palmer ditfered from Colonel Gray &nd Mr. W. Pope, two
of his colleagues in the government and brother dele-
gate»,|uu the HU^Ject. Mr. Whelan and Mr. Coles, two
of the ofposition, are also opposed to owe another, /may
/airly nay that nine- tenth* of the people ofour island are

strongly opposed to conjuration. In fact, we arc go very
differently Minuted as compared with Novu Scotia and
New Bruuiwick that, while It may succeed and answer
well with them, we have nothing to gain by it

Mr. Pope went a little too far, and compelled Mr.
Palmer to come out In print, as also did Colonel Cray.
When Mr. Palmer spoke at their particular request at the
Toronto dtytmer, they well knew, and so did all the
Canadian ministers present, that he enuueiated merely
the sentiment* of the majority of the island delegates.
What they witnessed in his conduct at the conference
sufficiently well insured them that he was opposed to the
scheme as regarded our island. Indeed, while the con¬
ference n«t in Charlottetown he declared he would never
agree to the principle of representation by population, as
it would give uk merely a nominal representation , this he
reiterated at the conference in Quebec. Besides, we
were promised a much larger number in the Upper
Chamber, which promise was forgotten when he got to
Quebec.

Minister It* 1 Crisis In Prince Edward
Island.

(Prom the Toronto Globe, Jan. #.]
The latest Charlottetown ]>apcrs received bring news

ofa tnliiiiterisl crisis In Prince Edward Island. Colonel
John Hamilton Cray, Prime Minister, has resigned his
seat in the Executive Council, and the Lieutenant Gover¬
nor ha* accepted tlie resignation. Colonel Gray in at
some pains to give his reason for retiring from office.
The snbstancc of his statement is that he could not con¬
tinue to nit in council with Mr. Edward Palmer, the At¬
torney General of the province, after the conduct of that

frntlotnan respecting the confederation scheme. At the
oronto ilrjeuner Mr. Palmer, speaking on behalf of

his province, declared very strongly in favor of
confederal Ion, but on getting back to Prince Edward
Island wrote a very long letter to the newspapers, con¬
demning t lie scheme of the conforeuco which ho had
endorsed at Toronto. It has since transpired that at the
time the conlerenoe was sitting.before the occasion of
the Toronto speech.he wrote a letter to one of the Char¬
lottetown editors, in which, after expressing fears that
his island was to be sacrificed, and pointing out some of
his objections to the scheme, lie said:.

In short, I am thoroughly disgusted at the course
things have taken hore, aud would be disposed "to sit
by the waters of Babylon and weep" for years, if I
thought our island people would be taken in by the
scheme.
Colonel Gray quotes also Mr. Palmer's subsequent Jus¬

tification of his Toronto speech, the value of which will
be very well seen from the following sentence:.

I do not deem my consistency called in question by
what may have fallen from me during an unstudied coin

pliinvntary speech at a dejeuner, where controvsrsy was
neither invited nor expected, and would have been
deemrd out of plaee if introduced; and where It waa

invariably the good fashion, during the whole tour, lor
every one u ho was called on to return thanks for the
princely hospitality shown us, to reciprocate, as far as

IKMsible, what wa.- most pleasant and agreeable to their
ilnd ImmM.
This excuse Colonel Gray professes to regard as

"f urther insult, not only to the geutlemcu of Toronto,
but particularly so to the delegates from the other pro¬
vinces, and calculated to bring into contempt the people
and the government Of this Wand." He concludes by
saying that were he to contiue in a government of which
Mr Palrnsr is a member, ho might be supposed to Coun¬tenance "conduct so highly reprehensible," and that tye
duty he owes to himself and the people of the island
oblige? him to withdraw from the executive,
