Good
humor prevails, and those engaged In tho proceedings
aro doubtloss relieved by this open and unrestrained In-

It was probable that
with faculties both moral and intellectual.solimited and
un ultivatcd as were those of the African slave, his Bret
crude idea of freedom would be that of unbridled license,
and that time would be needed to odui ate him up to the
point of anything like a correct Idea of his true position.
That time has now been riven, and tho system is fairly
liablo to have judgment passed upon It It Is enough to
say, in this pla> e, that, if that Judgment wore much more
unfavorable than it must be, it would still award to the
negro tho right to the enjoymont of his freedom.
