The following letter was recelved by the last mail from
Moxico by a distingulshed gentleman In this city. It
speaks of a scheme on the tapis foreshadowing tho above

neWs:—
Crry or Mexico, Dec. 26, 1864,

T have before intimated to you that a cession of torri-
tory was probable. I pow know positively that nego-
giations are pending with Count Montholon for the
cesrlon to France of & strip of territory stretching across
from tho Gulf of Mexico to the Pacific, and ambracing the
peuinsula of Lower California, Soncra, on (he right bank
of the river Yagul—that s to say, the northern part of
this Stats—the g portion of Chihushus, the whole
of Nuevo Loon y Conhulla, and the groster part of Te-
maulipas. In fine, the line will be drawn from the mouth
of the above mentioned river Lo Lo the Panuco, the Hmits
of Mexico belng reduced by the course of Lthese Lwo rivers
to their source, and a line drown from one polnt to the
other. This ldea of Napuleon, once attained, will enabl
him to ssy, “This is the most glorious act of my reign;”
and even his enemics will not be able to contradict him.

Maximilian, however disgustad he may be with this
