PREVIOUS TO THE FIRE. ;

Those who happened %o be in the city of SBavannah on
e night of the 27th of January and the morning of the
#8th will not soon forget the events which transpired
during that period. The horrors of such a time can
goarcely be met with more than onoe in a lifetime.

Notwithstanding the fact thas the city lay in the grasp
ofa large army, hor streets patrolled by the Provost
Quard, her boundaries ploketed by armed soldiery, her

mubjocts for watchfulness and care, yel univer.
ml quiot has reigned in her midst sines the entrance of
Eherman’s army.

COMMENCRMENT OF THE FIRE,

Elgven o'clock struck from the Exohange Building,
and s echoes had scarcely died away when the fire bell
Ppenled out Its notes of alarm. A dense smoke from the
western part of the city Indicated the locality in, which
tho fire commenced. The fire appartus were speedily
on thelr way, but thelr onward movements wore quickly
ehacked In consoguence of events which will appear
_hereaftor.

THY ARSENAL—EXFLOBON OF THE SHELLA

Al tweive o'alock, miduight, the Sames had resshed
Granite Hall, corner of West Broad and Broughton
streots. This had been used by the rebels as an arsenal
for sheils and smmunition, and it was known that s large
quantity of the former was then niored in the bullding.
Eome asseried that there were thirly tons of guopowder
In the aresnal, and this spnouncement received crodence
ot the hands of a great many, and sPread with rapidity
throughout the length and breadsh of the city. Fortu-
nataly this report proved false. If it had been so, few would
bave been left in the oity of Savannsh to toll the tale.

About ten minutes after twelve the first ahell exploded
on the eass of the startled inhabitants of Bavannab.
This explosien was followed immediately by several
others, which centinued banging sway st & thundering
rate for & period of at least two hours With the ex-
ooption of the military on duty and a few citisens all
in the city bad retired to resl. When aroused by the

the cause of such & tumult. The noise bore wrong re-
semblance to the movementa of & flaroe battle. While
the fire gaiped headway the explosions became more
rapid and continuous, leaving ground for the suspicion
that the combatants were drawing nearer and nearer.

THE SCENE AT NIUNT—THN ONT AROUSED,

When the fire burst Into ite fall magnitude the scene
presented was one of flerce and thrilling grandeur. No
pen can fully describe, nor any artist properly delineate,
the awful majesty of the piotare. Th waa calm
and clesr. Fortunately there was no stroog wind blow-
ing st the time, By standing on an elevated poaftion
{which was somewhat dangerous) you had an excellent
view of the whole soene. Bome of the shells burst
high in the alr, currying destruction, and, in
some ceses, death, with them. The lurid flames it
up the horizon for miles around. The sparks of
fire flew through the alr over the entire city,
and in several instances fired bulldings at” its
extreme end; but no greal Ipjury is reported
as having resulted from these missiles. One shell struck
the water tank sltuated within & few yards of Granite
Hall, and passed clear through, making s hole, out of
which the waler gushed, forming an arch of some twenty
feet and having a descent of about thirky. This added a
new and original charm to the grandeur of the whole
scene, The flames played fiercely around the water as
It came pouring out, while, strange tv say, the tank |tsel
remained without further injury. Throughout the city
all was confusion and alarm. The citizens rushed hither
and thither in evory direction; the military were ordered
under arms and patrolled the streets; guards were placed
on each corner; balf dressed mon and women siood in
the thoroughfares and at house entrances, while terror
was depicted on the countensnce of each ecitlzen. The

OPERATIONS OF THE SUELLA—ACCIDENTH AND INCIDENTS.

It is a providential fact that more deathas have not
ensued from the explosion of the shells, From accounts
which 1 gleaned amid the rulns of the fre it would ap-
pear that some fifteen or iwenty persons had been either
burned to death or killed outright. Reports are current
thiat large numbers bave been buried under the falling
walle; but mo facts had yet transpired to substantiate the
assertion. It 18 true, however, that quite a number of
persons have been wonnded Ly pieces of shell. A few
of theso I have seen, but none whose injuries will prove
of m fatal character.

Pleces of shell were found in some instances two miles
from the arsenal. The strects leading to the locality were
strewn with fragmonts of those dangerous missiles. Seve.
ral housesand a mumberof irees bore undoubted marks
of the visitation, while iron railings and pavemcents were
torn from their repoeitories and plled in every direction.
Hundreds of peoplo were in the streets, and some had
the diring to go within & short distance of the fire; but
severnl pald dearly for their carelessncas. One young
man had his arm shattered dangerously, whie h
received a sovers fructure of the leg.  SBowme others were
troubled with scratches and narrow escapes. Through
West Broad strect, leading 1o the river, the shells fel)
thick and fast, and the streets hecame well sprinkled
with the fragments.

Cager are known where pleces of shell entered houses,
wounding the inmates. On the corner o Barnard and
Liberty streels, some considerable distance from the fire,
the residence of Mr. W, Bullock was entered by ene of
these impaolite visitors, The shell entered one of the bed.
rooms, where part of the family reposed, but no serious
injury resulted.

A firoman, pamed John Butler, while on duly In St.
Jullen street, was strook by a fragment of shell, which
tre open his bead in & fearful manner. On being re-
moved to a place of safety, he died in a short time af-
terwards. Several heart rending incidents of a similar
character might be mentioned, but, owing to the great
confusion incident upon the affair, it Is impossibie for
the present to give detalls,

NANROW ESCAPE OF GENERAL GROVER.

The gallant Oeneral Grover, now post commander at
the city of Bavannah, had a narrow escape from recelv-
ing serious injuries, He was standing on the stoop of
Lis headquarters, when a heavy plece of shell whizned
past his head. It could not have beem more than two
fnches from him, and had a propelling force of no mean
strength. Had the General boen standing in a differont
attitude, the probability is that be would bave boen
stricken dead

A CHIVALROCR ACT.
