THE ENROLMENT BILL.

Ihe Enrolment bill,- the object being to provide that
drafted men may hire substitutes from among the names
Of the onrolled who happen to escape the present draft,
provided such engagements shall not relieve either party
from the service due to the government in case the sub¬
stitute shall be Included in a future draft.

Fort Niagara, near Youugstown, and Forts Ontario,
Montgomery, Knox, Popbam, Preble, Scatnmei,
Oeorges, Constitution, HcClary, Winthrop, Independence,
Jfarren, Adams, Hale, Schuyler, Willott's Point,
Hamilton, Tompkins, Mifflin, Washington, Monroe,
Clinch, Taylor and Jefferson; also for the soa
.rail of Great Brewster's Island, tho sea walls on Deer
¦md Lovell's Islands; for a permanent fort at New Bed-
lord ; for the forts at Sandy Hook, on Ship Island, at
Fort Point in California, on Alcatrai Island in San Fran¬
cisco Bay, and for additional defences at San Francisco,
tnd for the defences of Washington, half a million.

A violent attack was made upon the Illinois Central
Saflroad to-day, during the debate in the House on the
Army Appropriation bill, and an amendment offered by
Mr. Wilson, of Iowa, prohibiting the payment of any
«>art of the appropriation for transportation of troops
wad munitions to any railroad which had roceived grants
Of land on condition that such transportation should be
free. This affects principally the Illinois Central Road,
Which has already received hundreds of thousands of
dollars from tho government since the commencement
Of the present war. It is also demanded that tho money
already paid shall be refunded to the government The
Management of the road was violently denounced by Mr.
Washburns and others.

TBADB AT THE PORT OF FERNANDINA. FLA.

Mr. Comma moved to amend the third section so as to

make it an offence to enlist any oonvict or person
charged with crimo. Mr. Oneness explained that it was

a habit in this city and other oities for persons engaged
In the bounty Jumping business to cause the arrest, by
police officers who are engaged with them, of Innocent
and unoffending men whom Utey drugged and Incarce¬
rated in tails, charging them with infamous crimes, and
frightening them Into the belief that they have proof of
the ohniftes, and then indacing them, while In a state of
stupefaction, to enlist themselves getting all the bounty
to whicb the recruit is entitled. In many Instances In
the city of New York it was ascertained that Justices of
the pepce were In complicity In these transactions. The
result was that these men found themselves in the-army
who never Intended to go there, and they had no com¬
punctions about deserting whenever they got an oppor¬
tunity. In addition to this, felons were often takon out

of Jails and penitentiaries and put in the army, and thoy,of course, did not make good soldiers.
Mr. Richardson, (opp.) of 111., was opposed to th«

amendment. He thought men charged with crime had
as much right to go into the army as other men, and it
was Just the place for many of them.
Mr. Gbixes hoped the amendment would be adopted.

Ho was opposed to allowing convicts and felons to mingle
with tho good and brave men who had gone out to tl«ht
our battles. He bad heard recently of a case in which
seventy-two criminal*) wore turnod out of the Jail of the
District of Columbia and enlisted In tho army.Mr. Sherman asked the poat(>onemont or the further
consideration of the Enrolment bill, to admit of the pas¬
sage of the Appropriation bill and the bill regulating the
duty on paper.

Kr. Clakk wid it was very important to get through
with the Enrolment bill, as the draft was about to take
place.

Mr. SnRKMAN then withdrew his motion.
The amendment of Mr. Conness was then adopted.
Mr. Clark moved, as an additional amendment to tho

first section, a provision that the name of the ponton fur¬
nishing as a substitute a person liablo to tho draft shall
bo continued on tho enrolment list, and be shall bo liablo
to further calls in tho same way and manner as the sub¬
stitute would have been liable.

Mr. Wiuson said such a provision as this was already in
force.

Mr. Clark said he knew that, but he wanted to keepthe fact before the peoplo.
Mr. Wilson said the fifth section of the aot of Februarylast covered the sutyect sufficiently, and It was not neces¬

sary to reenact it.
Mr. Connkbs was In favor of a provision holding the

principal responsible for the conduct of bis substitute in
case of desertion. This, he thought, would do awaywith a great deal of the ubuse of the brokerage system.Mr. Wilson replied that the sixth section of the origi¬
nal bill reported by him last winter had in It a provision
of the kind suggested by Mr. Conness, but as soon as ths
proposition was mado to tho country tho papers de¬
nounced it as tyrannical, and he (Mr. Wilson) was accused
of being a cruel and oppressive man.

Mr. Clark's amendment was adopted.
Mr. Spmnkr offered an amendment that In addition to

the substitute furnished by a drafted person, every such
drafted person shall before being discharged from draft
pay a tithe of his income for the time for which he has
'tooon exempted. Persons with an income or salary of
two thousand dollars a year shall pay five per cent, more
than two thousand dollars and less than .five thousand
dollars, ton per cent; more than five thousand dollars,
twenty per cent; the sums thus collected to be expendedby the Secretary of War In providing bounties tor per¬
sons actually drafted and mustered Into the servloe.
Mr. Sumner said that during the last session he had of¬
fered a provision similar to the above, and since that
time he bad received a great many letters, and especiallyfrom the West, approving of it. He was In favor of
making rich men pay for their exemption a larger sum
than poor men bad to pay. It was unjust to cnarge a
rich man no more than the poor man for exemption from
military service.

Mr. Cowan said If money was to be the measure of con
trlbullons to the service of the country, Mr. Sumner's
amendment ought to go further, and tax the rich men who
were not subject to military duty. He was opposed to
tho adoption of the amendment.
Mr. Johnson, (opp.) of Md., argued that the amend¬

ment of Mr. Sumner proposed an unconstitutional sys¬
tem of taxation, discriminating as to the rate between
the rich and poor. Ho held that the rich and poor were
alike bomnd to serve the country in lime of war.
The yeas and nays were demanded by Mr. Sumnkr on

the adoption of his amendment. It was rejected, yeas 8,
nays 30. Those voting in the affirmative were Messrs.
Anthony, Harlan, Lane (Kansas), Morgan, Pomeroy,
Sherman, Sumner and Trumbull.

Mr. Lank, (rep. ) of Kansas, offltred ss a substitute tor
the first soction a provision repealing all acts and parts of
acts, permitting drafted persons to furnish substitutes.
Re did not believe the Senate was prepared Just now to
adopt this provision. Some time ago be (Mr. fane) made
l speech at Benton barracka A lot ot soldiers were
lrawn up to hear blm, and he was surprised to ses with
what care they had to be guarded to keep them from run-
ling away.
Mr. Clark.From the speech? (Laughter.)
Mr. Lams.No; they were glad to hear the speech; but

had to be kept from running away from the army.
Mr. Hals.I would Inquire if they were the soldiers

who were arrested by Uoneral Scofleld for hurrahing for
Jim Lanef (Laughter. )

Mr. Lans. I don't know about that; but there were
men arrested for that in the State.

Mr. Lank demanded the yeas and nays on the adoption
of his amendment The vote was as follows .

Mr. Davis, (opp.) of Kr., offered ss an amendment an
additional section, that before another draft shall be en¬
forced In any Blate, there shall be a correct enrolment
made and all excesses on former calls shall be credited,
and that all sxsmpUons shall be made befbre the draft
takes place.
On the adoption of this amendment Mr. Davis de¬

manded the yeas and nays; yeas, 11; nays, St; so the
amendment was not adopted.

Mr. Hknmucks moved to strike out the serenth section
of the Mil, which provides that all who have deeerted
from the army or navy, and shall aot report themselves
In sixty days after the passage of this bill, shall be de-
privsd of citizenship, and shall be forever Incapable of
holding offices of trust and profit in ths United States.
The amendment was not sdopted.

Mr. Baoou did not believe the rebels would e\»sr a£*ln
approach the capital. If he had been correOtly H»
formed.and he supposed his information camsr<41rsat
from gentlemen intimately connected with the adminis¬
tration an armiatice waa proposed by the rebel oomsaia-

» wnere, but was nyected ; and further, that it waa not |the Intention of the rebels to enter upon acts of invasion^,but to confine themselves to the defence of their own
soil. And this wss all the rebels could now do. He re¬
peated he did not expect to see the rebel flag within sightof the dome of the Capitol. His object wan not so much
to save half a million dollars as, by striking it out, to
have a declaration by this House that at last the time had
arrived when we had no further need to defend this
capital.

Mr. Mowtnx, (rep.) of Me., remarked that doubtless the

Etntleman from New York had more information than
e had; but he (Mr. Morrill) had been unahle to

perceive anj disposition on the part of the Presi¬
dent to consent even to an armistioe, nor anydisposition on the part of the rebels to come to
peace, excepting oo|the basis of absolute independence;and when the commissioners separated aa he read the
reports, it was understood the war was to be resumed
exactly aa If the conferenoe had not taken place. His
understanding waa directly opposite to that of the gentle-
man. The gentleman seemed to think thai to make thin
appropriation would be a proclamation to the world that
.we are not safe and require defence at the capital. Bat
he (Mr. Morrill) held that the war will more speedily endif wo proclaim here that we aro ready, If need be, to fightfor twenty years. We should havo peace on no other
conditions than absolute submission on the part of the
rebels. Instead of this appropriation being an evidence
of weakness It would alTord evidence that we intend to
prosecute the war in order to secure complete success.

Mr. Cdanucb, (opp.) or N. Y., advocated the appropria¬
tion, because we should bo prepared to moot a new dan¬
ger which throatens the country from abroad. If wa
proposed to sustain the manly position which we have
assuinod In tho House on the Monroe doctrine, tt did not
becomo thorn to take from the administration the siuews
of war. The Monroe doctrine was to be tho principlo of
our enlightened people. He expressed the hope that tho
Southern and Northern armies might Bettlo their dilfl-
cultins and then unite in putting down Europcau en¬
croachments on the American continent.

Mr. Brooks' amendment was then rejected.
Tho Fortification bill was laid aside, to be reported to

tho House.

The committee next procooded to the consideration of

tho Army Appropriation bill.
Mr. Wilson, (rep.) of Iowa, offered an amendment to

prevent auy of tho monoy from being paid for service to
Buch railroad companies as havo received grants of lands
to build their roads, on condition that they would trans¬
port troops und other property of the Unitod States free
of toll. He alluded to tbo act that notwithstanding this
agreement the Illinois Ceutral Railroad had received
nearly a million of dollars from the government.

Mr. J. C. Allien, (opp.) of III, thought the amendment
waa unreasonable. At the time the Illinois Control Kail-
road Company received their charter, no mau contem¬
plated such a state of public affairs as now exist No
company on earth would have accepted the grant If the
events had been foreseen, on condition of transporting
so extensively troops and other property of the United
States.

Mr. WAstmuRNB, (rep.) of Ul., said bis colleague had
failed to meet the point at Ibsub. His oollcague bad
gone Into the defence of a monopoly which was grinding
out the people of his own Stato. That company was
known only by its oppression and extortion, having
increased the rates of local travel to soven cents a mile,
and freight In proportion. This road, he said, bad
received over eight hundred thousand dollars from tho
government without wdrrant of taw.

Mr. Growsix, (rep.) of Iowa, opposed the amendment,contending that the government could use the road, but

He showed that the
total appropriations for Indians since 1TM amounted to
nearly ninety millions of dollars, equal to thirteen thou¬
sand dollars for cach chief of the annuity Indiana He
proposed a system of checks to prevent frauds by the
agents. He argued that the Indians were capable o(
civilization, and referred to the former blgh civilisation
of Pennsylvania and Mexico as a proof of this. He urged
that the red raoe could not rise abovetjprbarlsm undei
such a systehi. and that jestice to the Indnuis was neoee
sary to the safety of our frontl< ra

Mr. Cols, (rep. ) of Cal., spoke in favor of the Mil, pre
vlously introduced by him, to establish a mining bureau
as necessary to increase the production of silver and gold,
more than one-third of our territory being rich In pre¬
cious metals.

Mr. Julias, (rep.) of Ind., argued that ths sickly, In
offensive conasrvatlve policy at the beginning of thli
war had served only to prolong the contest, while th«
radical men were from the first In fsvor or a vlgoroui
prosecution of the war to the bitter end. They have
saved the country from the political damnation to which
conservatism would have consigned it, and now emsnci
patlon and loyalty are the same thing, Just as traasoi
and slavery are synonymous.

ASTONISHING REVELATIONS.

Col. Baker, tbe Wtr Department Detestlve, Un-
Teiling the Dark Side of Rev York.

CORRUPTION EVERYWHERE.

Tbe Reason Why Oar Quota is
So Large,

te, fto, Ac.

It is qmNa wen known to many of our clttaens that for
some time back Col L C. Baker, the Waf Department
detective, has been In the city for the purpose of un¬

earthing and bringing »o llglU the stupendous frauds al¬
leged to have beon practiced upon the gorernment in
enlisting men for the army and nary, hi filling the
,|uotM of both this city and other places. Bat few and
imperfect facts relative to CoL Baker's operations oool4
be gained up to this Ume, when hn has kindly placed at
our disposal^he following tacts, will' discover a

system «f glgnntlo fraud and systematic robbery and
orime the like or which has novor b< f ro existed so long
and so openly in any community iu the world:.
Provost Marshal General Fry, ucfli-r the pressure

brought to bear upon him by our Super* isors and other
gentlemen anxious to reduce our quota for the city from,
as they chtlmcd. the uujust to a just number, became
convinced that an < utragoous system of forgory was
boing perpetrated In this city by tho Bubtituto brokers
in 011 listing men, and that the government did not
get one twentieth part of the number of men
said to l)o enlisted by them, and which this city, as also
othor cities, had the |wil>ers to show for, and who have
been regularly croditod upon tbe quotas. Colonel
Baker waji sent horo to "workup the case,' which he
has .lone most successfully, and which will undoubuxliy
break up the infamous system of substitute brokerage,
iu> it has boon carried on, do away with the evils emanat¬
ing from it, and revolutionize tho whole matter of vol¬
unteering and manne r of tilling quotas.
We will iirst endeavor to explain how this brokerage

business has been carried on; now quotas lor cities aud
towns have been filled, aud how the government did not
get tho men.

, . ,,It is well known that these vampires, In following their
business legitimately, would mako a great doal of money
out of men honestly enlistod and placed in tue service.
Hut when the men became wcarce, and profits
did not accrue as rapidly as wished, they cast about
for means of making them roach tlio desired standard.
This was soon found, and has been workod to such an
extent as to mako many of them enormously wealthy.

A recruit legitimately enlisted at the Naval Rendezvous
in York Btreet, Brooklyn, would bo sworn In, a record
tout in tho otlloe, and he sunt on board tho North Caro¬
lina whore a receipt from tho officer in charge for him
would be good for tho bounty and hand money no far
so good. Colonel Baker has discovered tho following
mode of procedure on tho part of tho brokers:
One of tho partlos who has been arrested, and whose

name will presently appear, would go to the chlor
clerk of the Naval lteudczvoua and procure from him the
names of all the men rocrulted on tho preceding clay.
Taking the namos of these mep, who were already on
board the receiving ship, the parties engaged in the work
would forge duplicate enlistment pa|iore, descriptive
rolls, Ac., making out a full set of pa|>ers, to which would

bo affixed tho signature and seal of office of John Devlin,
notary public, making all appear straight and oorrect
These lienors thus preparod were presented on board tne
North Carolina, showing tho men enlisted, a receipt
would bo given by tho officer in charge, which, presonted
at tho Rendezvous, called for and was good for 9000.
Again, there are always to be found in this city numbers
of men from othor towns looking after sufctltutes.to fill
their quota. The brokers employ runners to find these
inou out, who are waited on and told that they can fill
their quota, asking how ninny men tbey requ rt
and how much their town pays* On helm? in¬
formed a bargain Is struck, aud the happy man
Is Informed tho men to save their city from a
draft shall be forthcoming In tho morning. The
brokers go to their office, forge the necessary number of
enlistment papers complete.each list representing a
man and, having attached to it the seal of office and
signature of tho notary public, who la represented as
having sworn them in.this notary in all cases being
John Devlin. Everything.so far as the pa|>ers go.
looks fair, the broker representing that the recruit
has been sent on board ship, or on the
Island. Th« man pays his thousands of dollars
and goes home, congratulating himself upon
tho quota for his town being filled, the broker jiockets ttie
money, and the government receives "nary a soldier,
although tho iiapers earned olf by the men who kavo
paid their money, and which aro In tbo hands of the
provosts of tho different towns, show their quota is
filled and tbey receive credit for the same.
This is a part or the system of fraud and forgory perpo

tinted by the brokers In this city and Brooklyn which
Colonel Baker lias been able to tl*oe upf procure
the proors, and arrest the scoundrels. To do this be has
had an Infinite deal or trouble; but, with his efficient
corps or detoct.ves, he has been able to go to the bottom
or the whole matter. Tho first arrests made was through
representing himseir aa a man rrom an Inland town wish-
Inn to raise a large number or men to till bis quota.
James Devlin, living at 128 Hudson avenue, Brooklyn
brother oT John Devlin, and James talnll, both
substitute brokers, operating through John Devlin, .ail¬
ed upon Colonel Baker, at the Astor House, and inquired
ir he was the man who had some Inland town uuota to fill.
He said he was, and would give five hundred dollars

a piece Tor the men to Oil it. At that time he purchased
from them four sets of papers, ror which he pa d them
two thousand dollars in greenbacks. Ho then told them
he wanted one hundred and twenty six sets more, and iT
they would furnish the men he would pay five huudre.l
and twenty-five dollars a piece ror them. They promised
to do so, and would have them the next
day The next day they came again, but said
they had been able to get but ninety two, yet
would procure tbe remainder In a day. Col Baker took
tho paper* md gave thorn a check on the Hanover Bank
ror sixteen or them, amounting to over $7,000, saying ha
would go with tliom to the bank and get the money for
tho rest. A receipt for the money paid was ssked ror by
Col Baker, which was signed by the two men.one aa
James Cole, the other as Jas. Higgins. Immediately
upon seeing the signature or Jas. Hlgglna, which ap¬
peared in one or the four sets previously bought as
a recruit enlisted and sworn In by John I»evlln,
the notary, as a soldier, Colonel Baker knew he had the
right men. He then told tbem who he was; that hs had
been after them, and that their game was up. »nd at
once arrested them. Aa soon as they found they were
trapped they ownod up tho whole affair, told who were
their accomplices, how tho work was done, and gave
such Information aa has led to the arrest of twenty seven
of the principal actors in the most stupendous rraud ever
attempted. They oonfesaed the papers were forgeries In
everv case.
Krom this beginning Colonel Baker went on and found

out that the practice or bounty Jumping was carried to
an alarming extent, almost passing belief, and that these
brokers bad a regularly organixed plan by which they
would enlist the "Jumper,'' help him to "Jump," en-
list him again, pocketing the city and oountv bounty In
all esses, carrying the same process on until the man had
been put through twnUy "vm timr$.

HI- own detective* have In several Instanoes allowed
themselves to be enlisted by the brokers for the purpose
or discovering thorn and gelling proofs against them,
and once Colonel Baker went through the mill himself,
was detailed as a clerk and quietly walked away.

Arthur Carron, living at m« White »tre«-t a French
Canadian, and a deserter from the army, has been In the
substitute business eighteen months, has amassed
a large fortune, but has made the m.»t
or It by getting men out or the *>rv'r*
after they have enlisted and gone to Governor's Island-
Through the oonnlvance or Sergeant Malherne, of the
Twentieth New York battery, who is In charge of the
rendezvous on ths island, and who has power Ui give
passes to ths men to visit the city, Carron has been able
to get several hundred men out of the service by hts own
confession. Sergeant Malherne r.sived MS fo srsry
man he pMBsd out, as slso did Sergeant Brown.
All three of these men hsve been arnwte.1
and art now at the Old Capitol pnson. Ths proofs of
Oifioi'i rascality were procured by two of the dVlectlvee
enlisting, Colonsl Baker agreeing to buy tbsm off. They
enlisted one day, were seut to the Island, and ths next
dsy Colonel Baker gave Oarroo $*» to get them off; and
bv four o'clock inihe afternoon they were In New York.

over $250,000 worth of real estate in Brooklyn,purchased from the sale of these forged enlistment
iKiliers.

DBBPBRATB ATTKMI'T BY TWO BUK0LAR8 TO MVS-

Yesterday morning, about two o'oloek, a determined
and desperate attempt was made by two young burglaa-
to take the life of officer Patrick Connolly, of the Fif¬
teenth precinct. While patroUlag his post on Broadway,
near Amity street, the officer observed two guapicH. ap»
pearl tig men passing up, each oae of them having a wad
filled travelling bag on his shoulder. Conceiving It to
be his duty, the officer questioned them &* to the o»
tents of the bag* in their possession. and eat
receiving a satis: actory answer, took them into
custody. At first the prisoners made uo »-
sislance, and quietly proceeded towards the stalien
house. They had gone but a few steps, however, when
one of the prisoners stopped suddenly, and presenting a
pistol at the officer's breast, discharged lt{
but fortunately the leaden missile passed through
his clothing without grazing the skin. In ¦
twinkling the man fired another shot, but with
the same result. At that moment the other piiaooM
discharged two barrels of bis revolver at Connolly, and
strange to say, the officer again escaped unharmed.
The man who first attempted the officer's life then lad
across Broadway into llond street, whither be was par-
sued, and on coming within reach, Connolly dealt Ike
fugitive a blow across the faoe with his locust sad
knocked him down. Again the prostrate man presented
his pistol as if to shoot, but a few more blows with the
locust reduced him to submission. Be beggod for mercy,
but at the same time confessed that he deserved all In*
punishment Inflicted upon him. The prisoner being dis¬
armed, was taken to the station house, where he gave his
name as Charles English. He Is only seventeen
years of age and a native of England. Search
was made for bis confederate, but of course be had
escaped. English was arraigned before Justice Dodgo
and committed to prison for trial without bail. The bans
which the men had with them were found to contain
eleven |>airs of elegant boots, valued at about $641.
