Independence.that in, its very tit:.la in Imminent
danger, and It organizes all IU powers and resources to
make its defence to'.o <. par* rmpMt a (which is our caaa
now), it always aaaumea tho power to lake ccrlain kinds
of proporty, with or without compensation.the with or
without being determined not according to the rights of
Individuals, but according to the exptnlienoy and tbe
exigency of the occason. This confederacy already
asserts ike right, and exercises it, to take and sela* some
kinds of private pousiinloiis, according to certain propor¬
tions, which proportions may be enlarged Indefinitely;
and there la nothing more aacred la cotton, tobacco or
negroes than In hay and oat*.
Further If Congress shall enact a law to take posaea

lion of all the cotton and tobacco, and pay for It in Con¬
federate securities, at a certain rate to be determined by
law ; and if tbe owners thereof aha 1 1 say, we do not want
your Confederate paper ; we can do better than that when
the war la over; then they muat be understood to
mean that they contemplate some ending of the war
which will leave Confederate securities worth notblug.

After we are all beggared, and dead or in
exile, Is there a fat uud jolly future for them? It will
never do to provoke sueb questions aa these.
Further: If ouo man's rights of property are protected

against encroachment* or injuries frum his neigh¬
bors, K la by the laws of his country they
are so protected; it is the existence of an or¬
ganized community, which he calls bis country,
that assures him any righls at all, whether of person or
of property ; and without that organized community and
Its laws any strongur man might always couiu and take
all he has got The country, then, has what may lie
called an eminent domain.a hie,her, a prior right, both
in the citizen himself and in all that he culls his own.
When that country itself is in imniinont risk ofbe ng do-

TOE SENATORIAL INVESTIGATION*

Comptroller Brennan's Examination
Continued. '
