The "short'' interest is large, wljlle the real holders of

specie show no disposition to sell, and consequently the
market has already recovered part of the decline since yes¬
terday. The reason why the decline has not been greater
ui>on the announcement of the victorious march of Sher¬
man's army is that the events which have occurred were,
'o a very groat extent, discounted In advance. Bven if
neace were declared to-morrow gold would still maintain
t price nearer 200 than 150} for, its value
being estimated in relation to the currency, the premium
is du|>endent upon the government credit, which, In its
turn, as a matter of course, Is dependent upon the con¬
dition of the national finances. Moreover, as the capture
of the Beaboanl cities does not determine the duration of
the war, great uncertainty exists in the public mind as

to the future of the national debt, and this constitutes a
moral element in support of the gold premium.

It would bo for the good ef the people if facts warranted
our speaking differently bat there is not only no use
but there would be positive evil in misrepresenting proba¬
bilities and giving a specious coloring to unpalatable
truths. By our mistaken and reckloss financial policy
we have involved ourselves in such monotary embarrass¬
ments and oncumbered ourselves so heavily with perma¬
nent debt that we shall be compelled to suffer
the penalty in the future. We have pointed
out the way by which wo might gradually re¬

turn to a specie ba^is, and so check the cur¬

rency inflation und reduce the expenditures of the
government ; but our suggestions have, as we exported,
been unheeded at Washington, the administration being
evidently opposed to any improvement upon the policy
of Mr. Chase.

Hut, notwithstanding, to use colloquial language, "this
Is a great country," aud its rccujierative powers
have been practically demonstrated in a more
mark' (1 manner than ever before since this
wur be^aii. We are not only able to bear
much heavier taxation, but, if necessary and provided
the people were willing, to extinguish the principal of thu
existing debt. Thu assessed vahmtion of the real estate
and persomd property of the United States, according to
the census of 1*460, wiw $10, 15#,616,068; but without en¬

tering into details or stating the proportion belonging to
the loyal States, we will say that a tax of ten percent
u,>on the entire property of the country would yield suf-
ttcient to pay more than the national debt. We will
roughly state the following propositions .
FinL.That the whole of the funded debt shall be

paid off at par.
Mound..'That in order to do this a general assessment

of ten per rent shall be levied upon all the private prop¬
erty and capital of the United States.

Third. That a similar tax shall be levied on all in¬
comes, thottc under six hundred dollars per anfium ex¬

cepted.
/'ourl*. That in making the assessment property to

the value of two hundred and fifty dollars shall be left
froe in estimating the property of each person assessed,
and that this amount shall be exempt wiiere the value Is
not in excess of it.

Fifth..That in assessing the property of persona their
debts shall bo deducted therefrom.

Sirth. .That persons not entitled to dispose of their

projxjrty shalf bo entitled by law to sell a sufficient por¬
tion of the same to pay the assessment, and that the au¬

thority of this art Khali oonvey to the purcliaaera of such
property a good and valid title.

Seventh..That the payment of the osaessmont shall be
mud? within two yars and a half, and that the whole
amount shall l>e payable in ten successive quarters, at
tlio rato of one per cent per quarter.

/.ighth That defaulters shall be proceeded agamrt
according to the Internal Revenue law, and that Intereet
shall accrue from the date of the assessment falling due,
at the rate of six per cent per annum till they are paid.

In throwing out this suggestion. we do not, of course,
advocate it as a desirable or possible measure now. but
hereafter, with peace and a restored I nion, it would pre¬
sent one way of removing the incubus of a vast national
d-ibt under which the people cf this country would be
very unwilling to long continue after the excitement of
the struggle wh.ch involved it lntd parsed away. Mean¬
while wn must depend upon heavy and equally distri¬
buted taxation to diminish its ln< reuse as far as possible.
