At half past Jour o'clock ye-dcrday morning the onrmr,
with four divisions, under Qoneral Gordon, attacked Fort
Bteedman, on the light of Iht Petersburg line, and in
front of the Ninth oorpa, capturing the fort and giion,
and turning the guna upon us. At the same time they
assaulted Fort Haakall, la front of General Willoox's dlvl-
.ion, but were repulsed with heavy lost. Fort Haskell
waa garrisoned by a part of General McLaughlin's brigade.
Two brigades of Oeneral HartrnnfTs dlrlnlon were ira

mediately put in, and recaptured the fort and guna, to

(ether with eighteen hundred rebel prisoners and a ght
batik? lags. Tbo guns were uninjured. The enemy's
loss li» killed and wounded waa fully one thousand. Our
own )<V« is sixty eight killed, three hundred and
eighty-sewn wounded, and four hundred and ninety-
six missing. Among our loase~. by capture is
Drifadier Oeoaral McLaughlin, captured in Fort
gteodman. As soon as It was known that
the enemy's attack on Fort flteedman was In strong
force the Second corps, under Major General Hum-
phreys> waa advanced towards the enemy's works In Its

front, driving <n their pickets, carrying the intrenched

picket IIMT> which be hHd At eight o'clock last evening,
and capturfM »'* hundred prisoners.

For several days past the corps commanded by the

rebel General Gordon has held a position in front of the
right and right centre of the line of the Army of the
Potomac. To-day, some two hours before daylight, this
corps was silently and promptly formed for a charge.
Everything being ready and the proper disposition of
the several divisions and brigades having been carefully
made, the order "Forward" was given. At this time
tho first streak ofdawn appeared in the east. It was not
one of those bright, golden tints that are found when a

smiling sun Is rising to cheor and warm, but a dull,
hoavy light.the usual accompaniment of cloudy wea¬
ther.

The reinforcements having been promptly firmod In
readiness and position for action, General Hartrauft re¬

ceived orders from General I'arko to moro on to the re¬

capture of the loat ground. On the left of General Uart-
ratift was a portion of General Wilcox's division. This
materially contributed to the success of the day.

Goncral Hartranft made the advance as or<tered. As

he did so a terrific flw was opened on Fort Steedman and
battery No. 10 from one of our reserve works, and from
batteries Nos. N and 9 and Fort McGllvery. Tho charge
by th* Infantry was admirably executed, and tho firing
from the batteries remarkably prcciso.

The rebels could not remain under tho heavy Ore from
our guns, and when at last they commenced to fall bnek
the Infantry flanked the fort, and cut oir a large body of
the rebel troops, who, Including many ofllccrs, fell Into
our hands as prisoners of war. Wo also took several
battlo Hags.

Standing between tho two^ines he witnessed a scene
that was anything but grutifyiug to the human eye.
I.ooklng to the Union side, thousands of men were behold
crowded upon the parapets of the Union works, and oc¬

cupying all positions available to fight-seeing. Crowded
among this vast number were both officers and men,
some of the otlloers being monuted. Turning to where
the rebel Una was located, but a few hundred yards dis¬
tant, a similar scene wm presented In front of the
rebel line, Just oubilde of tho ekirofCl line, stood three
rebel officers, ono of those being Major1 Pouglaa, In
charge of the flag of truce. There was now no fifing, nof
waa there any attempt at it, between the hostile parties.
On the right of Fort SU dnian la an open plain. On
this plain hundreds PnJrn Iv.tli sides ran out to aucoor
the wounded and behold tho killed Moving to the left
brings tts upon a sloping hill. On this hillside lay targe
numbers of rebels, writhing tn pain and covered with
dotted blood. Keeping on] leftward we reached
tho brow of the hill, and this brings us
directly In front of Fort Steodman. The
dlstanoo between these two tines Is astonloh-
ingly short. The ground was atrewn with arraa and
plentifully covored with cartridge boxes and other
accoutrements. In every ditch lay numbers of the
enemy's dead and woundod. In one particular spot, Just
in front of his own works, no leas than fifty wore made
to bito the dust, and they regained there, commented
upon by both sidea pending the truce.
At the first breastwork outside of Fort Hteedman lay a

Cohorn mortar. It had been carried here from out of tbe
fort. The rebels designed to take it away, b'tt were foiled
tn tho attempt by the sharpo*** of our entitling Ore.
Not the leant interesting portion of the occnc was to ob-
s<rve tho gaps in the c\evaux d*-fn* of the enemy's
lino, aa also tbe gape In the abatis of our own line.
From those gaps It coul.. >w» easily noted whore the
enemy had poured in and out in going both ways. In
front of tho gaps on the enemy's side lay many dead and
wounded. Ttieee had beci. thus caught In tho course of
their retreat It was evident our men pressed them very
hard and to the lust minute.

Not long after the (lag of truce had been aent out,

many of the rebel private* left their line, and walked
out to communicate with oar men, and not perhaps very
strange to relate, somo fifty or more forgot to go book.
One party, six or eight lu number, providing themaeivea
with canteens, rushed out to give tho wounded water.
On arriving In tbe midst of a body of Yankees, where
some rebel wounded lay, they found they had no water
in their canteens, and hastily made for tbe Union side to
fill them. As they did so one of our men remarked:.
44 You damned foot, dup't yoo know If you go there
fe'll ke ip your" The intorregatod kept on, and with a

a damn if you dot"
Tbe rebel offlccM la charge of tbe flag of truce, ob-

oening that mmdc of tlioir men were trying to desert,
ordered all the rebels back to tbe rebel tine. Tlie
Union soldiers, observing this, went Iwek too, and
the spacc butween the two lines was then left oompara
tlvely door. Soon after there were some mail anus ditt*
charged at thoue at the r>gbt of the fort. ._

Within o<ir own lines wc found a very large numiier
of killed and wounded. Both werj properly and promptly
cored for.

Tho ground ia remark¬
ably well adapted for ench a movement, being full of
ravlnea. The rebels made good um of every advantage,
and entered our work* along with aucb of our picket* m
had not been wounded or captured. Their next move¬

ment wm to cloHff in on the rear and enter Fort Steodman.
The movement waa a suoo«wsful one, and the work fell
into tholr hand*. M«>er Randall wac Mixed by aome of
the rebel* aud tonne* over the parapot Into the ditch,
nt* h ad (truck the aoft muddy bottom without injuring
htm tn tho loaet, and he e* ap< d.Immediately afterward*.
The bombproof* and magaslnoa wore then entered by a

great number of the robela, while other* turned Um gun*
of the fort on Fort Haskell, another of our large work*,
about half a mile to the lott. A florce artillery duel en¬

sued, and amidst It* noise and smoke the work of plun¬
dering the oflleers' quarters went briskly on.

While the above scene* were holng enacted, General

McLougLltn, commanding the Third brigade of General
Wilcox'* division, proceeded to make a proper dlspoel
tlon of bta troops to repel the attack He rode out to
the breastwork* and Into Battery No. 11, Just to the left
of Kort Stoedman, to ascertain the position of the rebel*
They were, however, already Inside the battery, and
captured him before he had time to turn hi* horto round.
Lieutenant Thomas Sturgl*, ald.de camp on hi* staff, waa

captured nt the name time. It I* hollered they were *ent
off to the rear Immediately.

RBPtiinx or rn« mtnri*.
The command of the brigade then devolved on Colonel

Robinson, of the Third Maryland battalion, who had only
returned from a furlough the evening before. The rebel*
were by this time pressing forward, not only toward* the
railroad, but al*o In the direction of the Third brigade
headquarters. The Twenty-ninth, Fifty seventh and
Fifty-ninth Maasaohuaetts, Third Maryland battalion,
One Hundredth 1'ennaylvania and a part of the Four¬
teenth New York heavy artillery, ware formed In line,
and holding the rebels In cheek, although their
skirmish line waa within fifty yards of the brigade
headquarters, and some of their men had succeeded In
cutting the telegraph wire. Tho rebels cheered wildly,
and for a short time fought with energy and deiormltia
tlon. Home Pennsylvania regiments, of ()< neral J F
Uartranft'H divirion (tho Third), arue up and tuhiod the
tide of battle. The rebel line waa chafed with great
vigor, wliau they Immediately broke aud ran. The rout
was complete, and the dem jrnll/.ition of the rebel
r.,. nn nev r excel!' d They eiideavon d to get back
to th ir own I ne. but not more than nbout five hundred
ucoeeded In doing so. ReglMental mid nupany o'ilcers
ami prtui'es surrmdrred hi discretion, About hiiitu

hundred prisoner! were captured, of whom at lev-t sixty
wore officers. Many stands of o»lo< ind immense num¬

bers of Hinall anna also fell into our hand*. In the dual
chnrgo Major Arthur McCVUan, of General Wright'* matt,
and Caput: n a. If. Tyler, of General Wheaton'* staff, took
purt, anil a rebel colonel surrendered to them. Colonel
liorehead of the Fifty-third North Carolina; Colonel H.
A. Brown, First North Carolina, aud Lieutenant Colonel
W. P. Moeeley, Twenty first North Carolina, were among
the rebel officers captured. Colonel Morebead, after
hi* capture, Bald tho rebel column had, tu hi* opinion,
been completely annihilated.

The line was again reformed, and surgeons and obaplains
were ministering to the wants of the wounded, both rebol
and lTnlon. Fort Steedmon presented a vivid picture
of the ravages of war. Dead and wouuded moo were

1} Ing in and around it, and the ground In many places
was soaked in blood. Small anna, ammunition, oooklng
utensils, regimental document* and fragment* of shells,
were scattered about in every direction. Every offioor and
private had lost something, either horaea, clothing or

equipments, and all wore alike indignant. The roofs of
their houses had in many instancos been perforated by
shell*, and almost oji^n' chimncy was shattered. But
the rebels had not stloAded in carrying oil a siugle piece
of artillery.

MHO. FLAO or TRUCK.
A flag of truce was displayed from the rebel works

shortly after the attack had beeu repulsed, and permis¬
sion was asked for them to ba allowed to bury their
doad who had been killed between the lines. This was

granted; and burying part lee from both armies wero soon

engaged on that melancholy duty. Whik< doing so tli»y
occasionally entered into oonvernation with caoh other;
when the rebel Major General Walker rode out, and com¬

manded hui men to go on with their worlj, "as lie rv^uld
not allow any such damned nonsense as that."

Relnforoeroonts were on their way to thts part of the
line shortly after the attack ootaOtanced, but their 9or-

vicos were fortunately not required. General Wheaton's
division of the Sixth corps and a brigade of cavalier
remained within supporting distance for effine time,
during vrhtch they were occasionally visited by a Wbit-
worth bolt from the robel batteries.
