sary to the finuncial interests of the government, under the
present paper money system, that the market price of its
bonds should be sutialnod; for if tho six per cents should
sink below par, ex-intero.-t, they would ofTer a greater
inducement to investors than tho seven-thirty loan, upon
the sale of which the Tr asory is dependent from day to

day for its moans of meeting tho difference betwoen
revenue and expenditure.

Large shipments of
cotton are not anticipated for some little time to com",
owing to tho foreign markets being already overstocked.
