ADDITIONAL FABTICULARS OF THE AFFAIR.

Punapsurmia, April 27, 1508,

About nine o'clock this morning Mr. Edward Inger-
#oll, who delivered a strong sccossion speech a few days
tince In New York, was walted upon by m commitiee of
cltizons on alighting from the raliroad traln st Ninth
and Green streets, and was required to apologize for the
speech. This Mr. Ingersoll refused to do, and drew s
rovolver from his pocket, but was unable to fire it before
he was knocked down and very badly cut and besten by
the crowd. He was then arrestod and held to ball in the
sum of two thousand dollars on the charge of sassull
and battery and carrying concealed deadly weupong.

A committee of citizens have since waited upon the
Mayor to have the ball | 1 to ten th d dollars.
Mr. Ingersoll {s regarded as one of the chiefs of the dis-
loyal party in this city.

When the truin reached Ninth and Gresn sireets »
party of men got around the front door of the car for
the purpose of giving Mr. Ingersoll & parting salute of
groans.
