In the State Senate yesterday the Assembly amend

An amendment was olfered and adopted to the ctloct
that "by tho adoption of tbo emancipation policy
of the late administration and tbo successful tup-
preasion of the wicked slaveholders' rebellion, the power
and strength of tliis government bi ls'air to be oqual /
to any emergency, and to Justify it in offering aid iar
weak and oppressed sister republics." The rosolutiyfcs
were then read and adopted, having received twenty-six
votes. Resolutions complimentary to the President,
President pro lem., Clerk and Sergennt-at-Arms were

adopted unanimously.

The offer of the French mission by the late
President Lincoln to Mr. James Gordon Bennett,anil his declination of the offer upon the
ground that he cou'd serve the country better
at homo, have been the subject of comment in
all the leading journals of this country and of
Europe, tbe Herald alone excepted, and the
tonic ot gossip and discussion in the salons of
New York, Paris and London.the world's
three capitals.and of society everywhere that
the new* has readied.

The Rmplre 1b Mexico.Importsat Vl«W
of the French GoTertaeat.

We publish to-day a very Interesting report
of the proceedings of a session of the French
Legislature, held in Paris on the 11th day of
April last The debate which took place on
that oooaaion was a most important one. The
question nnder discussion was the propriety of
withdrawing the French troops from Mexico
after the expiration of the period of service
which had been assigned them there, as well as
a consideration of the propriety of negotiating
another loan for Mexico, in which France would
have to bear the chief responsibility.
The views of the opposition were firmly and

determinedly expressed. M. Ernest Picard led
off in this direction, and indignantly denied
that it was the interest of France to prosecute
such an enterprise further, lie was, be said,
"rather inclined to accept tho judgment of GeneralForey, who viewed tho position of affairs in
a very different light Ho wanted official in-
formation on the subject, but the government
withheld all documents which might throw light
on the real state of things, as if it wished to
keep the country under illusions whioh Itselfdid
not share. The government said that the French
troops were about to return home, whereas M.
Corta asserted that they were going to conquer
Sonora." Much excitement ensued and the
speaker went on to say that one reason why the
government had left the affairs of Mexico in
obscurity was that Maximilian would be obliged
to make another appeal to French oapitalists,
and he feared that France would in some way
be involved as a party to the loan. In concluding,and amid loud cries of "order,"
"order," he adjured the Chamber to "express
an energetic opinion, if they hod the courage."
The sensation that followed this may well be
imagined.
The reply of M. Rouher, the French Minister

of State, which we give in fall, was calm and
dignified, yet fall of energy and spirit. But he
gave no good reasons in answer to the opposition.The same threadbare arguments for in-
Tailing tne territory 01 an independent nation
were once more retailed, bat failed to convince
any one outside of the government ranks. The
principal importance which attaches to this
Bpeech, however, is in the fact that the Minister
of State spoke officially, and his sentiments
mnst, therefore, be taken to be the opinions of
the French Emperor and his government.
There are four points in the speoch which
claim particular attention:.

birsl.That, another loan in favor of Mexico
has been successfully negotiated among the
principal houses of England and France.
Seccmd.That the French government and its

supporters in the Chambers are strongly in
favor of this loan, and will compel the Mexicansto repay it, with interest, for the great
blessing of an empire which they have " bestowed"upon them.

Third.That the French army will remain in
Mexico to enforce the payment of this and
other loans to Maximilian, or, as the Minister
of State says, " until the object of the cxpedifirmho atininArl n.nH fi.ll fliffioiilHort rnmnvAfi

and,
luA'.rih.Tliat the French anticipate no

trouble from any intervention on the pari of
the United States, but are satistied that they
will be permitted to "regenerate" the country
and pocket, all its wealth in their own way.

It i8 difficult to reconcile this action of the
French government with recent and reliable
reports which lmvc reached us concerning
Maximilian's disposition to abdicate. Be this
an it may, however, there are signs of a

thorough reaction in Mexico against the new

empire; and unless Napoleon be wise in time,
and follow the advice of the opposition, he may
yet make that d' tant country a Moscow us

fatal to him as the first Moscow was to his
uncle.

This Rebei. General Lee's Opinions.Tin:
Oi.d Virginia Faijaot op State Rights..In a

communication from one of our army conta-

pendents we publish this morning the Hub-
Bianco of n conversation with the rebel CJeneral
Lee on the war, Slate rights, the prospects of
peace, Ac. There views, coming from the rebel
General-in-Chief, will be road with universal
intcrest, although bey ureonly in a modified
form.the sumo old story of Southern rights,
which t'ue Hon. Hen Wood has been hammering
at for the last two or ibree years us the quintessenceof democracy.

That pernicious heresy of State rights, which
places the action of a Slate, as a nationality,
above the sovereignty ot the United States, bus
been »he fatal blunder to General Lee, in commonwith all his leading rebel confederates.
He holds that he hud to go with bis Sta'e
to fight out this question of State rights;
but, as the rebel chiefs have lost the
game, he thinks they are ready to give it upstaterights, slavery und all.if they are only
exensed as having been engaged in a legitimatewar for an unsettled constitutional
abstraction. In other words, he thinks that
there is no treason in levying war against, the
United States by citizens thereof, if it is done
by State authority. This is an old Virginia
heresy, inherited from the time of Jefferson as a

MOVEMENTS OF JRFF. DAVIS.

Information was recoived here to-day that Jeff Davis
and his attendants composing the peripathetlc Mouthers
confederacy had reached Mouth Carolina in their hegira.
It is believed they will be intercepted before they oaa
reach the Mississippi river. They may, however, make
for some portion of tlio Atlantic coast, and endaavor to
get out of the country by sea.

TUB NATIONAL FINANCES.
The continued success of the seven thirty loan haa

enabled the Secretary of the Treasury to pay off rapidly
the immense amount of suspended requisitions which had
accumulated previous to his advent to the head of U>«
department. Already a very great reduction in the daily
expenses of the government haa been made, and atUI
more is contemplated at an early day ; but a large
amount of money will be needed for the payment In fall
of such portiou of the armies in the field as may bama
