OUR LATE PRESIDENT,

Tribute of an Old Associnte and Friend—
Touching Instances of Myx. Lineoln’s
Chearacter, &c.

Mr. U. F. Linder, one of the lsading democrate of T111-
nols, delivered an eloquent tribute to the memory of the
departed President at a mooting of the bar of Chicago,
held on the 1Tth, to take appropriate action with regard
to the national afflictien. Mr. Linder had known Mr.
Lincoln Intimately from boyhood Both were born near
the same place in Kentucky; they had removed to Illi-
nois at nearly the same time; had practiced law toge-
ther, and for many years wore warm-hearted friends
The remipiscences of Mr. Lineoln, which Mr,
Linder marrated in his remarks, were affecting
beyond nccount, and more than one, ns he listened to the
tremulous tones of the epeaker, was visibly moved to
toars. Mr. Lindor’s voice, usually clpar snd low, was
toned down by the emotion which he exhibited in his
countenance, and by the recollections of which in his

speech he gave the record. Ho sald:—
I feel that I eannot let this occasion go by without
laying a trib # humble trit of mine upon the

1

grave of him whom I o long since learned to love, It
Is but little I can say of Abraham Lincoln, because all of
his life and charncter has become as household
words, and perhaps, better known than any
other man, alive or dead. It was my lot, fortunatoly,
to know Abraham Lincoln before he was known to
the nation, I knew him, or became acquainted with
him, ahout or & little before the commencoment of
hig career as a Jewyer and o public man. [ was in-
traduced to him at the hotel in Charleston, in this State,
In the yenr 1835. He was dressed in a plain #uit of jean,
and looked liko a quiet, uuassuming farmer. There
struck me then, more than anything else in the man, the
oxpression of goodness and kind which gl 1
In his eyes, and which sat there all the days of his life:
and it has seomod to mo a hundred times since I heard
of his nssassination that no man could have looked in
his faco and nssassinated him. There was oo much that
commanded respect and too much of mercy for any
man ficing him to do him harm. Others have ex-
preassed Mr. Lincoln's charncter much  better
than I could, snd I dielike to attempt it, 1
should fall short of doing him justice ; thero-
fore 1 shall not attempt it. The outlines of his
character are so greal and grand, and so peouliar in
themselves, distinguishing him from all other men, that
it would take a historian of no ordinary charucter to
properly describe them, to give to postority the correct
portraiture of the man. Wherever be camo le bronght
sunshine, All men hafled him as an addition to their
cirele. Ho was genial; he was humorous; he was clear
in the expression of his sentiments; he wus honost.
But in ull his coreer, In all his humor, there was nothing
that ever came from him that planted u thorn or & dag-
gor in any man's hoart. [ am one of those who
stand a very great distanee from the sublime cha.
racter of Lincoln; but I feel it an honor hers to-day
to have been born within ten miles from where he
saw first the light of day, and to have made my
appoarance in the world about ons month from the da
on which he didd 1 have known him intimately since ¥
camo to the Etate of Liinois.
