1 am then appealed to "to reconsider my determination,"
and the letter concludes by Informing me that, "pending
aturtber Intimation from me," theperniission granted to
repair.and take supplies is suspended.

I have to inform his Excellency the Governor that tho
execution of the warrant was not refused, as no such personas the one thor in speciOed was on board; but permissionto "search" this ship was refused. According
to all the laws of nations tho deck of a vessel of-war is
considered to represent the majesty of the country whose
flag she (lies, and she is free from all executions, except
for orlmee actually oommitted on shore, when a demand
must be made for the delivery of such person, ami the
execution of the warrant performed by the police of the
ship.

Majesty's jiroi tarnation with rojwril to our observance of
a perfect neutrality. Wo have rend, with feelings of pain
and Khamo, the ab>;se heaped upon you by a portion of
our colonial press, bat ran assure yon that It represents
the sentiments of an inslgnifl< ant fraction of the community.Whllnt some of us may differ aa to the abstract
merits and justice of the cause In which you are ennagid,
we cannot withhold our admiration of the manner In
which the unequal struggle has been ao gallantly maintained.In leaving this port we wish yon to take with you
this expression of our belief In your unsullied reputation
and honor aa aa officer and a gentleman, and our good
wishes for a speedy and successful termination to the
painful duty IB which you art engaged.

Tike Moving Yesterday.
The beauties of the annual May movement warn not

much enhanced yesterday by the beautiful weather.
Through the twelve hours of daylight the iky was almost
constantly overcast, rain patlsrsd down In hsavy
showers, and the sldowalhs were spread wMh wot and
muddlnesa. The feelings of people obliged to move may
ho easily Imagined. Without the privilege of remaining
In their old habitations, they found themselves compelledto east out their furniture and valuables to the
mercy of the atom, with the prospect of certain damage
to the whole, and perhaps complete destruction to a part.
The spectacle In the streets, aa a matter of oourse, was

particularly heartrending, even to person* net personally
interested in the havoc. There were to be coon feather
beds stretehsd on the topmost points of loads
of fnrniture, and receiving the full benefit of
Jupiter Pluvtus' attention*. After such a baptism
from the elements the saturated couches can hardly
again be fit for use for days, and perhaps
weeks. Magnificent sofas, divans and chairs were also
equally exposed to the destructive influence of the rain,
and sustained injuries from which they will never recover.Costly pictures and splendidly gilt framed mirrorswere thrown on the sidewalks in the midst of the
dirt and mud. while blankets, spreads and sheet* were
perfectly blackened. When It 1* remembered that this
is only an addition to the never abs< nt curae of smash
Ing, breaking, scratching, cracking and defacing, the Bufferingof the unfortunate mover* yesterday may be faintly
surmised.
The moving, however, In spitoof the inauspicious characterof the day, was very general in every part of the

metropolis, but more especially in the uptown regions
Vehicles of every description, laden with household
goods, circulated through tli* streets, north, south, east,
woet, and towards every poiutof the compass. The rmlErationto Jersey and Long Inland did not seem to be so

irge as wan expected, probably owing to the fact that
many of those who se ured places across the river succeededlu moving during the latter part of April.
