Through certain disclosures of the Hon. Ben
Wood we were enabled, the other day, to ehow
what old Blair and the young Blairs expected
to do in a contemplated bargain for the ser-
vices of the mewspaper of the Chicago demo-
eratle fim of Belmont & Barlow. The news-
paper in guestion was to get up sucha hue and
cry against the present Secretary of War as to
frighten “Andy Johnson” into his removal.
Old Mr. Blair, it was then agreed, should
slip his son Montgomery into Stanton’s
place, and then Belmont & Barlow, with their
newspaper, were to De rewarded with the
spoils, and with a degree of political power
equal to that of the Albany Argus, in the good
old demooratic times of Martin Van Buren.
Those were the times when the ¢ld man Blair,
with his Globe, was the master of ceremonies at
Washingtoa and king of the kitchen, and Cros-
well, at Albny, was his Northern viceroy. But
the old man is over a quarter ofa century
behind the age; and his schefhe of reviving the
exploded democratic sysiem of 1835, of manag-
ing the administration, the spqils and the suo-
cession, through one or two party newspapers,
is a ridiculous enterprise. 1t could be origi-
pated snd undertaken at this day only by a
stopid old Bourbon, who imagines that the
world has been standing etill for the last thiriy .

years.

But while the Blairs are thus foolishly mani-
pulating ihe copperheads, the New York Seward
clique of the republican camp are going o werk
more systematically, and are more fairly within
the line of promotion. Thus, for example, a
literary politician of the name of Curtis makes
it appear, through a political contribution to
Harpers' Weekly, that President Johnson secured
his nomination at Baltimore for the Vice Presi-
dency through the special efforts in his behalf
of the Secretary of State and his friends.
Thurlow Weed endorses this paper; but Greeley
poob-poohs it. President Johnson, we guess,
ha$ no time for any such nonscnse, one
way or the other. Doubtless he will retain
Mr. Seward in the State Department as long
as he may be able or inclined to hold the
position. But his recent lamentable misfor-
tunes—from which we all hope he may be fully
restored to his wonted health and strength—are,

withal, of such a nature, considering his nge,
that be may soon be compelled to resign the
onres of office and seek a restoration in retire-
ment. At all events, he has ceased to be the
sspiring bead of a politioal party, and his faith-
ful followers know that they must begin to cast
about for another leader. .

Here that active little disciple, the Hon.
Henry J. Raymond, like Jack-in-the-Box, pope
up his bead. We understand tbat, following
the example of the venerable Thurlow Weed,
he purposes retiring from bis paper, in order to4
devote himself more frecly to political affairs
a8 & party manager; but whether he proposes
at once to aseume the part of King Louis
XI., or Oliver Le Dain, the King’s barber, we
are not advised. Master Weed bas played the
rile of the State barber for a long period, and
with great success; but in the course of nature
his time is at band to turn over the business of
the shop into younger bands. We presume
that Mr. Raymond will first play the barber,
and then the King. He is now a member elect
to the next Congrese. He is within one
step of the Senate; bat, looking beyond that
henorable body, it is quite likely that
in the mirage of the Southern horizon
be sces something looming up, cloudy,
dim and indistinct, but still something in the
shape of the White House. Weed's ambition
hae been limited to the lobby and caucus “sia-
tisties” of dollars and cepts; but Raymond’s
ambition is for power and glory. How far, un-
der this administration, he will succeed in the
mantle of Weed or as the beir of Mr, Seward, in
New York, time will tell. He will bave his
honds full in maneging Greeley, in watehing the
Blairs, and in checkmating the dashing and dar-
ing schemes of Caplain Forney.

President Johoson, meaulime, is master of
the situation, and he is an old camprigner.
We predict that e will “go on in the even tenor
of his way,"” leaving all these confiicting cliques
of scheming politicinns a large margin for their
amnsement, withoul being diverted by them to
the right band or to the lefl. e bas the oppor-
tunity for o popularily as broad and deep as
that of Abrabum Lincoln, and there is every
prospect, from his good beglunings, that, as in
the case of Honest Old Abe, the will of the
people will again everrule the politicians in re-
gard to the succession.

Ouvn Ex-Presioents.—Ex-President Buchanan
has been publishing a leiter to prove that he
was not & traitor. 1If he were not a traitor be
was the next thing to it. He was & weak,
trimming politician, who abandoned his coun-
try in his last message, and declared that it was
unconstitutional to save the Union. If be bad
been a patriot with (be least pluck he conld
bave averted this war. Dot ho was destitule of
both beart and braius, and so consented to dis-
union,

All of our ex-Prosidents now living are/half-
and-bolf secensioniets. Poor Plerce, Buchanan
and Fillmoreare in pretty nearly the same boat.
Tyler, who dicd during the war, was a rebel.
Compared with the fame of President Lincoln,
who was nesassinaied by the rebellion, the
memory of these ex-Presidents will be a blot
upon our history. The race of the old politi-
cians s run. Young America has saved the
country and will govern it. As our stupid old
generals are eclipsed by Grant, Sherman and
Sheridan, so onr miserable old politicians are
eclipsed by Young America.

Tar Hox, Presron K-mu._-l-fx‘.‘i;:nsu_\r Pres-
ton King, we underatand, will probably, hefore

The Real Natuse of the
Double Censpliracy
Crime.

It was once said to Napoleon that the Rus-
sinn magnates, ambassadors, ministiers, prinees,
and eo on, were very fine and accomplishod
genlemen.  “Yes," he replicd, “they are; but
serntol any one of them and you will slweya
find a Tartar underneath,” Thke truth of this
pbrage applice equally well to our Southern
rebele,  All the men who originaled and car-
ried on the war against the goverfment passad
the carlier years of their lives on the South-
ern plantations. Thoere, amidst the degrading
and brutalizing influences of slavery, their real
natures were formed and developed, and there,
in the habit of despotio treatment of creatures
whose very livee depended upon their whims,
they imbibed those notions of society that they
bave lately attempted to carry ount, and that
bave made them proverbs of cowardice and
cruelty. But as they grow older they weresent
abroad to study in colleges, and to travel.
Thus they had a casual intercourse with eivili-
gation, and were subjected to bumanizing
influences, and these put a varnish of demeanor
over the real man. The Boutherner became in
this way a very elegant gentleman; his man-
ners were irreproachable, and his holiday con-
versation that of the politest circles. But you
might, at any time that you should scratch his
skin, have Tound underneath the slavebolder
and driver—a wild and orusl beast, compared
to whose real nature that of the Bengal tiger is
ridiculonsly amiable.

Out of this double charmcter of the South-
ern men, no doubi, grew the donble charme-
ter of their attempt agoinst the govermment.
That attempt combined two distinct sysiems of
operations for the attainment of its object.
One wag the use of public force by recognized
war; the other was the employment of every
crime that humanity bas considered horrible—
such as assassination, areon, robbery, piracy,
and the wholesale and deliberate starvation of
thousands of men. The use of the first means
waa a slight tribute that the South paid to the
prejudices of the world at large. BSoutberners
had & fachtions reputation for manlincss,
chivalry and so on; and, to uphold it, they
thought they wonld marshal srmies, fight their
battles manfully and take a respectable posi-
tion before the world. We, in a true, maniy
spirit, met them for such a struggle, and car-
ried it on openly and bonestly. But in that
struggle 1t soon became apparent that they
were no match for ns. By the time that Vicks-
burg had fallen and tho batile of Gettysbwg
been fought, it was evident that the Southern
men could never gain their object by public
ferce, used in open, legltlmste WAar. :

At that time Davis snnounced to the rebel
leaders that they had undertaken too much;
and from that period they began the parsult of
the more congeninl system of murder and
arson. We had ecratched away the varnish,
and the real nature came out. Then occurred
the meetings of officers of the rebel army in
tbe Shenandoash valley, at which Booth waa
present; and them it was that the capture or
murder of Mr. Lincoln was talked over in
official circles at Richmond. From that time
the rcbel Congress began to hold ite secrel
sessions also. The organization of the whole
horrible system of atrocity dates from that sum-
mer. The fit tools were rent to Canuda for the
purpose; piracy began; the raids on the border
were prepared; the burning of this city and the
attempts against the President were set on foot.
At that time the rebel leaders openly declared
that war was only one of the means that they
relied upon to secure their triumph; and
Sanders boasted that Southern men would com-
mit acte that would make the civilization of
Europe shudder. It was then the positive
purpose of the Bouthern leaders to earry on a
system of atrocities that should inaugurnte a
terrorism here—start the Sons of Liberty and
fhe Kights of the Golden Circle, and so paralyze
the government that the blows against the
Southern armies must fail. In view of the testi-
mony taken at Washington it is impossible any
longer to doubt that that was the plan. And it
is quite enfe to say that bistory has no parallel
to this wholesale and horrible depravity.

And now the duty of the government is fo
judge the rebel leaders that may, hereafler come
before it in the light of these revelations, We
are in favor of all leniency that is compatible
with a just and cven generous administration
of the laws. We hope that the President will
extond that leniency to all subordinates—to all
the poor dupes of common soldiers who bave
been deccived lo their utter ruin. Lot punish-
ment and conflscation stop short of those poor
wroiches. But to the rebel leaders of every
cluss—Congressmen and all other offieials—all
the heads of this atrocious system, we hope the
government will not fail to mete the very
severeal lotter of the law that can apply to their
orimes,

charter of the Panama Railroad Company, and
it is said that it was negotinted through the
clever management of some American agents
at the seat of government in Bogota, As Gen.
Bickles is in that vicinity, on a miseion from our
government, it is not improbable that it is due
to his sngacity that this important advantage
bas been obiained. It appears that the gov-
ernment of Colombia bave required and ac-
cepted as an equivalent a guaranice from the
United States of its sovercignty on the Isthmus,
and security for transit on the road against
all foreign Powers. This guarantee we are in
a perfect position to make good jnst now.
