of Europe. You are already awaro that tha Colombian
goverument, to which the Isthmus of Panams belongs,

has od Lhe charter of the P Rallroad Com-
pany. The nogotistions for the renowal of the charter
were ko adroitly conducted by American agents in Bogota,
that the g t of Colombla has granted jo the

United States govermment in perpetuity the exclusive
privilege of trensporting military and nuval stores over
the road. England, France and Spain are completely
shut out, excopt, of course, in & commercial way. The
United States government alone haas the right to use it as
» military road. 'What the effect of this news will be In
Europe can be readily imngined, The Colomblan govern-
ment accepts as am equivalent for these priviloges cur
E of ita eigoty over the Isthmus, and the
security of the Transit route against all foreign Powers.
