What Shall be Done with the Nogroes I—
The Great Socinl Problem of the Day.
At the commencement of the war there were

in the Southern States, in round numbegs, four
millions of slaves, Various estimates have been
made of the number destroyed by the war. It
is quite safe to put the reduction by death at
half a million. Perhaps the natural increase
will balance the number that has made ita way
out of the country ; and we thus have left in
the Southern States three and a half millions of
persons horn and brought up in slavery that
have snddenly become free. Unquestionably
it i« {rue of the mnss of these that they have no
apprecialion of the finer ideas of freedom that
would vender the state of slavery intolerable fo
men of more Intelleet.  Slavery is to them only
compulsory labor; freedom is rest from that
labor, and the right to “do a8 you like"—that
is, to labor or not. That is their simple, single,
obvious idea.

Labor is at the same time the prime neces-
sity of the country that these men are in. It is
an immense domain, that under s proper sys-
tem will produce richer crops than the world
ever saw produced from any given conntry. Iiis |
abundantly able to support all the labor neces-
sary for its development, and to give in addition
a orop that will belittle the riches of Oriental
story. Under the. worst system of labor ever
known the same country supported a popula-
tion of twelve mlillions, and bad sn aceumulated
wealth that enabled It to carry om for four
years one of the most gigantic wars in history.
There is no country in Europe so rich.
Germany, Italy, France, Greast Britain are
poor to 1t in natural possibility. What, then,
may not be the result of the development of
this district under & proper system of labor?
But oan that system be so arranged as to solve
the dificult question: what is to become of the
negro? Certalnly it ought to be.

There is the land in need of labor, and the
owners of it propose even {o Import labor,
oonsidering that otherwise they lose the land ;
but there on the spot is the labor, and it is &
great problem what we shall do with it. How
can we arrange it that these two shall be com-
plementary to each other? It seems easy
enough to answer that the land must support
the labor, and that the negro must earn hisown
bread. It ia true, too, and is the obvious view
taken by all. Henry Highland Garnett, who
wrote us a letter on the subject the other day,
said that the negro appreciated this. President
Johnson tried to Impress his colored visitors,
some days ago, with the faot that work was the
real solution of the negro question. And Gen.
Howard, as this letter shows, takes the same

Progress of the Trial of the Assassination

Conspirntors.

@ the mass of testimony agninst the con-
spirators presenied to the Washington court
our readers may have noticed a great deal
which is technically illegal—that is to say,
which would not be regarded as admirsible
under the rules of practice in our civil courts.
For instance, what John Surratt said is not legal

’eﬂdenoe. since Surratt is meither on trial nor

in custody, What one prisoner said about
another is not legal evidence, unless the other
prisoner were present at the time, or unleas the
statément referred to the general scope and
ohject of a previonsly proven consplracy. But
the military court at Washington is not ted
by the rules of evidence insisted
yera. That court is engaged inthe
of trying assassins and investiga con-
spiracy. It combines the dutles of an examina-
tion as to suspected persons and of a trial of
the persons under arrest. Great latitude is,
therefore, given to the witnesses so that the
whole matter, unrestricted by the limitations of
civil couris, may be clearly placed before the
public. In this view the admission of valua-
ble, though technically illegal, testimony is not
indefensible.

But if we adbere to the strictest rules of evi-
dence and cast every doubtful word aside,
sufioient legal testimony has already been
elicited to prove the organization of & cen-
spiracy to capture or kill President Lincoln,
and to show the gullt of all the prisoners at the |
bar. It seems that some kind of an attempt
was made to carry out the conspiracy a few
days after the 4th of March. Booth said in New
York that he could easily have killed the Presi-
dent on insuguration day, as he stood very
near him; but for some reason or otber, proba-
bly because no means of cscape were yet pro-
vided, be did not want to do the bloody deed
at that time. Of the subsequenmt attempt we
have but few particulars; but we know that
Booth, Surratt and Atzerott were engaged in it;
that Mrs. Surratt knew of it, since she crled
while her son was away; that Arnold was privy
to it by his own confession; that the scheme,
.whatewer it waa, dlsmally failed, and that the
three assassing came back to Mra. Surratl’s fn a
great rage, disappointed, vexed and disheart-
ened. After that Mrs Surratt appears lo have

Had mot Booth been tripped by
the Amvrican flag amd bBrokem his leg his es-
cape would have been pretiy ceriain; but this,
like all the rest of the conspiracy, except the
President’s murder, fell through eompletely.
The evidence connecting Jefl. Davis and the
Canada rebeis with the conspiracy is morally
very strong, We can judge’ frony the endorae-
ment which Pavis gave to plots to burn our
cities and throw trains off the' track whether
hils soul would bave revolted from the crime
of assassination. We can understand from the
evidence before us why Surratt went to Rich-
mond and Bootlito Canada. It was to obtain
advice and directions in regard to-the conspir-
acy. We think that, when the time of the first
attempt is more definitely settled by witnesses,
it will be made apparent tbat suggestions
from Joff. Davis revived the drooping
spirits of Surratt, Booth and Atserott, and
tramsformed them from kidoappers to mur-
derers. Surratt déclared after his Grst fail-
ure- that his prospects were ruined. Booth
was-terribly agitated.  Atzerott was also ex-
cited. Arnold, aceording to bis own story,
withdrew from the plot. What was it that gave
these men new courage? It was Jefl. Davia'
advice and Jefl. Davis' goid.. They would
never have repested their attempt bad they
not been urged on by those at Richmond.
Booth himself declared to Chester, the actor,
that be had abandoned the idea of capturing
the President.  Sorratt, who was foremost in
the first attempt, got out of the way when the
seeond atlempt was madoe, or if he was at the
theatre, as one wif ness swears, he took a very
subordiuate part in the assassination drama,
leaving the prineipal work to his associates.
We hold that if it bad not been for the incen-
tives from Eichmond the conspimcy would
have hroken down of iteelf, and the principal
aclors of it would bave retired in disgust. But
it ia evident that Jeff. Davis had determined
that President Lincoln should be put out of the
way, and he clung to his purpose tenaciously.
/As in the case of McCullogh's scheme to burn
our clties, 80 in the case of the assassination he
had discovered a “plan for overcoming the
difficulty herotofore experienced.”” With (his
plan, and with the strong-minded Mra. Surratt
to arrange its details, the death of President
Lincoln was accomplished.

Davis, and many, no donbt,
who are weary of the Lostile attitude they had
assumed against the logitimate government, and
have come to asslst, by their advice snd influ-
ence, in the reconstruction of the country and
government thay had attempted to destroy.

thromed the whole Southern States.

It is remarkable, however, that, nolwith-
standing so many of the leading men of the
South, from Jeff. Davis dowm, have been
accounted for, there ia not a word of informa~
tion concerning Alexander H. Stephens. Sinae
the falture of his peace pilgrimage to Hampton
Roads he appears to have taken mo part in
public affairs in the South; and, since the col-
lapse, even his whereabouts is unknown. An
unwilling rebel in the beginning, he seema to
bave reachod the vanishing point in the end.
