He also details the operations of General Wilson with

hie cavalry earpe, which also co-operated effectually in
carrying out the grand combination. He received the
news of the battles about Petersburg April 0. His
purpose bad been to move rapidly northward, feigning
on Raleigh, and striking straight for Burkesville, thereby
interposing between Johnston snd Lee; but thu auspiciousevents in Virginia had changed the whole militaryproblem, and, in tlie expressive language of
Lieutenant General Grant, the Confederate armiesof Lee and Johnston became the strategicpoints. General Grant was fully able to
take care of tho former, and my task was to captureor destroy the latter. Johnston at that time.
April 8.had his army well in band about Rmitbflcld, interposingbetween me snd Raleigh. I («tlmated bis Infantryand artillery at thirty-live thousand, and his cavalryfrom six to ten thousand. He was superior to mo
in cavalry; and then 1 held General Kllpatiick In reserve

April
Ho then goes on and details his own movements end

those of tho enemy up to April 14. These have already
been substantially published. Johnston's army was retreatingrapidly on the roads leading from Hlllsboro to
Greensboro, he himself being at Greensboro. Although
tut of place as to time, 1 hero Invite all military critics
who stndy the problems of war to take their maps and
compare the positions of my army on the 16th
and 16th of April with that of General Haileck
about Burkosvllle and Petersburg, Va., on tbe 20th of
April, when, according to hie telegram to ftacrotary Stanton,he offered to relieve me of the task of cutting off
lohnston's retreat. Major General Stonoman at that

We met Johnston on April 17, as arranged. The interviewwas frank and soldierlike. General Johnston gave

lira to understand that further war on tbo part of the
Confederate troops was folly, that the cause was lost, and
hat every life sacrlllced after the surrender of Lee's
irmy was the highest possible crime. Johnston adnlttedthe terras conceded to General Lee were magnaninousand all he could ask, hat wanted some concoelionsthat would enable him to allay tbe natural
'ears and anxieties of his followers, and enable him
o maintain his control over thrm until they could bo
tot back to tholr homes. He also wanted to embrace In

not want to fight As fur myself, I know my motives,and challenge the Instance during the pasl
four years where an armed and defiant foe stood before
me that I did not go In for a tight; and I would blush foi
shame If I had ever Insulted or struck a fallen foo.

You will ohrerve from the dates that
these despatches were running hark and forth from
Richmond and Washington to New York and there published.while General Grant and I were together In
Raletgli, N. C., adjusting, to the best of our ability, the
terms of surrmder of tho only remaining formidable
rebel army In existence at the time east of the Mississippiriver. Not one word of intimation hud
been s-nt to me of the dl pleasure of the
government with my official conduct, but onlytho named disapproval of a skeleton memorandum sent,
properly for the action of the President of the United
ctales. The most objectionable! features of ruv memorandumhad already (Apill 24) been published to the
world, in violation of ofltci&i usage, and the contents of
my accompany ins letters to General Halleck, General
Grant and Mr. Stanton, of even dale, though at. hand,
were suppressed. In all these letters 1 had stated
clearly and distlnetly that Johnston's army would
not fight, but if pushed would "disband" and
"scatter" Into small and dangerous guerilla
parlies, as Injuiious to the Interests of the United States
as to tho rebels themselves; that all parties admitted
that the rebel cause of »h" Foutb was abandoned; that
the negro was free; and that the temper of &J1 was most
favorable to a lasting jienro. I tay all those opinions of
mine wore withheld from tho public wlili a seeming purpose;and I do contend that my official experience and
former services, as well as my past life una familiarity
with the people nnd geography of the South, entitled myopinions to at least a decent re inert.
Although this despatch (Mr. £tanton's, of April 27,1
