existed along the precipitous places from time immemorial,some of which would do honor to any age or countryin substantial and sightly architecture; but the work

the massive masonry.

At length the diligence, now abandoned by Its gayly
mounted and caparisoned escort, reechea the crest of the
mountains overlooking the vsllev of Mexico. From
these heights Cortes end his mailed cavaliers first gazed

the historical occurrences with which it is associated,
