reluming to tbe capital. Tho artniea of Grant and Shermanare on their way to Washington; the forcee in the
West and Southwest are being r&(iidly disbanded; the
garrisons of the seaports and Inluud towns am being
reduced to the minimum. Sovonty thousand white soldiersand the same number of blacks, who may
at any moment turu against the whites, as they did a
short time since at Charleston, are to hold down six
millions of Southern people. We not hesitato
to pronounce this army of occupation to be quite
inadequate to the maintenance of federal rule in
the East, while to detach any portion of this force for
tbe prosecution of an active cunipalgn beyond the Missssippiwould be out of the question. Wherever the
presence of federal armies is removed the independent
State government will spring up elastic and delimit. In
fact, the military struggle, {suspended for a moment,
will now lie succeeded by a civil contest belwoen freedmeuand thoir oppressors, as bitter, If less sanguinary, and
certain to lead, sooner or later, to a fresh appoal to grins.
A passive resistance of the most obstinate and resolute
kind will now take the place of active resistance in tho
field, and the working out of tho great problem of patchingtogether the shattered fragments of tho Union will
have only commenced from the surrender ol the Southernarmies.

President Davis, we are happy to say, has not yet
fallen into the hands of the sleuth houuds who have
been set upon his track. If the worst should befall htm,
and his escape be found impossible, it Is supposed that
he will die fighting rather than fall into their hands.
Sucii a death of such a man would enlist tho sympathy
of Kuropo in the cause of a suffering people; but his life
and leadership would be preferred by that people to his
martyrdom. Tho spectacle of this heroic leader at bay,
with his two thousand followers, among the myriads or
the North, disdaining while living to surrender the cause
for which he has struggled during these terrible four
years, is of suoh absorbing interest for the whole civil
lzod world that all political topics pale into insignificance
beside it, and the attention of mankiud is fascinated by
it in a long drawn agony of mingled hopes and fears.

Garibaldi on the Relatione of America
and England.The following is a translation of a letter which Garibaldihad addressed to the editor of the London J^ubtic

Opinion on |tho | relations between England and America:.
Sir 1 always considered from the beginning that the

American question was one which concerned all human
ity and the whole world, and I wua grieved to sou that a
part of the English public were opposed to the restorationof union in the great republic, which arose, it is
well known, from causes of rancour which pre-existed
between England and America: but It was a sad thing
that the good sense of the people who Brst established the
principle of the emancipation of the slave did not manifest
itself In applause to the North Americans, who showed
tneinseives to m tne instruments or Providence in carryingout that sublime idea.
May then® lords of the ocean agree, then, for the good

of oppreeaed humanity. Sons 01 the Mime mother, may
thoy see that their noble race le now a days the bulwark
of the rights of nations, and that despotism fomenta dissensionbetween thein because it fears them, and becauseit knows that if they were on good terme it would
be impossible for it to execute its designs, which are

Prince Napolron'a Great Speech.
The speech of Prince Napoleon at the inauguration of

the lionapart monument at AJacclo. in which he eulogizedAmerican institutions, occasions universal comment.One notable pasaage in the address was as follows:."Whatgreat progress has evsr been efleeted
without also, unhappily, being stained with blood? The
establishment of the ltoman world. Its fall; Christianity,
the founder of which voluntarily shed his blood on the
cross, and, In our own times, the establishment of reform,tho emancipation of America, and now the abolitionof slavery In the New World, are all cases in point.
How could the French revolution, which was not only
for France but for humanity.which was the definite end
of the middle age and of feudality.be established withoutthe confirming sacrifice of human blood? Let the
progress of wlso ideas render such struggles henceforth
Impossible. With all my heart, and In common with
every friend of humanity, I ardently desire it But in
the time of the Empire it was not possible. The problemwas to find a principle which nrght render the wart
of peoples more rare, and, by respecting the rights of all,establish a just and true balance of power Thence
prang the idea of nationalities.''
The Paris correspondent of the Timet, writing Hay 32,

Prim* Napoleon at the ceremony of uncovering the
monument to the first Napoleon at AJaccto. The first
day the MomUur omitted all notices of those filet; the
day following it oontalned a short summary of them. K
mentioned. Indeed, how the Prince, with head bare,
mounted the platform and walked round the staiue; how
at that "solemn moment salutes were tired; how the
features of iun Imperial Highness betrayed the deepest
emotion; how he spoke a little on everything; but of
the speech itself.which was the great feature of the
ceremony.not a word. The little ItoniUur, indeed, reproducedthe telegram announcing that an oration had
been pronounced; hut it contained only the first two
lines, and did not notice Uie following:."The Prince
gave an excellent biography of the Bonapartee He de
scribed the life und acts of Napoleon I., and traced a
complete progamme of liberal |x>lirj»"
The government journals.the ('onstitutCmnrl and

Fay*.published the speech after it had been iifbmitted
to tha censorship, from which it issued mutilated. The
first passage suppressed related to the marriage o( Napoleonwith Maria Louisa, which the Prince severely condemned,concluding thus:."An Austrian alliance shall
never be the policy of France." The second passage sol
aside contained a eulogy of American dimiucntcy and the
American constitution After say ng that "the founda
lion of a great republican state beyond tlm Atlantic,
eucouraged by the support of France, wax a glorious
legacy bequeathed by the government of l.ciuix XVI.,"
his Imperial Hlgbues* eulogized Monroe, "the celebrated
statesman who gave bin name to the doctrine which laid
down the principle that tlio governments of Kuropo ought
to have no possessions in North America. " Tic tlnud para
graph eflbccd referred to the Roman question.
