In connection with tlie hotel Is Aquldneek Hall, ths

only larg public ball in the city. It is furnished with a

stage and footlights, and is eapablo of scaling upwards of I
eight hundred. Mr. Hodges proposes to improve it so that
over one thousand can be seated. Morgan, aaimornon
and other musical celebrities are expected to give concertahere in tho height of the fashionable season.

OTHCK HIITKLB.
In addition to the hotels named above there ar> probablyeight or nino others, of email capacity, scattered

through tho island; such as tho United States and Tarter
House in tho town, and Bulunian's, tho Stouebridge
House, the Ferry House, and the Cliff House, scattered
through tho island. Tne houses are ull comparatively
small, and can accommodate about fifty or sixty. The
rate of board in all is generally two dollars and flfty
cents a day. '

PRITATK COTTAlias.
There are at present about two hundred and eighty

cottages for summer occupants. Of these one hundred
and sixty are owned by residents of other localities, who
spend their summers here; aud the remaining one hun'dred and twenty nro tho property of citizens of Newport
and others, who let thorn to visitors The rents run up
from one thousand dollars to Ave thousand dollars aycar.
Many of tho inhabitants of Newport are In the habit of
visiting frieuds and relatives in other parts of tho countryduring the summer season and taking tbelr families
with them. Those enterprising Nowportonians rent their
houses during their absence, and make a handsomo sum
over and above their own travelling expenses. Some of
those houses, erected here by capitalists from other cities,
have been built In the most cosily style. The mansion of
August Helmout probably cost that gentleman somotblng
In the neighborhood of one hundred and llfty thousand
dollars, although It atands on the International tax
books as valued at only seventy-five thonsand dollars,
(.'has. H. Ward, of Boston, and It. Tuft, of Providence, have
both erected largo houses here during tho sprlug.the
former at a cost of about one hundred thousand dollars.
Antonio Zyuago has iuvested twenty thousand dollars in

Not among the least of tho attractions of Netrpoft
may be mentioned the magnificent drives visitors
£ave the privilege of eu)oyiug. The principal on# at
present Is ulong'I ouro street and Bcllevue avenue. Tho
aveitno Is travelled and runs to the Spouting Rocks, a
distance of throe miles from the Ocean House. The
street is sixty feet from curb to curb, and is
kept constantly watered through the summer.
Both sides of the road are occupied by largo and beautifulresidences, surrounded by artistically la d out grounds.
In lact, there are but few avenues in the world superior
to this In beauty. It is only or late years that this drive
has been ojtened to the public. Previous to the carrying
out or this Improvement the land now occupied by these
residences would seldom bring more than two hundred
dollare an acre. It is now Impossible to obtain a buildinglot aloug the avuuive for less than eight thousand dolyirs.Bath road and around the beaches is also a favoritedrive with n large number of the summer visitors.
On T uesdays and Fridays the strictly fashionable portion
of (be pleasure seekers are accustomed to drive to Fort
Adams, "usslng a host of beautiful villas that dot the
road leadcug in this direction.
