Many of you have been
forced for opinion's sake, anil because of your lovo for
Uie Hag ol your fathers, to llv irotn the lund of your birth
or ol your adoption, and seek a refuge among at rangers to
escape the hand of arbitrary power. Many of you have
been torn from your homes or hunted down like wild
beasts in the forest, and forced into the rebel armies as

conscripts, to light for the continued enslavement of the
colored race, and also for a slate of slavery for yourselves
anil your childr u. Some of you ha', e boon subjected to
imprisonment and tortures on account of your opinions;
and all of you have been deprived for years, up to a recentperiod, of freedom of speech and of the press, and
of every essential gurantce of liberty and of protection to
person and property, which is contained in the constitutionof the United States. You are once more free citt
sens of the United states. Hy your sulTbrings in ths
past, and by your hopes for the future, I adjure you to
guard well your freedom. Remember tliat all that you
have, and all you can hope to be, and all of good tbut is
iu reserve fur your children, arc indissoluble bound up
with the American Union. The "unity of government
which constitutes us one pC'Pl®" should be more
d ar to us iban ever on account of the sufferings thro gh
which w< have paved. In the language of Wash ngton,
" It is of intitule moment that you should properly estimatethe immense value of yuitr natinnul Union to your
collective and individual happiness; that you should
cherish a cordial, habitual and immovable attachment to
It; accustoming yourselves to think snd to s|>eak of it as
the palladium of your political safety and prosperity;
watching tor its preservation with jealous anxiety; discounttnan Ing whatever may suggest even a suspicion

To the colored people of the State I would say. you are
now fiee.

marriage relation. and you should provide Tor your o(Tsprlng.You can now not only leurn-to r ad yourselves,
art noma or you have boon able to do heretofore, hut
you can Instruct others, and procure Instruction from
others for yourselves uixi your children, without fear of
punishment. Hut to be prospermia and happy you must
labor, not merely whon you feel like it, or for a scauty
support, hut industriously and steadly, with a viow to
making and laying up somoth ng for yourselves and
your families. If you are idle you w.ll become vicious
and worthies; If vicious and worthless you will
hare no friends, and will at last perleb. "In the sweat
or thy fane shalt thou eat bread ail tho days of thy life."
The same Providence that baa ly stowed freedom upon
you has told you that diligence In business Is required of
all His creatures; and yon cannot expect that your race
will csrnpo ultimate extinction If you wilfully violate or
disregard tbls, one of Hie great commands. Freedom
does not mean that one may do as he pleases, but that
every one mny. by Industry, frugality and temperance,
improve bis condition aud enjoy the fruits of his own labors,so long aa be obeys the laws. I have no prejudice

On the contrary, while I am a white man,
and while my lot is with ray own color, yet I sympathize

Our advices from England mention the death of Sir

Joseph Puxton. C B , the architect of the find exhibit on

building in London, in 1851, known as the Crystal Palace.Born of the humblest parentage, according to one
account In Bedfordshire, England, but according to an-

other statement lr. Scotland, by Iiir innate ability ho rose
to a position of considerable honor and emolument. Enteringthe Hervlce of the late Duke of Devonshire ns a
landscape gurdnnor, he rose till the magnificent grounds
of Chatsworth were placed under his sole charge. When
tho groat exhibition project was Inaugurated by Prince
Albert, Paxton had Just designed for his employer's gardena jiulm house of glasg and iron. Tho idea struck hitn
that a building of similar construction would he available
for the great international show. lie followed up the
thought; his novol design was submitted bv the Duke
to the royal commissioners, and with some
doubt and hesitation was adopted. A sheet of
Molting paper, on which Paxton sketched his
llrst rough conception of the great exhibition
Is still pre orvod. How admirably the plan devised by
ll.is uncitlturod gardener answored is a matter of history,
und his best monument remains in the present Crystal
Palace at Sydenham From comparative obscurity Paxtoncose at ouro to opulence and knighthood. He ren
dciod iniportaut services to Ids country in other respects,
and especially in organizing the army works corps of
the Crimean war. Sir Joseph Paxton sat tor somo time
In tho British Parliament. He was democratic in his
syinpnthiei.s great admirer of America. Born In 1404,
ho reached hi* sixty-first year when bis death occurr. d.

From England the death is also reported of tha Right

as Commissioner for Low r Canudt In 1835. Sir Charles
Gray died at the patriarchal age of eighty.
Detective Robert King, of Slew York.
About ten days ago Detective Robert King, while in tha

diet hurgo of his duty at the Peterson Race Course, was

partially overcome by the extreme heat, after which ha
complained of great pain In his head but notao as to incapacitatehim from business till Thursday or Friday
last. On S inday ho grow worso, and exhibited symptoms
of temporary liberation of mind, and quite unexpectedly,at ten o'clock yesterday morning, Mr. King diod at his
late residence, 112 Sullivan street, from congestion of the
brain, superinduced, doubtless, by tbo partial sunstroke
he recoived at l*atorson. Mr. King was a very shrewd
and efficient officer, as tho criminal records will ihow.
He has, perhaps, mode as many important arrets aa
almost any other member of the detectve force, and
many cases requiring talent, sagacity and cool judgment
have been entrusted to his care to "work up.'' After
the flight of Charles Wmsor, an officer of the Mercantile
Bank of this city, w th about two hundred and fifty
thousand dollars of his employers' money, Detective King
was sent to Kngli.ud to bring home the defnultor, and
sncr eded In arresting hbn but. owing lo the many legal
barriers thrown In his way, he wan compelled to rotnrn
to Now York without ht:« man. Mr. King served with
crodit In the Mexican war, re< elvlng a severe wound on
tho bead. After his return he becsine a member
of the Municipal police, and faithfully discharged
bis duties as an officer. After the

'

organization
of the present Metropolitan police force In 1867 Mr.
King wus appointed a detective, the dutiee of which
position ho discharged wiih marked ability till 1802,
when ho resigned and assisted in recruiting the
One Hundred and Thirty-third (Metropolitan) regiment
New York Voluteers. He received a captain's commission,and with the regiment left for the seat of war. The
regiment participated In the seige of Port Hud«nn, and
likewise in the Bed river ami other Important campaigns
of the war. Mr. King's health falling him he waa

honorably discharged, and, returning home, the Commissionersreappointed him on the deteriive force. He
has left a widow and several grown children, besides
numerous devoted friends to mourn his death. Mr.
King waa about forty-three years of age The lltno for
