The air is soil and balmy, the streams glido
emopthly on, regardless of the ruin around, and all earth
and Heaven proclaim more forcibly than ever, the hand
that made us is divine.

are returning to their once happy homes, after such
hardships as refugees only can know, and are patching up
any outbuildings at band for a temporary residence,until the "great house" can be rebuilt and former comfortscollected around them. The negroes are very quiet
and very earnest In their desire to earn something" to live
upon, and in Orange county they can be hired for their
food and quarters; hut this does not pertain in
Culpepper and Fauquier, where labor la scarce
and in demand, as nearly every negro.man, woman
and oblld. left home, early in the war, with
the hope of an Improved condition In the crowded streets
of Alexandria and Washington. The supply, however,
will be equal, and perhaps more than equal, to the demandswhen the farmers aro once more prepared to cultivatetheir lands; but Just now thore Is a feeling of oppressiveuncertainty banging over every msn's head, and
until courts are established, magistrates, sheriUb, surveyors,commissioners, Ac., are soi»ointed. this feeling will
prevail, and tend materially to retard the development of
the agricultural resources of the country, and of that desre to do their duty ss good end loyal citizens, which is
the sincere and hearty wish of nine-tenths of the people
of Virginia, now that the terrible struggle is over, and
which has boen decided finally against them. The farmersneed nearly every article necessary to a successful
cultivation of their lands, and with but vary limited
means for purchasing them, no credit, and an ontlrely
new system of labor to contend with, the problemof success seems to be one of difficult
solution; but with industry, skill and integrity, the
prolific soil will soon supply their wants, and in a few

j years one will scarcely be ahlo to recognise this as the
classic battle ground of Uio two celebrated armies of the
Potomac and Northern Virginia.

appointment of a Proviaonal Governor for South Carolina.The delegation here do not all represent the Unionistsof the State, the few there are to represent. One,
who alms to be tbo giver of advice to President Johnson,
has declared in Charleston that he "wished the Yankeeshod but ono throat that he might cut It." Another
declared that he "would burn bia house rather than that
a damned Yankee should pollute it with bia presence
and so on through the entire list It is likely, therefore,
that South Carolina will be suffered to lie out in the cold
for the present.

Or. A. G. Mackey, the newly appointed Collector at

Charleston, has relumed to the,city after hie visit to
West Point, and is showing up this pscudo South Carolinadelegation in vivid colors. He charges that the men
composing the delegation now here were original secessionistsThey admit it to be true, end attempt no concealmentColouel Yatee, of the delegation, entered Port
Sumter immediately after its evacuation by Major Anderson,and remained in the rebel military service until the
surrender of Joe Johnston. Others of the delegation voted
and acted as consistent secessionists throughout They are

now here acknowledging themselves defeated and subjugated.They ask nothing but pardon and early action in

appointing civil officers. The State Is at present with-
out law, lie citizens are completely uumoieu, a leuriui

proportion of tbem are literally destitute of all means of
support and starving, all manner of lawlessness and
crime is alarmingly on tbe increase, and the only hope
for public or private virtue Is admitted to lie in tbe protectionof federal law. Tbe names of cx-Congrcssman
William W. Boyce and Mr. Mcllliley, are among thoso
submitted by tbe delegation as certain to give entire
aatisfactlon to tbe 8tale, although they disclaim all de
