Prior lo the spring of lft«a iuu'-b of the proper work of

the department hud he«u executed more or laae imperfectly,by commissaries in the Held, acting under the
double and sometimes conflicting orders or their com
maadere and this bureau. Thin wan neceaaary, either as

* concession, always reluctantly yielded to the claims of
authority, made by the commanden, or aa to the onto
thing that could be done under the appointment of utnceramade aud directed by the War Department, to report
to them, when neither the numbor of troope nor the plant,
of their commander* were made known to the CommissaryUewral. For it is a fact, and has been a constant
cause of embarrassment to the bureau, that in
only two caeca has It ever been officially
notitied of contemplated movements of iui|>ort
once, and in none has it hail an opportunity
of working the bureau to rnaet the neceositiea or cunt in
gencirs or campaign. But when It became obvious (hat
the army must be subsisted from within our Confederate
limits, it formed a plan to aeoure everything that wa<<

possible, knowing that all, and more than all, would be
needed. The plan was to appoint one chief commissary
for each State, to district the Slatek. and to sub divide
these districts; to appoint proper officer* and acenta in
these districts and sub-divisions, and 16 supply them
with money and all proper facilities for purchase :md ac.

cumulation. Each officer was to appoiut his own immediatesubordinate*, or to take such as the bureau had
already in position, and Uie whole organization v.as put
to work under t><» general supervision of the bureau It

But an obstacle nearly as great us scarcity of mouey

has been the want of, or defect in, trkiis|M>riaiion, boih
by wagon and rail, but especially the ia:ter. Although
under tho organization of the War Department the departmentsof Quartermaster General and Commicwry
General h id bc.n separated, yet the furnishing of subsistencewas ne o»s::rily so cluscly connected with trims-
portntion that the subject engaged the attention of the
bureau so soon at the government was established in
Richmond. This J know from having been consulted by '

the rommissary General on the rubjeet a fev.- day* after
his arrival. 1 at once took liini to a dutiiigiiiihcd railroadpresident, who I knew had heeu bending Ins alien-
lion to the sauii subject, and had projected a thorough
freight schedule from New Orleans to Richmond. With
that gentleman he went at once to the Quartermaster
General, by whom the plan wa. not adopted. From that
unit in" inwresi in mo midjc i uas oei n uopt uti\e ny
the constant failures in thnt brauch of lie p bll' orvict),
and the many nan iw risks of starvation to the urmy in
conseipienee; and hi« ettort* have been unUapfiing to
prevent iIivMtur lrotn thai <auge. In September, 1802.
\?hon i' was determined to erect the railroad adminlitra1
Hon iuto a bureau, he .'ook to Mr. Duvif, at his request,
a geutlemun whom he thought suitabl to the task of
masl> i'in^ the quextlon; anil it' lie can be said to have
intruded into anything it i; into thai business. During
the administration of each u«i retiiry of War he has been
a<;ti\e in his eltbrts in this regard. Let it suffice here to
nay. at, an ins'anuaof thin, that his teller book for the
year la~t past has beeu examined soui. what hastily to
furnish i vliVnoe on this-- head to t he oomraittoe; and that
the examination disclosed upwards of thirty cases in
\vhii,h he treated tho subject ut greater or less length in
lutten-; and endorsements. Ot' the.-e seventeen were
addie>sed to the Secretary of War, oue to General Lee,
and one i<> General Kragp. I have myi<clf witnessed
tsr.eral conversations cn this sr.fije! i bctvvoeu the I 'oui-
mihsary io-neral and the Sivrctary of War, in which he
pre.-aed his point with a persistence which, on any other
Mityeel, I should havo thought pertinacity; and 1 lake It
for granted he had others of a similar ebarantcr, when I
was not present. 1 have also hoard conversations be
tween himself and various members of ("ougresa on the
same subject. He had reason for the interest thus manifested.

THK DAKUKH TO I.KE'H AKMV.
Five times before the 14th December had, General

Lee's army been reduced to one or two day's rations for
wmit of tr»ns|mrtatlou. On the »1 of May, two days beforethe battles of but spring commenced. there were
hut two days' ration;: for his army in this city. On the
23d June, wbea the federal »;<-nerals Wilson and Kantz
cut the l'anviltisiUilroad, which was not repaired for
twenty three days, we had only thirteen days' rations on
hand for General l.c?'s army, and to reed it we had to
oiler market rates for wheat, then uncut or shocked iu
the Held.thereby iii'-urrinsr an excess of expenditure,
which. if invested in corn aud trausportatiou. would
have mm ml ten millions of bread raiious from Augimta
to Richmond.

WH/i THE I'ltiHOSKKH ATM.
The fediril prisoners who8-> removal ho hud

repeatedly requested to an abundant country where
they might get. their supplies on the bpot, were not removeduntil the spring of 1804, when they had consumedour entire, ivnwvr <>f thirty thousand barrels of
flour. General I/je tiad tiryed the imi»ortancc or having
at least thirty dayV re «irve bore, or here and nt Lynchburg,uad it waa a duty to meet his wishe«.» The Comiuis*aryGeneral thought that uo m* atis of doing it
should be aegleeted or omitted. Nbt only did he protest
aguinst the Iii'lure or transportation, but ou several occasionshe ventured »o ituggest remedies. One of these,
3 vera I times urged by him, was very simple. It was to
op a!! passenger trains and, if necesnuj, all private

freight irains until the government freight should be
brought, on. In January the >ecretary of War had
promised that it should be doue. The order, however,
w*.« not give until March or April. At once government
freight poured in. aud an two weeks we bad more subsistenceon hand than we bud accumulated tieforo in uny
one month. But in a very short time the onler was revoked,and we soon relapsed Into our former condition as
to transportation, in whieh we have continued ever since,
except that it has been constantly growing worse. What
it la at present the cuinmitteI presume, know as well
or butter than I do.
