"Th* Ring." This society, following the illustrious exampleof (he Mozart Napoleon, jobbed out the laws and
franchises of the city to the highest bidders, and sold
their voles for and against affairs of public concern with
equal facility to political friend or foe, except in cases of
great iMirty torment. That ring is as perfect to day as
ever. It seems to bo tho veritable serpent with bis tail
in his mouth by which the ancients symbolized eternity
The Mogul Is in a foreign land, but his "moral cfrect"
still guides and controls tho oath bound gang of thieves
who prey upon the long suffering taxpayers and taxearnersof this city.
In 1864, the year preceding that in which the ring got

into full operation, our taxes weie lees than $4,860,000
on a valuation of $462,000,000. Next year thoy increased
the tax a million of dollars, or twonty-two per cent; the
next year they r.iisod it $1,200,000; in 1867 they puslrd
it up nearly another twelve hundred thousand; In 1868
some of their big jobs failed in consequence of dissensionsamong themselves, and they let us up with an increaseof only half a million. But this leniency was
atoned for in 1859 by putting on nearly thirteen hundred
thousand dollars, making the amount of tax $9,860,i»26,
an Increase in flve years of $5,015,646, or more than ono
hundred per cent. In tho'meantime, as a part of the
scheme, thoy had done their utmost to cover this glaring
robbery by increasing the valuation of taxable property
in similar proportion; but that defied even their
almost inexhaustible ingenuity; they could only raise it
from four hundred and sixty two millions to five
hundred and fifty-one mill ons, or less than twentv per

1SS6 h^,m» .,,rn.rinill' Wnftft
was Again a candidate for Muyor, and in order to stand a
chance there mu/t be at least a show of retrenchment;
and so the ring let up a little, and In tho estimates for
1860. made up before the vote for Mayor, so as to he
available as an electioneering document, they actually
reduced the amount of tho tax from the current year
(lS5f»). To he .-tiro thoy did not tako off nvich, only a
trifle over ono huudnil thousand dollars; but it was
enough to show R good dispo;-ition, and they oo-'ld snfnly
fay that no such event had occurred sinco the very year
that Wood was first elected. So the taxes in 1300 were
nino million seven hundred and fifty nine thousand dollars,on a valuation of live hundred and seventy-seven
millions. But iu 1861, the ring being fully restored to
power in tho party as well as in the Common Council,
they made us sweat under a tax bill of eleven million
six hundred and twenty-seven thousand six hundred
and thirty-two dollars, and that on a valuation
of five hundred and eiglitytwo millions, only five
millions more than that of tho previous year. Of course
the war was the excuse; but the ring was the cause.the
war brought gri-t to their mill, they readily saw more
frequent occasions for plunder, and found, in the absorptionot public intercut in tho national struggle, the very
time when thoy could steal w ith impunity. So from year
to year thoy have rushed up the grand total, until, for
1866, they come down upon us, after deducting every
dollar they can hope for in the shape of income, for
$17,246,<S09.near four times as much as in 18M. Tho
most they can make their taxable basis is six hundred
and nine millions, only one hundred and twontytwo
millions, or twenty-five per cent, more than ten years
ago. Tho rate of tax this year will be two dollars and
eighty cents on every hundred dollars, or nearly tbreo
percent., not on incomes and profits of trado only, but
on houses, ffoods. 4c..indeed, everything that a man
bath.
We need no better proof of the agency of the ring In

this fearful increase than th.* divisions of the total,
whonce it appears that the "city" demands $10,186,1)68;
the county, $4,634,200; the St.ito only $3,000,000. The
ring are i.uabie to manago the State account at all; they
have but inferential power In county afl'ah-3; but over tho
city figures they retgn supreme. Hence, while tho Stato
shows no rapid incrense, and that of the county If very
moderate, the city has* swept up from l"ss than $2,000,000
in 1S64 to moro than $10,000,000 in 1865.

The Charges Against the Officers of the
United States District Court of Northern
Florida.

TO Till EDITOR OF TIIE HERALD.
Nkw York, July 31,1R09.

In the letter of your correspondent at Jncksonville,
Fla., published in the Hmald of yesterday, I notice
Fomo very severe and unjust reflections upon the Judge
and the Marshal of tho United States District Court for
the Northern District of Florida, which, though having
no possible intorest in the matter except that of common
Justice, I cannot see go uncorrected.

I havo t>e< n living in Jacksonville most of the tlmo
since that place was occupid by our troops, and have
known every step taken by the Judge and the Marshal
regarding property in that place. Thore has boon no

property condemned by the Court since the downfall of
the rebellion, and I know that no property was condemnedbefore that time, except that of persons who
were outside of our lines and were proved to have been
actively engaged in promoting the rebellion. Some of
the property, however, which was condemned before is
being sold since the war ended. The District Attorney
is now proceeding against the estates of those who come

under the oxcepted classes in the proclamation of am-
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brought lo trial, however. Nor has the Judge boon tn
the State at all since these proceedings wero comment d.

AH IMPORTANT ADDRESS.

On Tuesday evening last Rov Goorgo G. Smith deliveredan addro.ss in Trinity church on the "Duty of the
Young Men of Georgia at the Present Hour." It Is a
noticeable fact that no public address here by a Northern
man, or entertainment of any kind under Northern
auspices, has ever beeu attended to any extont by old
residents of Savannah. Tho anuounccmout of this lecturecalled out a large audicuco, largely composed of
original residents, most of whom remained through the
address. Mr. 6mith ha.i been four years a chaplain of
the Phillips legion, 'n tho rebel array, serving all the
time under General Ixso, whom ho very much admires
and esteems. At tho battle of South Mountain ho receiveda wound, from which he is still a cripple. lie
Is a man much respected for bravery, iutegrity and
devotion to the interests of tho South, so that his opinions
have much woiglit. The speaker came out fairly and
6quaroly in favor of complote submission to the United
States government, mi l from the fact that he urged such
a course as a duty growing out of necessity and policy
alone, the aiivieo will go much further with the class it
is really desirable to rcach. As this id the first voico
speaking directly to the point, and untrammolled on the
groat issues of the hour, in this city, I will give some oxtract*from the discourse. Tlicy indicato very clearly, I
think, public sentiment in this section.
Ho commenced with au epitomized vorsion of tho

events which led to the recent crisis .

At sundown, Monday evening, the Jewish penitential

Feast of Ab was Inaugurated by solemn services in the
different city synagogues. All these temples were well
filled by fei-aclltish devotees, and tho ceremonies performedwith unusual Impronsivenesa

ORIOIN Of Till KKA8T.

The holy day celebrated on tho ninth day of the Hebrewmonth of Ab was instituted in commemoration of
the destruction of the second temple by Titu.s. It is one
of the most important of the many Jewish festivals religiouslyobserved throughout tho yoar, and held at such
by a people which, strange to say, honors with appropriaterites the anniversaries of both triumphs and reversos.The holyday which was ushered in at sundown
on Monday is, besides, more peculiarly recalled
to tho recollection of the Jews than most others.On the ninth day of the month of Ab the first
temple was destroyed by Nebuchadnctzar, a* wm the
second, after a lapse of Bevera! centuries, by Titus. On
the Mime anniversary, in the days of Ferdinandand Isabella, tbe Jews wore driven
forth from Spain simultaneously with the Moon, and
scattered throughout the length and breadth of the land.
And again, by a singular coincidence, on the same date
Columbus set sail from Genoa to discover a land wherein
men of religious and political faith were destined, In
future ages, to be equal. No doubt the strange successionof evcutri in which their ancestors played so prominenta part, has done much to impress tbe observance of
the hollduy most deeply on the memory of the modern
Israelites, who, moreover, are strictly enjoined to regard
the occasion as one second only to the three great festivalsof tho year.
The fall of the Temple was to the Jewish sages and

sprung from the evil.

Like all Jewish holy days, the feast of Ab. commencingat eventide, com«s to a conclusion at sundown on the

day following. The synagogues are thrown open on the
first night and on tho next morning, and are draped In
black, the sombre weeds enshrouding columns, buttressesand balustrades, shutting out the very
light of day, aud merging the quaintest
architectural conceits and the brightest fancies of the

veil of the gaudiest hue, Is also hung with tho dark
draperies of mourniug, aud the scrolls of the law within,
divested of their satin casings and robbed of the; gold and
silver turrets surmounting them, are wrapped In tha
unfailing crape. The doors of the ark ate not thrown
open, nor Is the veil lifted during the services, but the
books of the law are drawn forth from behind the cur»
tain with every indication of humility on the part of tho
olilclating minister. The prayers, which ore usually read
aloud from »n elevated platform in the very centre of the
nave, are offered up from a small table, placed on a level
with the assemblage of devotees. The form of worship
differs sightly, as" the synagogue may clianco to follow
the Gcrmnu or the Portuguese ritual At all tho temples,
however, the Israelites are stricter required to

t rent city, and the reading ot thoi-c elculcs of the F.-iges
who were inspired by the destruetion of the T mole and
tho dispersion of their fellow Israelites. In all these exercisesthe members of the conirreitniion take nn actlvo
part, the most truly orthodox synagogues refusing to
a cede to th" use of organs, and objecting to admit as
singers in their choir any but coreligionists, following
the mtne ritual as they themselves. On Sabbaths and on
ordinary festivals, certain members of the congregation
are called upon by the minister to attend to the reading
of a |*ortlon of the Pcriptnres; on this occasion, none hut
two representatives from the tribe of priests, iibd a third
from the remaining tribes, can be elected to ho honor d
with a soat beside the officiating minister.

As staled above, the synagogue* were tolerably well

attended, all the orthodox institutions be ng thrown open

last; as I got to the office I saw two men coma out of Mr.
